VIEW OF THE DIVINE LOVE.

The O1ld Standards in Grammar Have Led

Brooxryy, Dec. 11.—Rev. Dr. Talmage
today, in selecting a subject for his ser-
mon, chose an aspeect of the divine charac-
ter which is seldom considered. Toan un-
usually large audience he discoursed on
Gaod as “The Mother of AllL” the text be-
ing taken from Isaiah 1Ixvi, 13, “As one
whom his mother comforteth, so will 1
comfory you."

by those that announee Kis affeetion, There
may come to a houschold twenty or fifty
letters of affection daring the year, and
they will not make as much execitement
in tkat home as oune sherifl’s writ, and o
there are people who are more attentive to
those passages which announce the judg-
ments of God than to those which an-
nounce his merey and his favor.

God is a lion, John says in the book of
Revelation. God is a breaker, Micah an-
nounces in his propheey, God is o rock,
God is a king, Dat hear also that God is
love. A father and his child are walking
out in the ficids on o snmmer’s day, and
there conmes up 2 tnnnéerstorm, and there
isa tiash of lizhtning that startles the
child, and the father says, “My dear, that
is God’s eve.” There comesa peal of than-
der, and the father says, My dear, that s
God’s voice.” Dut the c¢louds zo ol the
sky, and the storm is gone, and light floods
the heavens and floods the Inndscape, and
the father forgets to say, “That 1s God's
smile.”?

1t lights up with
compassion. It melis with tenderness. It
breathes upon us the hush of an eternal
lullaby, for it announces that God is our
Mother. “As one whom Lis mother com-
forteth, so wiil I comfort youn.”
THE MATERNAL INSTINCT.

I remark, in the iirst place, that God has
a mother’s simplicity of instraction. A
fath:er does net Know how to teach o child
the A DB C. Menare not skiliful in the
primary department, but o mother has so
much paticnee that shewill tell a child for
the hundredth time the difference between
I and G and between Iand J. Sometimes
it is by blocks; sometimes by the worsted
work: sometimes by the slate; sometimes
by the book. She thus teaches the child
and has no awkwardness of condescension
in so doinz. So God, our Mother, stcops
down to our intantile minds.

Thoueh we are told a thing a thousand
times and we do not understand it, eur
heavenly Motlier goes on, line upon line,
precept upon precept, here a little and
there a little. God has been teaching some
of us thirty years and some of us sixty
years one word of one syllable, and we do
not know s yet—fxith, faithl When we
come to that word we stumble, we halt,
we lose our place, we pronounce it wrong.
Still God’s patience is not exhausted. God,
our Mother, puts usin the school of pros-
perity, and tie letters are in sunshine, and
we cannot spell them. God puts us in the
the schoo! of adversity, and the letters are
black, and we cannot spell them. If God
were merely a king he would punish us; if
he were simply o father he would whip us;
but God is a mother, and so we are borne
with and helped all the way through.

That child
cansed the mother more anxious nd
than all the other ehildren, I he cous
in the nizht she springs ouvof a sond
slecp and goes to him.  The la=t thing ~he
dees when going out of the neize is to
give a charge in regard to him. The iirst
thing on coming in is to ask in regad to

him.

Why, the children of the family all know
that he is the favorite, and say: *Mother,
you let him do just as he pleases, and you
vive him a great many things which you
donot giveus. e is your favorite.”  "fle
mother smiles; she Eaows it isso. 8o Le
ouuzht to be, for if thereis auy onein the
world that needs sympathyrinore than an-
othier it is an invalid cLild; weary on the
first mile of life’s journey; carryvine an
aching head, a weak side, anirritated lung.
So the mother ought to make him a favor-
e .
God, cur Mother, has favorites. *“Whom
the Lord loveth he chasteneth”—that is,
one whem he especially loves he chasten-
e¢th. God loves us all, but is there one
weak and sick and sore and wounded and
suffering and faint? ‘I'bat is the one who
lies nearest and more perpetually on the
ereat loving heart of God. Why, it never
ceughs but our Mother—God—hears it. It
never stirs a weary limb in the bed but
our Mother—God—knows of it. There is
no ssich a watcher os God.  The best nurse
may be overborne by fatlgue and fall
asleep in the chair; but God, our Mother,
after being up A year of nights with a suf-
fering child, never slumbers nor sleeps.

“Oh,’”? says one, *‘I cannot understand all
that about afiliction?” A refiner of siiver
once explained it toa Christian lady, “I
put the silver in the fire, and I keep refin-
ing it and trying it till I can see my face in
it, and then I take it out.” Just soit is
that God keeps his dear children in the
furaace till the divine imagge may be scen
in them; then they are taken out of the
fire. “Well,” says some one, “if that is
the way that God treats his favorites, I do
not. want to Le a faverite.”

There is a barren field on an antumn day
just wanting to be let alone. Thereis a
bauyg at the bars and arattle of ®whifile-
trees and clevises, The field says, *“What
is the farmer going to do with me now?”

I have
been told that the pearl in an oysteris
merely the result of & wound or a sickness
infiicted upon it, and T do not Lnow but
that the brightest geins of heaven will he
found to have been the wounds of earth
kindled into the jeweled brightuess of ctor-
nal glory.

THE INFANT'S NEEDS,

I remark that God has a mother’s eapae-
itv for attendine tolittle hnits, The father
is shecked at the brolen hene of the child,
cv ot the sickness that sets the eradic on
fire with fever, but it takes the mother to
syimpathize with all the little ailments and
little bruises of the child. If the chitd
have a splinterin its hand it wants the
wcther to take it out, i not the father
The father says, “Oh, that is nothing”
but the mother knows it is something, and
that a little hart sometimes is very great,
So with God, ottr Mother; all eur annoy-
ances are imporiant enough to look at and
sympathize with.

Nothingwith God is comething.
are no ciphers in God's arithmetie. And if
we were only good enough of s we
conld cee as muach thronsh a microscope
as throuszh o telescope. Those thinges that
may be impalpable and infinitesimal to us
m:ay be pronounced and infinite to God, A
mathematieal point isdefined as having no
parts, no magnitude. It is so small you
cannot imagine it, and yet a mathematiceal
point. may be a starting peint for a great
eternity.  Gaod’s survevers carry a very
long chain, A seale must be very delicate
that can weivhy o grain, but God’s seale is
o delicate that he canweigh with in that
wirich is <o cmall that agrain is a miliien
times heavier.

When Joln Kitto, a poor boy on o hael
street of Pivmouth, cut his foot with a
picce of glass, God hound it up o suceess-
fully that he became the great Christinn
geographer and a commentator known
among all nations,  So every woiuned of the
sonl, however instenificant, God is willing
to bind up.  Asat the first cry of the ehild
the mother rushes to kiss the wound, so
Gaod, onr Mother, tales the smallest woand
of the heart and presses it tothe s of
divinesympathy. “Asonewhom his moth-
er comforteih, co will I comfort yvon.”?

I remark furiber that Ged has amoth-
er’s patience for the evring.  If one daoes
wrong, first his associates in life cast bim
off; if he goes on in the wrong way, Lis
business partner casts Lim off; it he woes
on, his best friends cast him off —his fatier
casts him off. But after ail others have
cast him off, where docs he go? Who Eolds
no grudge and forgives the last time as
well 85 the first? Whao sits by the mur-
derer’s counsel all through the long triai®
Who tarries the lengest at the windows of
a culprit’s celly  Who, when 2ll others
think iil of a man, keeps on thinking weil
of him? It is kis mother. Ged bless her
gray hairsif she be still alive, and bless
her grave if she be cone!  And bless the
rocking chair in which she u=¢d to sit, and
bless the eradle that she used to rock, and
bless the Bible she used to read!

So God, onr Mother, has paticnee for all
the erring.  After everybody else has cast
a man off God, our Mother, comes to the
rescue. God leaps to take charge of & bad
case. After all the other doctors have ot
through the heavenly Physician comes in.
Human sympathy at such a time does not.
amount to much. Even the symiathy of
the church, I am sorry tosay, often does
not amount to much.

THE CHURCH LACES SYMPATHY.

I have seen thie most harsh and bitter
treatment en the part of thosze who pro-
fessed faith in Christ toward those who
were wavering and erring.

“Oh, no,” says the
sevoeant; “there is one thing you have not
triil. I would like you to try that”
“What is that?”? said the colonel. Suaid
the man, “Forgiveness,”

The case had not gone <o far but that it
might take that tuarn, and so the colonel
said: “Well, young man, you have done so
and so.  What is yvour excuse!” “f have
no excuse, but 1 am very serry,” szid the
man. “We have made up our minds to
forgive you,” said the colonel. The tesrs
started.  He had never been accosted in
that way before.  His life was reformed,
and that was the starting poiat for a posi-
tively Christian life. O church of God,
quit your sarcasm when a man falls! Quit
your irony, quit your tittle tattle and try
forgiveness, God, your Mother, tries it all
the time. A man’ssin may be like & con-
tinent, but God’s rorgiveness is like the
Atlantic and Pacific oceans, bounding it
on both sides.

The Bible often talks about God’s haud.
I wouder how it looks, You remeuber
distinctly hoiw your mother’s hand looked,
though thitty years ago it withered away.
It was differcut from your faiher’s hand.
When you were to be chastised you had
rather hiave mother punish you than fa-
ther. It did not hurt so much., And fa-
ther’s haaxd was different from mother's,

artly beeanse it had outdoor toil, and part-
ly because God intended fo to be different.,
The knuckles were more firmly set, and
the palm was calioused,

Jut mother’s hand was more delieate,
There were blue veins running through the
back of it. Though the fingers, frome of
them, were picked with a needle, the palin
of it was soft.  Oh, it was very soft! Was
there ever any poultice like that to take
pain out of a wound? So God’s hand is &
mother’s hand.,  What it touches it. heals.
If it smite you itdoes not hurt as if it were
auother haud. Oh, you poor wanderinzg
soul in sin, it is not a bailiff’s hand that
scizes you today! It is not & hard hand.
It is not an unsympathetic hand, It is not
a cold hand. It is not an enemy’s hand.
