DEATH OF COL. COLLIER,
A Former Citizen Serves With Distinction
In the Navy and Passes Away.

Lieutenant-Colonel George W. Col-
lier, a retired United States Marine of-
ficer, died at the hotel Hamilton, Hagers-
town, Md., early on Friday of Jast week,
aged sixty-one years and three months
after a lingering illness of about four
vears. lle was in California twelve
yesrs at the marine Dbarracks, alter
which he was transferred to Brooklyn,
New York, where he contracted a cold,
which turned to pneumonia from the ef-
fects of which he died. lHe wus taken
to Aiken, South Carolina, in the gpring
for his hea'th, and thence to llagers-
town. lIle entered the navy, in 1839,
as first lieutenant  under President
Buchanan’s administration.  lis servi-
ces extended over a period of twenty
yenrs and  during his career he held
many important positions in this coun-
tiy and abroad.

In 18651 he was made Captain, after
which he became Lieutenant-Colonel for
his bravery and services on the seas. He
sailed in 1869 on the flaz-ship Minneso-
ta for China, where he did good service.

Col. Collier was a graduate of Rock
flill Academy, conducted by the Rev.
Mr. Halmaid. He then went into the
printing business with Mr. James Win-
gate, of the Howard County Free Press.
In the office at the sametime were two
other boys, John McNulty and James
Powell. Never wasthere a more restless
trio, than these boys, who did the tv-»-
setting for the Free Press,all of w2
rose to distinction. John MceNulty
came a colonel of artillery in the Con -
erate serviee and was known as one of
the bravest and most aggressive of Gen.
Lee's army. He was in command at
Richmond at the time of Lec's surrender.
James Powell is now a colonel in the
United States army and at present is on
duty in the weat. He has proved him-
self a brave Indian fighter, and has dis-
tinpuished himself for other services.

fle was a staunch Democrat duaring
the Know Nothing times and was a del-
ceate from the Fifth Congressional dis-
trict to the convention which nominated
Prezident Buchanan. Ile was also a
merchant here for a number of years.
He was an inteliigent and well read man
und was loved by all who camein con-
tact with him. e was born in Ellicott
City, September 15th, 1831, and married
in 1866 to Miss Lizzie Michael, daughte:
of thelate Dr. Charles Michael, of Green-
castle, Pa. Lis widow and two grown
dnughters survive him.

Two brothers, Mr. William B. Collier,
of Chicago, and Mr Frank Colliér, o1
Baltimore, and two sisters, Mrs. S. \V.
Henderson, of Baltimore and Mrs. Den-
nis Mulligan, near Ellicott City, also
aurvive him. His funeral took place on
Monday last, and his remains were in-
terred in the Lutheran Cemetery, Green-
castle, Franklin county, Pa. lle was
wall known throughout Howard county
and was a bosom friend of Admiral
Jouett, formeily of this county. Mrs.
Dennis Mulligan and Mr. John Collier,
iifs nephew, of this city, wete at the
funeral.
