‘I'heir nests have boen tonien fascina-
tion, and my satisfaction is tiat I never
robbed one of them, any more than would
steal o child from a cradle, fora bird isa
child of the sky, and its nest is the cradle,
They are aimost human, for they have
their loves aad hates, atlinitics and antipa-
thies, understand joy and grief, have conja-
gal and maternal instinet, wage wars and
entertain jealousies, have a language of
thedrown and powers of association. Thank
C.d for birds and skies full of thiem. It
is uscless to expect to understand the Bible
unless we study natural history.

Five hundred and ninety-three times does
the Bible allude to the facts of natural his-
tory, and I do not wonder that it makes so
many allisions ornithological.  The skies
and the caverns of Palestine ore friendly to

Repairing = Cable.

The cables of a suspension bridge are
subjected to great strains, and are therefore
tirn:ly anchored at each shore end to Lheavy
masses of masonry, generally by means of
iong burs of 2 Loles ot
circh end by which they are bolted or pinned
together. I exaanining the anchorage of
viie ¢ ‘nd of the smaller suspension bridge at
2 one of these bars was found to be
broken, and the probicm of replacing it was
qaite difficult, since the wires attached to
it had to kave the same tension when it w:

The new bar was formed of a prece
of gteel 20 feet long, Ginches wide and three-
