There are few men in public life in
Maryland who are more generally known
than Colonel James G. Berret, of Carroll
county. Colonel Berret has been prom-
inent in Maryland politics for upwards
of sixty years, and has always taken a
conspicuous part in the councils of the
Maryland Democracy. Colonel Berret
spends part of Lis timein Washington
city, and part in Carroll county. 1lis
home in Freedom district, near Sykes-
ville, has been the scene of many & fine,
social, if not brilliant, oceasion, and his
friends, who are legion, are always glad
to partake of his hospitality.

The Washington correspondent of the
Baltimore Heruld, in giving desceriptions
of some of the inaugural balls, makes
the following pleasant sllusions to our
friend and fellow-citizen: *‘The inaug-
ural ball has a very interesting history.
No man knows it better than Col. James
G. Berret. lle has attended every ball
since 1841, when William Henry Iarri-
son was entertained with the spectacle
of dancing and merry-making in his
honor. Evervbody knows Col. Berrct.
A tall and portly man heis, to whom
high oftice has lent the garment of
diznity, while nature bestowed upon
him the better gift of kindliness. He
has been mayor of the city and a mem-
ber of the Maryland Leaislature.  His
connection with that body has probably
never been duplicated by any public
man. In 1837 he was chosen to the Leg-
islature, and he served his term. Yifty-
five years later he was again chosen
from the same county. lle was the
youngest of the law-makers when the
State called him first; he was the oldest
when she again summoned him to her
legislative halls.”

Will of Mr, John M. Robinson.

The will of the late John M. Robinson
was probated in the Orphans’ Court of
Howard county on Tuesday last.

It is said that the
estate is worth ahour $460.060,
