The report of the grand jury, made on
Thursday, is as follows: Lt

ELLicoTT CiTy, MD., March 23, 1893
To the Honorable, the Judges of the Cir-
cuit Court of Howard county :

The grand jury for the March term oY
the Howard county court beg leave to
report that they have been in session four
days, have examined twenty-three wit-
nesses and have made four presentments.
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““I'ke little city of wealth and beauty
derived its name from Richard Caton,
the son-in-law of Churles Carroll of Car-
rollton. Breaking away from family
ties and the faith of his fathers, Caton
came to Maryland, and, joining the
Roman Catholic Church, wooed and won
one of Carroll’s fair daughters.

2ud. That the receipts from ali
sources will not exceed $25,200, thus
leaving a deficicncy of $1,290.

That in explanation of the above
facts, vour Petitioner begs leave to make
the following statement : —

‘That the schools in the county have

That in orierto keep in accord with
the advancing ideas of the times, even
as affecting country schools, greater ef-
fort is constantly demanded of the
teacliers, requiring greater pecuniary
aid from the School Bogrd.

That many of the school buildings are
eadly in need of repair, and scme of e
largement, in order to gratily the reas-
onable and frequent demands of the
patrons of the schools who appear be-
fore the School Board, making com-
plaiut of the condition of the buitdings
in which their children are required to
