Fow Indeced Are They Who Need IBe Out
Till Midaight, but the Criminsl and Vi-
cioua Find That Their Hour—Practical
Christian Work Necded.

Breoxryy, April 9.—Rev. Dr. Tal-
mage chose for his sermon today a themno
of universal interest—the dark side of
sovial life in our great cities. The text
chosen zs the basis of 2 most graphie dis-
course was Genesis i, 5, **And the dark-
pess he called night.”

Tywo grand divisions of time. Theono
of sunlizht, tho other of shadows; theono
for work, the other for rest; tho one a
type of everything glal and beautiful,
the other us2d in all languages as a type
of sadnessand afiliction and sin.  These
two divisions were made by the Lord
nimself. COther divisions of titne may
nave nomenclature of human invention,
put the darkress held up its dusky Lrow
to the Lord, and he baptized it, the dew
dripping fro:m his fingers as lie gave it
name, “And the darkness he called
night.”

My subject is midright in town. Theo
thunder of the city has rolied out of tho
air The slichtest sounds cut the night
with such distinctuess as to atiract your
attention. Tho tinkling of the bell of
the street car in the distanco and the
vavinz of tho doz. The stamp of a
horse in the nest street,  The slhunming
of a saloon door. Tho lLicconzh of tho
drunkard. Tho shricks of the steam
whistle five miles away. Ol, how sug-
gestive, my friends—midnight in town!

ANGELS OF TH!I NIGHT.

There are honest men passing up and
down the street.  Hereis @ city missicn-
ary who has been carrying a scuitle of
coil to that poor family in that dark
place.  Hero is an widertiker going up
the steps of a building from which there
comes a bitter cry which indicates that
the destroying angel has smitten the
firstborn. lere is a minister of religion
who has been giving the sacrament to o
dying Christian.  llero is a physician
passing along in great haste, the mes-
senger a few steps abead hurrying on to
the household. XNearly all the lights
have gone out in tho dwellings. That
lizht in the window is tho light of the
watcher, for the medicines must Lo ad-
inistered, and the fever must be
watched, and the restless tossing off of
the coverlid must be resisted, and theico
must be kept on the hot temples, and
the perpetual prayer must go up from
tiearts soon to be broken. Oh, the mid-
night in townt \What a stupendous
thonght—a whole city at rest!

Weary 2rm preparing for tomorrow’s
toil. ot brain being cooled off.  Rigid
muscles relaxed. Excited nerves soothed.
‘I'he white hair of the octogenarian in
thin drifis across the pillow, fresh fall
of tiakes on snow already fallen. Child-
noud with its dimpled hands thrown out
on the pillow, and with every breath
taking in a new store of fun and frelic.
Guod's sinmberless eye will look. Let
one great wave of refreshing slumber
roll over the heart of the great town,
submerging care il anziety and worri-
ment and pain.

Let the city sleep; but, my friends, be
not deceived. There will be thousands
tonight who will notslecpat all. Goup
that dark alley and be cautious where
vou tread lest yon fall over the prostrate
form of a drunkard lying on his own
doorstep.  Look about you lest you feel
the garroter’s hug.  Leok through the
broken window pane and see what yea
can see.  You say, *Nothing.” Then
fisten. What isit? *“God help us!” No
footlishts, but tragedy ghastlier and
mizxitier than Ristori or Edwin Booth
evereniacted. Nolight, no fire, no bread,
no hope. Shivering in the cold. they
nave had no focd for 21 hours. You
say. “Why don't they begs” Taey do,
put they get nothing. You say, **Why
don't they deliver themselves over to
the almshonse?”  Ah, you would not ask
that if you ever heard the bitter cry
of a man or a child when told he must
g0 to the alinshouse.

The fisher:nan, when he sees a vessel
dashing into the breazkers, comes out
fromm his hot and wraps the warmest
flannels around those who are most
chilled and most bruised and most bat-
tered in the wreck. And I want you to
know that these vicious pocr have had
two shipwrecks—shipwreck of the body,
shipwreck of the soul—shipwreck for
time, shipwreck for eternity. Pity, by
all means, the innocent who are suffer-
ing, but pity wmore the guilty.

Pass on through the alley. Open the
door. “OL,” ycu say, “it is lotked.”
No, it is not locked; it has never been
lucked. No burglar would. be tempted
to go in there to steal anything. 'The
door is never locked. Cnly a broken
chair stands against the door.  £hove it
back. Go in. Strike a match. Now
look. Beastliness and ragzs.  See those
slaring eyeballs.  Be careful now what
you say. Do not utier any insult, do not
utier any suspicion, if you value your
life.

\What is that red mark on the wall? It
is the mark of a-murderer’s hand!  Look
at'those two cyes rising up cut of the
darkness and out from the straw in the
corner coniing toward you, and as they
comne near you your light goes cut.
Strike another match.  Ah! thjs is a
babe, not like the beautiful children of
your heuzehold, or thebeautiful children

stiling around these altars on baptismal
guay.  This little one never smiled: it

pever wiil smile. A flower flung on en
awfully barren beach. O Heavenly
Shepherd, fold that little one in thy
arms! Wrap around you your shawl or
coat tighter, for the cold night wind
sweeps through. .

Strike another match. Ah! is it
sible that that young woman’s scarred
and binised face was ever looked into
by maternal tenderness? Utter no scorn.
Utter no larsh word. No ray of hopo
has dawned on that brow for many a
year. No ray of hope ever will dawn on
that brow. But the light has gono out.
Do not strike znother light. It wounld
be mockery to kindle another light in
such a place zs that. Pass out and pass
down the street. Our cities of Brook-
lyn and New York and all our great
cities are full of such homes, and tho
worst time the midnight.

TIIE CRIMINAL CLASSIS,

Do you know it is in themidnight that
criminals do their worst work?

At half past 8 o'clock yon will find
them in the drinking saloon, but toward
12 o'clock they go to their garrets, they
zet out their tools, then they start on the
street.  Watching on either side for the
police, they go to their work of dark-
pess. Thisis a burglar, and tho false
l:ey will socn touch the store lock. This
is an incendiary, and before morning
ti:cre will be a light on the sky and cry
of “Fire! Fire!” This is an assassin,
and tomorrow morning thero will be a
dead body in one of the vacant lots.
During the daytime these villains in our
cities lounge about, some sasleep and
gome awake, but when the third watch
of the nizht arrives, their eye keen, their
brain cool, their armn strong, their foot
fleet to fly or pursue, they are ready.

Many of theso poor creatures wero
trought up in that way. They were
born in o thieves garret. Their childish
toy was a burglar's dark lantern. The
first thing they remember was their
mother bandaging the brow of their fa-
ther, struck by the police club. They be-
gan by robbing boys’ pockets, and now
fhey kave come to dig the underground
passage to the cellar of the bank and are
preparing to blast the gold vault,

Just so long as there are neglected
children of tho street, just so long we
will have these desperadoes. Sowme one,
wishing to make a good Christian point
and to quote a passago of Scripture, ex-
pecting to get a Scriptural passage in an-
swer, said to one of these poor lads, cast
oné and wretched, “When your father
and your mother forsake you, who then
will take you up?’ and the boy said,
“The perlice, the perlice.”

in the midnight gambling does its
worst work. What though the hours be
slipping away and though the wife be
waiting in the cheerless home? Stir up
the fire. Bring on more drinks. Put up
more stakes. That commercial house
that ouly a little while ago put out sign
of copartnership will this season beo
wrecked on a gambler’s table. There
will be many a money till that will
spring a leak. A member of congress
gambled with a member elect and won
€120,000. The old way of getting a liv-
ing is soslow. The old way of getting
a fortune is so stupid. Come, let us toss
up and sce who shall haveit. And so
the work goes on, from the wheezing
wretches pitching pennies in a rum gro-
cery up to the millionaire gambler in the
steck market. .

GAMBLERS OF ALL CLASSIS.

In the midunight hour pass down the
streets of our American cities, and you
hear the click of the dice and the sharp,
keen tap of the poolroom ticker. At
these places merchant princes dismount,
and legisiators, tired of making laws,
take a respite in breaking them. All
classes of people are robbed by this
erime, the importer of foreign silks and
the dealer in Chatham street pocket
handkerchiefs. The clerks of the store
take a hand after the shutters are put
up, and the officers of the court while
away their time while the jury is out.

In Daden-Baden, when that city was
thie greatest of all gambling places on
earth, it was nounusnal thing the next
morning in the woods around that city
to find the suspended bodies of suicides.
Whatever be the splendor of the sur-
roundings, there is no escuse for this
crime. The thundersof eternal destruc-
tion roll in the deep rumble of that gam-

ling tenpin alley, and as men come out
to join the long procession of sin all the
drums of woe beat the dead march of a
thousand souls. In one year in the city
of New York there were $7,000,000 sac-
rificed at the gaming table.

Perhaps some of your friends have
been smitten of this sin.  Perhaps some
of you have been smitten byit. Perhaps
there may be a strangerin the house this
morning come from some of the hotels.
Look out for those agents of iniquity
who tarry around about the hotels and
ask you, * Would you like to sce the city?”
Yes. “Have youeverseen that splendid
building up town?” No. Then the vil-
lzin will undertake to show you what he
calls the “lions” and the “elephants”
and after a young man, through morbid
curiosity or through badness of soul, k:
seen the **lions” and the “‘clephants,” he
will be on enchanted ground. Look out
for these men who move around the
hotels with sleek hats—always sleck hats
—and patronizing air and unaccountable
interest about your welfare and enter-
taimment.  You are a fool if you cannot
see throngh it.  They want your money.

In Chestnut street, Philadelphia, while
[ was living in that city, an incident ce-
curred which was familiar to us there.
[a1 Chestnut street, a young man went
into a gaunbling saloon, lost all his prop-
crty, then blew his brains out, and be-
fore the blood was washed from the floor
by the maid the comrades were shufliing
cards again.  You sce there is more mer-
¢y in the highwayman for the belated
traveler on whose body he heaps the
stones; there is more mercy in the frost
for the flower that it kills; there is more
mercy in the hurricane that shivers the
steamer on the Long Island coast than
there is merey in the heart of a gambler
for his victim.

In the midnight hour, also, drunken-
ness does its worst,  The drinking will
be respectable at 8 o’clock in the even-
ing, a little flushed at 9, talkative and
garrulous at 10, at 11 blasphemous,

at 12 the hat faolls off and the man
falls to the floor asking for more drink.
Strewn through the drinking saloons of
the city—fathers, brothers, husbands,
sons, as goad as yon are by nature, per-
haps better.

In the high circles of society it is
hushed up. A merchant prince, if he
gets noisy and uncontrollable, is taken
by his fellow revelers, who try to get
Lim to bed, or take himn home, where he
falls flat in the entry. Do not wake up
the children. They have had digrace
enough. Do notlet them know it. Hush
it up. But sometimes it cannot be hush-
¢d up—when the rum touches tho brain
and the man becomes thoroughly fren-
zied.

Oh, if the ruin touches the brain, you
cannot hush it up. You do not sce the
worst. In the midnight meetings a great
nultitude have been saved. Wo want a
few hundred Christian men and women
to comme down from the highest circlesof
society to toil amid these wandering and
destitute ones and kindle up a light in
tho dark alley, even the gladuness of
beaven.

Do not go from vour well filled tables
with the idea that pious talk is going to
stop thie gnawing of an empty stomach
or to warm stockinglessfeet. Take bread,
tako raiment, tako mnedicine as well as
take prayer. Thereis a great deal of
common sense in what the poor woman
said to the city missionary when ho was
telling her how she ought to love God
and serve him. *“Ch!” said she, “if you
were as poor and cold as I am, and as
hungry, you could think of nothing
el=e”

A great deal of what is called Chris-
tian work goes for rothing for the sim-
ple reason it is mot practical, as after
the battle of Antietam a man got out of
an ambulance with a bag of tracts, and
he went distributing tho tracts, and
George Stuart, one of the best Christian
men in this country, said to him: *What
are you distribuiing tracts for now?
There are 3,000 men bleeding to death,
Bind up their wounds, and then distrib-
ute the tracis.”

FRACTICAL SENSE XEEDED.

e want more common sense in Chris-
tian work, tuking the bread of this life
in one hand, and the bread of tho next
lifo in the other hand. No such inapt
work as that done by the Christian man
who, during the war, went into a hos-
pital with tracts, and coming to the bed
of a man whose legs had been amputated,
gave Lim a tract on the sin of dancing!
1 rejoice Lefore God that never are sy1a-
pathetic words uttered, never a prayer
offered, never a Christian almsgiving in-
dulged in but it is blessed.

There is a place in Switzerland, I have
been told, where the utterance of one
word will bring back a score of echoes,
and I have to tell you this morning that
a sympathetic word, a kind word, a gen-
crous word, a helpful word uttered in
the dark places of the town will bring
back ten thousand echoes from all the
thrones cf heaven.

Are there in this assemblage this
morning those who know by experience
the tragedies of midnight in town? 1am
not here to thrust you back with one
hard word. Take the bandage from
your bruised soul and put on it tne
soothing salve of Christ’s gospel and of
God’s compassion. Many have come. 1
sce others coming to God this morning,
tired of sinful life. Cry up the news to
heaven. Set all the bells ringing. Spread
the banquet under the arches. Let the

- crowned heads come down and sit at the

jubilee.

I tell you there is more delight in
heaven over one man that gets reformed
by the grace of God than over ninety
and nine that never got off the track. 1
could give you the history in a minute
of one of the best friends I ever had.
Outside of my own family I never had a
better friend. IHe welcomed me to my
home at the west. He was of splendid
personal appearance, and he had an ar-
dor of soul and a warmth of affectien
that made me love him like a brother.

I saw men coming out of the saloons
and gambling hells, and they surrounded
my friend, and they took him at the
weak point. his social nature, and I saw
him going down, and I had a -fair talk
wiih him, for I never yet saw aman you
could not talk with on the subject c¢f his
habits, if you talked with himn in the
right way. 1 said to him, “Why don’t
you give up your bad habits and become
a Christian?” I remember now just how
he looked, leaning over his counter, as
he replied: I wish Igcould. Oh, sir, 1
should like to be a Christian, but I havo
gone so far astray I can’t get back.”

SICKNESS AND REPENTANCE.

So the time went on. After awhile
the day of sickness came. I was sum-
moncd to his sickbed. I hastened. It
took me but a very few moments to ges
there. I was surprised as I wentin, I
saw him in his ordinary clothes, fully
dressed, lying on the top of the bed. 1
gave him my hand, and he seized it con-
vulsively and said: “Oh, how glad I am
to see you! Sit down there.” I satdown,
and he said: *“Mr. Talmage, just where
you sit now my mother sat last night.
She has been dead 20 years. Now,
I don’t want you to think I 2in out of
my mind, or that I mn superstitious;
but, sir, she sat there last night just as
certainly as you sit there now—the same
cap, and apron and spectacles. It was
my old mother—she sat there.”

Then he turned to his wife and said:
“T wish you would take these strings off
the bed.  Somebody is wrapping stringg
aroundd me all the time. 1 wish you
would stop that annoyance.” $She said,
“There is nothing here.” Then I saw it
was delirium. He said: “Just where you
sit now my mother sat, and she said,
‘Roswell, I wish you would do better—I
wish you would do better” I said,
“AMother, I wish I could do better. I try
to do better, but I can’t. Mother, you
used to help me. Why can’t you help
me now? And, sir, I got out of bed, for
it was reality, and I went to her and
threw my arms around her neck, and I
said: ‘Mother, I will do better, but you
must help. I can’t do this alone’” 1
Inelt down and prayed. That night his
soul wen to the Lord that made it.

Anguish coiling its serpents around the
heart. Blackness of darkness forever.
But I cannot look any longer. Woe!

Ring the
bell and let the cartain drop.  “Rejoice,
O young man, in thy youth and let thy
Leart rejoice in the days of thy youth,
but kuow now that for all these things
God will bring you into judgment.”

A Fireproof Llectric Wire.

A wire is being introduced which pos-
sosses such fire resisting qualities that
the most extreme fire tests to which it
has been subjected have failcdl to pro-
duce any visible cifects npon it. At a
recent  demonstiation  several sample
boards were prepared, each having ar-
ranged upon it samples of various well
known electrical wires, one sample upon
each board being the new swire.  All the
samples kad the suine sized conductor
and were carefally wired together intoa
circuit, o as to allow of their being
tested in comparison and under the same
couditions.

These sample boards represented 16
leading makes of insulated wires, sev-
cral of them being elaimed by their mak-
ers to be fireproof. A powerful electric
current was then applied and main-
tained until the conductor was first
brought to ared heat, then a white heat
and in some cases melted. Under this
intense heat every one of the samples ex-
cept the new wire was entirely destroyed,
in several instances setting fire to the
board, but in no case did sufficient heat
escape through the new wire to discolor
the board bencath it.—New York Tele-
gram.
