AT TIE TABERNACLE,

CR. TALMAGE CELESBRATES THE EX-
TINGUISHMENT OF THE DEBT.

A Great Day In the History of the Brook-
Iyn Tabernacle—Dr. Talinage Speaks of
the Rejoicings of lsrael After the Pas-
sage Over tho Red Sea.

BRrooxLYN, May 28.—This was one of the
greatest days in the history of Brooklyn
'abernacle.  The music, instrumental and
congregational, was of the most joyous
type—the hymns, the prayers amd the ser-
mon were celebrative of the entire extin-
guishmens of the floating debt of §140,000,
accumulated from the disasters which re-
quired the building of three immense
churches. Text, Exodus xv, 20, 21: “And
AMiriam, the prophetess, the sisterpf Aaron,
took a timbrel in her Land, and all the
women went out after her with timbrels
and with dances. And Miriam answered
them, Sing ye to the Lord, for he hath tri-
umphed glorionsly; the Lorse and his rider
hath ke thrown into the sca.”

Scrmonirers are naturally so busy in get-
ting thelsraelites safely through the parted
Red sea and the Egyptians submergad in
the returning waters that but little time
is ordinarily given to what the Lord’s peo-
ple did after they got well up, Righ and
dry, on the beach. Tlat was the beach of
the Red sea, which is ut its greatest width
200 miles and at its least width 12 miles.
Why is the adjective “Red” used in de
scribing this water? Itis cealied the Ral
sea because the mountains on its western
couast ook as though sprinkled with briek
dust, 2aud the water is colored with red sca-
weed and has red zoophyte and re:d coral

This sea was cut by the keelsof Egyptian,
Pheenician and Arabie shipping., It was no
insignificant pond or pudd!e¢ on the beach
of which my text calls us to stand. 1 hear
upon it the sound of a tambourine, for
which the timbrel was only ancther naune.
An instrument of music made out of a cir-
cular hoop, with pieces of metal fixed in
the sides of it, which made a jingling
sound, and over which hoop a picce of
parchment was distended, znd this was
beaten by the knuckles of the performer.

The Israclites, standing on the beach of
the Red sea, were making music on thcir
deliverance from the pursuing Egyptians,
and I hear the Israelitish men with their
deéep bass voices, and I Lear the timbrel of
Miriam, as she leads the women in their
jubilee.  Rather lively instrument, you
say, for rcligious service—the timbrel or
tambourine. DBut I think Ged sanctioned
it. And Irather think we will have to put
a little more of the festive into our re
ligious services and drive out the dolorous
and funereal, and the day may come when
the timbrel will resume its place in the
sanctuary. Dut that which occupiul the
attention of all the men and women of that
Isrzelitish host was the celebration of their
victory. They had crossed. They Lad tri-
umphed. They were free.

More wanderful was this victory and de-
feat than when the hosts of Richard over-
caune the hosts of Saladin at Azotus, than
when at Bannockburn Scotland was set
free, than when the Larl of Northumber-
lamd was driven back -at Eranham oor,
than when at the battle of Wakeficld York
wase stain, than when at Bosworth Field
tichard was left dead, than when the
Athenians under Miltiades at  Marathon
put the Persians to fiight, for this victory
of my text was gained without sword or
catapult or spear.  ‘The weapon wasalifted
and prestrated sea.  “And Miriam, the
propletess, the sister of Aaron, took a tim-
brel in her hand, and 21l the women veent
out after her with timbrels and with dances,
And Mirinm answered them, Sing ye to
the Lord, for he hath triumphed glorious-
Iy: the horse aid his rider bath he t}rown
into the sen”

A GLORIOUS TRRIUMPIL

Brooklyn Tabernacle today feels much ns
Moses and Miriam did when they stood on
the bai:ks of the Red sea after their safe
emergence from the waters. By the heln
of God and the generosity of our friends
hére aud elsewhere, our 140,000 of floating
chnrch debt is forever gone, and this Louse,
wijeh, with the ground upen which it
stznds, represents §10,000, 1 this day re
censecrate to God the Father, God the Son
and God the Holy Ghost. A stranger mizht
a~i how could this chiurch got into debt to
an amonnt that would bhuild sever:l large
chaurches. My answer is, Waves of destirie-
tion, stout s any that ever rofled neross
the Red sen of iy text.

Examdne al the pages of church history,
and zH the pagesof the world’s Listory, and
sLow me an organization, saered o seeular,
that ever had to build three great strue-
tures, two of them destroyed by fire,  Pake
any of your biggest life insurance com-
pinies, or your biggest storchouses, or your
biggest banks, cr your bigaest newspaper
establishiments and let them have to build
three times on the same foundation, and it
wonuld cost them a strugele, if not demoli-
tion. DMy text speaks of the Red sea once
crossed, but one Red sea would not have so
much cvercome us. It was with us Red
sen after Red sea. Three Bed seas! Yet
today, thanks be to God, we stand on the
shore, and with organ and cornet in al-
sence of & timbrel we ehant: “Sing ve unto
the Lord, for he hath triumphed gloriously.,
The korse and his rider hath he thrown inte
the sea.”

But why the great expense of this strue-
ture? My answer is, the immensity of it
aud the firmness of it. It cost over $31,600
to dig the cellar, before one stone was laid,
reaching as the foundation does from strect
to street, and then the building of the house
was constructed inaway, we are told by
experienced builders who had nothing to do
with it, for durability of feundation and
will sueh as characterizes hardly any other
building of this city. To the day of your
death and mine, and for our children and
grandchildren after us, it will staxd Lere a
Louse of God and a gate of heaven,

IFor me per<onally this is a time of glad
ness more than tongue or pen or type can
ever tell. For 24 years I had been building
churches in Brogklyn and secing them burn
down, until 1 felt I could endure the strain
no longer, and I had written iny resignation
as pastor and had appointed to read it two
Sabbaths ago and close ny work in Brook-
lyn forever. I {elt that iny chief work was
yet to be done, but that I could not do it
with the*Alps on one shoulder and the
Hymalayas on the otker. But God has in-
terfercd, and the way is clear, and I am
here and expect to be here until my work

. un earth is done.

Why should I want to go away from
Brooklyn? 1 have no sympathy with the
popylar seatiment'which defames our be-
loved city,.' Some people make it a part of
their religion to cexcoriate and belittle the
Pplace of theirresidence, and there has been
mere damage, financi:xd and moral, dore to
our city by gthis hypercriticisin® than ean
ever be estimated.  The course of out city
has been onward and upward.  We Lave a
citizenship made up of hundreds of thou-
saads of 23 good men and women asinhiabit
*he earth, and [ feel honored in being a
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citizen of Brooklyn and propese to stay
Lere uatil 1 join the population in the Silent
City out youder, now all abloom with spring
floavers—sweet types of resurrection!

- THANKES TO GOD AXD KIXD FRIEXDS,

My thanks must be first to God and then
to all who have contributed by large gift or
small to this emancipation. Thanks to the
nien, woinen awd children who have helped
and sometimes helped with self sacrifices
that 1 know must have won the applaunse
of the heavens. If youn could only read
with me a feww of the thousands of letters
that have come to my desk in The Chris-
tian Herald oflice, yon would know how
deep their sympathy, how large their sacri-
fice has been. 1 have sold my bicyele and
now send you the money,” is the language
of one noble young man who wrote to The
Christian Herald,  “This is my dead son’s
gift to me, and I have been led to send it to
you,” writes & mother in Rhode Island.

We will in the autumn re-
sume our lay college. We will fill all the
rocms of this magnificent pile with work
for Ged and suffering humanity. More
prayers have been offered for this church
and- on Loth sides the sea than for any
church that has ever existed, and all those
prayers will be answered. Clear the track
for the Brooklyn Tabernacle! *Sing ve to
the Lond, for he hath triumphed gloriously:
the horse and his rider hath he thrown
intothe sea.”

But do you not now really think that the
Miriam of my text rejoiced tco socn? Do
you not think she ought to have waited tiil
the Israelitish host got clear over to Can-
nan before she struck her knuckles agninst
the timbrel ortambourine? Miriam! Yon
do well to Lhave the tambourine ready, but
wzit a little before you play it. You are
not yet through the journey from Egypt to
the Promised Land.  You will yet have to
drink cut of the bitter water of Maral:, and
many of your army will eat so heartily of
the fallen quails that they will die of colie,
and you will, at the foot of Sinai, be scared
with thunder, and there will be fiery ser
pents in the way and many battles to fight,
and last ef all the muddy Jordan to cross.
Miriam! 1 have no objections to the tam-
bourine, but donot jingle its bellsor thump
its tightened parchment until you are ail
through.

Ab, my friends, Miriam was right. If
we never shouted victory till we got clear
through the struggles of thislife, we would
never shout at all.  Copy the habit of Mir-
iam and Moses. The moment you get a
victory celebrate it® The time and place
to hold a jubilee for the safe crossing of
the Red sea is on its beach and before you
leave it. It is awful, the delayed hosan-
nas, the belated halleluias, the postponed
doxologics, the trains of thanksgiving com-
ing in so long after they are due. It is said,
do not rejoice over a revival too soon, for
the new members might not hold out.

Do not thank God for the money yon
made today, for tomorrow you might lose
it all and more. Do not be too grateful for
your gousd health today, for tomorrow vou
may get the grip. Do not betoo glad al:out
your conversion, for you might fall from
grace. Do not rejoice tco soon over a
church’s deliveranee, because there micht
Le disasters yet to come. O, let us have
1o more adjourned gratitude! The time to
thank God for a rescue from temptation is
the moment yeu have breken the wine (ask.

ke time to thank God for yoursalvation
is the moment after the first flash of par-
don. The tinie to be grateful for the com-
fort of your bereft soul is the first monent
of Christ’s appearance at the mausoleum of
Lazarus. The time for Miriam’s tambour-
ine to sound its most jubilant note is the
moment the last Israelite puts his foot on
the sand of the parted inland ocean.  Alas!
that when God’s mercies have such swift
wings, ocur praises should have such leaden
fect.

A CAVALRY CIIALGE,

Notice that Mliriam’s song in my text had
for its burden the overthrown cavalry, It
was not so much the infantry er the men
on foot over whoseé defeat she rejoiced with
ringing timbiel, but over the men on horse-
back—the mounted troops! *“The horse
and his rider hath he thrown into the sea.”
There is somotning terrible in a cavalry
charge. You sce it is not like a soldier
afoot, thrusting a bayonet or striking with
a sword, using nothing but the strength of
his own muscle and sinew, for the cavalry-
min adds to the strength of his own armn
the awful plunge of a steed at full wallop.
Tremendous arm of war is the cavalry!

Josephus says that in that host that
crossed the Iled sea there were 50,000 caval-
rymen. Epaminondas rode into batile with
5,000 cavalrymen and Alexander with 7,000,
Marlboreugh depended on his cavalry for
the triumph at Blexheim. It was not alone
the snow that despoiled fthe French armies
in retreat from Moscow, but the mounted
Cossacks.  Cavalrymen decided the battles
of Leuthen and Leipsic and Winchester
and Hanover Courthouse and Five Forks.
Some of you may have beenintherelentless

2ids led on by Forrest or Chalimers or Mor-
gan or Stuart of thesouthesrn side, or Pleas-
anton, or Wilson or Kilpatrick or Sheridan
of the northern side. The army saddies
are ‘the thrones of battle. llurricanes in
stirrups are the cavalrymen.

No wonder that Miriam was chiefly grate-
ful that the Egyptian cavalrymen, pursa-
ing the Israclites down to midway the Red
gea, were unsaddled, unstirraped, unhorsed.
Miriaun struck thecenter of the tambourine
with the fuil foree of her right hand when
she came to that bar of the music, “The
hor=e and his rider hath he thrown into the
sei.””  Ah, my friends, it is the mounted
troubles that we must fear. The little trou-
bles we can endure.  ‘The cindeggin the eye,
ti:e splinter ender the nail, the Thorn in the
foot, the =ocial slight, the mean fling, the
invidious comparison or the remarks that
snub,

I'he annoyances and vexations on foot we
can conquer, but alas for the mounted dis-
asters, the bereavements, the bankruptcies,
the persecutions, the appalling sicknesses
that charge upon us, as it were, with up-
lifted battleax or consuming thunderbolt
of power. ‘There are those among my hear-
ers_or readers who have had a whole regi-
ment of mounted disasters charging upon
them. But fear not. The smallest horse-
fly on the neck of pharnoh’s war charger,
passing between the erystal palisades of
the upheaved Red sea, was not more easily
drowned by the falling waters than the
50,600 helmeted and plumed riders on the
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backs of the 80,000 neighing and capari-
soned war charge

And I have to tell you, oh, child of God,
that the Lord, who is on your side now and
forever, has at his disposal and under his
command all waters, all winds, all light-
nings, all time and all eternity. - Come,
look me in the face while I utter the word
God commands me to speak to you, *“No
weapon formed against you shall prosper.”
Dou’t throw away your tambourine. You
will want it as sure as you sit there and 1
stand here, and the tune you will yet play
on it, whether standing on Beach of Time
or Beach of Eternity, will Le the tune that
Mirizm played when she cried, “Sing ye te
the Lord, for ke hath trinmphed gloriously;
the horse and Lisriderhath he thrown into
the sea.”

I expect to have a good laugh with you in
keaven, for the Bible saysin Luke, sixth
chapter, twenty-first verse, “Blessed are ye
that weepnow, for ye shall laugh.” Weshall
not spead all eternity psalm singing, but
scmetimes in review of the past, as Christ
says, we shall laugh. ‘There is nothing
wrong in langhter. 1t all depends on what
you laugh at, and when you langh, and
kow you laugh. Nothing it seems will
nmore thoroughly kindle our heavenly Lilar-
ities after we have got inside the pearly
gate than to see how in this world we got
seared at things which ought not to have
frigzhtenedusatall. How often we work our-
sclves up into a great stew about nothing!

The Red sea before may be deep, and the
Egyptian cavalry behind us may be well
mounted, but if we trust the Lond we will
go through no more hurt by the water than
when in boyhood we rolled our gurments to
the knee and barefoot crossed the meadow
brook on the old homestead. The oddsmay
seent to be all against you, but I guess it
will Le 2l vight with you if you have God
on your side and all the angelie, chcrubie,
scraplie and archangelic kingdoms. *If
Gad be for you, who can be against yous”

Lay hold of the Lord in prayer, and you
will go free, us did Richard Cecil with
£20 of missionary money in his saddle-
bags, and the highwayvmen grabbed his
horse by the bridle and told him to deliver,
and he prayed God for safety, and sudden-
Iy one of the robbers said: “Mr. Cecil, 1
once heard yon preach.  Boys, let the gen-
tleman go.”

MILLIAM AND THE TIMB2EL,

But lct ne criticise Miriam a little for
the instrument of music she employed in
the divine service onthe sandy beach. Why
not take some other instrument? The harp
was a sacred instrument. \Why did she not
take that? The evmbal was a sacred in-
strument.  Why did she not take that?
The trumpet was a sacred instrument.
Why did shke not take that? Amid that
great host there must have been musical
instruments niwore used in religious service.
No. She took that which she liked the best
and on which she could best express her
gratulation over a nation’s rescue, first
threuzh the retreat of the waves of the
Ited seng and then through the clapping of
the hauds of their destruction.

I tell Duncan and MceLeod and Bruce
they need never hear in heaven a single
string thruin or a single organ roll. We
shallall doas we please in that radiant place
if throuzh the pardoning and sanctifying
grace of Christ we ever get there. What a
day it will be when we stand on the beich
of heaven and look back on the Red sea of
this world’s sin and trouble and celebrate
the fact that we have got through, and got
over, and got up, our sins and our troubles
attempting to follow gone cleardown under
the waves. Oh, crimson floods, roll over
them and drown them, and drown them
forever!
