A Bridge Liying Idle.

One of the most costly picees of property
in the United States now Iyving idle is prob-
ably the great atlroad Lridge over the Pe
cos river, 200 miles west of San Antonio.
This bridge, which is said to be the sceond
highest in the world, was completed six
months azo at a cost of F1.200060, It was
Luilt by a private corporntion for the use of
the Southern Pacitic compainy. In addition
to this bridge a mailroad track leading to it
wits bailt, shortening the distance between
San Antonio and El Paco by 11 miles,  Aft-
er the bridge and entoff railread had Leen
completed they were visited by President
C. . Huntington and a number eof other
prominent oflicizls of the Southern Pacitic
cotapany, and the new property was forme-
ally accepted. Inashoit time a new time-
table was issued by the Southera Pacific,
cmbracing the new cutofl amd the Pecos
bridgre.  Tickets were issued for that road
via Southern Pacific and Pecos bridge, a
fare of 50 cents being charged every passen-
ger over the new bridge,

Afterall this kad been armanged trains
were stattod runring over the new route,
and the announconent was made that the
tiziek of the old route through the dangor-
ous canyous of the Rio Grande river was
to e taken vp, But trains had beea run-
nirg over the new Pocos bridge only twa
weeks whon the order came from President
Huntington to abandon the new bridae
and cutefl track and immediately vesume
trafite via the 6ld route.  Since that time
net o train Las crossed the new bridge.
There is much specalation in railioad cir-
cles as to the cause of this sudden and
wholly unexpected action on the part ot
President Huntington.—LEngineering and
Mining Journal.
