AVAS IT PINCKNEY?

The Excaped Murdcrer Thought to Have
BeenSeen Near Elllcott City.

Some excitement was caused here
Monday by the report that \Wm. Pinck-
ney, who hus been convicted for the
murder of Francis M. Bowie in Prince
George's county, and who escaped from
the Marlboro jail onthe 25th of May last,
had been seen in this vicinity. ‘I'wo res-
idents of this place were returning,about
ten o'clock, from a fishing trip up the
Patapsco, one mile and a-half west of
liere, und- when arriving ata secluded
point, near which the B.& O. Railroad
passes, they saw a colored man lying in
the thicket, apparently asleep. ‘Fhe man,
assoon as he became aware that he had
Leen dizcovered by the two gentlemen,
sprang 1o his feet and dashed off in the
direction of Sykesville.  He was ordered
to halt, and followed for some distance,
but he rapidly gained on his pinsuers,
and was soon lost behind a sharp carve
in the railroad, One of the gentlemen
says that he knows Pinckney well, and
feels almost certain that the man refer-
red to was the escaped convict. ‘The
man was dressed in blue overalls, and
wore i broad-brimmed straw hat.

After the news became known in the
neighbothood several parties started out
in search of the fugitive, but the search
proved frujtless.

The Boulevard,

The boulevard, says the Laurel Demo-
crat, scems to be an assured fact. In-
deed, there is no reason to dceubt that
this great project will be consummated,
as the work of construction has already
commenced on the Baltimore end, and it
is given out that the enterprise will be
pushed akead as speedily 2s possible.
