THE NEWS OF THE WEEK.

ELECTRIC L1GHT AND POWER.

Its Possibilities us u Factor In Local En-
mlse—Everyone Luterested.

Electrie light ia Ellicouw City has
pasizd the stage of nere experiment and
is now leoked upen as a household
necessity. The Electric Light Company
have every reason to believe that there
will be a steady increase of business aud
have about concluded to meet every emer-
gency when called upon to furnish light
by broadening out into a more compre-
hensiye undertaking. In view this am-
ple power will be provided, probably a
hundred or more horse powerengine, and
the system as contempiated, to take in
Catonsville. The company has gone 80
far as to conclude negotiations with a
pumber of leading citizens In Catons-
ville and it looks as if a plan of proced-
ure will be reached. As is well-known
the company has been handicapped
with inadequate power yet a fairly good
service has been rendered, all things con-
gidered. Our citizens should be liberal in
their estmates of the value of an elec-
tric light system here and see that it
is supported adequately to insure its
entire success. lLct the enterprise be

a success and water-works are sure to
follow and from that should fol‘low
an improvement boom such as Elli-

cott City has never enjoyel. Real

" estate owners especially should do all

in their power to further the interests of
the enterprise. The fact that an elec-
tric light plant can furnish power to a
dozen of factories as casily as it can to
one should stimulate our citizens to the
liveliest anticipations as to the possibili-

" ties of the presence of such advantages.

No locality will move of itself. It will
take enterprise, push and money and
when the possibilities ofan enterprise are
once demonstrated every citizen should
give it either moral or financial support
as far as his situation in life will permit.
Those in the possession of capital are
not likely to invest it in localities where
the people systematically discourage en-
terprise. A board of trade composed
of our leading citizens in the course of
a very few vears could lay the founda-
tions of permanent prasperity. A thou-
sand dollars a week paid out to opera
tives would mean something to the mer-
chauts of Ellicott City and three thou-
eand a week would mean a good deal
more, .

LAUREL AND VICINIKY.

Lavrgen, Julv 18.—The statement in
last week’s Ellicott City Democrat that
the boulevard “ordinance was so amend-
ed” that the company is given the right
and franchise to build and operate an
electric railway in and through the city
of Laurel is incorrect.

SEVENTH-DAY ADVENTISTS IN KENT.

A Severely Religious Seet Who Are Dally
Expecting the Savior.

Five SBeventh-Day Adventists, charged
with desecration of the Sabbath, will
have a trial on the Eastern Shore of
Maryland. They are from the neighbor-
hood of Ford’s Store, a few miles below
Itock Hall, in Kent county, where the
Adventists have made progress in the
propagation of their belief and where
their peculiar religious customs have
been the cause of no little agitation. A
farmer, Ed;vard Judifind, who lives near
Rock Hall, spent thirty days in jail in
Clestertown for husking corn one
Sunday last summer, and it is said that
more prosecutions will follow. The
Adventists claim that this is religious
persecution and that the arrests are &
denial of their constitutional right of
viorshiping God after the dictates of
their own consciences.  ‘The Sunday
laws, they maintain are unconstitutional.
Rock Hall is a pleasant little village
on the bay shore of Kent county, almost
directly opposite Bodkin Point, in Anne
Arundel county, which marks the south-
ern junction of the Patupsco river with
the Chesapeake. Itssix hundred inhab-
itants are piioncipally oystermen and
fishermen, who live plainly, but comfort-
ably. Until eighteen months ago the
peace of the village was undisturbed by
even the faintest suggestion of religious
excitement. The Methodist Episcopal
and Roman Catholic were the only
churches in the neighborhood and these
pursued the even tenor of their way,
never dreaming of the invasion of their
territory by a sect from the outside world
whose teachings differed so radicaliy
from their own. But in the winter of
1891-'92 Elder R. D. Hottlearrived from
Virginia, with a brother Adventist
named Frank, and began teaching the
doctrines of the early coming of Christ,
the observance of Saturday as the Sab-
bath, the right to labor on Sunday
despite civil laws, and complete liberty
of conscience in all matters of religion.
This created a stir at once.

ELDER HOTTLE S VIEWS,

Elder Hottle declinded to accept money
for his services and preached first at one
place and then at ancther. Men and
women who had never been to church
before went to hear him, became con-
vinced that he was right and accepted
the doctrines he taught. Several mem-
bers from the Methodist church joined
his flock, and by May of last year the
Adventists’ first greal baptizing was held.
This took place on Saturday on the bay
chore, and over forty new Adventists
signalized the renuncintion of the world
and worldly things by being immersed in
the waters of the Chesapeake.

The services was a simpleone. There
were no baptismal robes of black serge,
such as even the colored Free-Will Bap-
tists use in their periodical ceremonies
at Ferry Bar. The men woretheirevery-
day garments and the women theirs. In
many instances the religious enthusiasm
was 0 great that the believers went into
the water in the very best clothes they
had After afew words of prayver and
the invocation of the Alinighty’s blessing,
the preacher put the members of his flock
benreath the water and then sent them
ashore. In some cases men and women
walked to their homes in their dripping
garments, their faces beaming with en-
thusiasm. The baptism was witnessed
by a large crowd who did not treat the
ceremony with much respect.

‘I'he name of the scct indicatesthe cardi-
nal pointsinitshelief. Theword Adven-
tist is explained by their faith in theearly
advent of Christ. Thisdoctrine wasfirst
taught in 1833 by William Miller, a New
England farmer, who served in the war
of 1812. Ile announcad ti:at in accord-
ance with hisinterpretation of the proph-
ecies of Scripture the earth was to be
destroyed in 1843. Even the day was
specified, if not by himself, by some of
his principal followers. DBy his earnest
preaching and constant travel he secured
the acceptance of these views by 50,000
people. But the crash didn’t come when
it was expected, and different dates were
afterwards selected, among them 1847,

1848, 1857 and 1861. After the death of
Mr. Miller there wassome division among
his followers as to their views.

The Seventh-Day Adventists started
in 1844. They sect no time for the second
coming of Christ. “We take the Bible
from Genesis to RRevelation,”” said Elder
Hottle, to a reporter of The Sun. “We
take it as it {s, and believe when it says
‘no man knoweth the day nor the honr’
of Christs coming that no man knows.
But we also believe thas the prophecies
in Daniel, Matthew, Revelation and else-
where show to us that Christs’s coming
is at hand, and that lle will come in tlns
generation.  We therefore feel that we
ought to prepare for it.” *

WOHKING ON SUNDAY.

It is tho Adventists’ view with regard
to the observance of Saturday as the
Sabbath which has created the stir in
Rock Hall. Perhaps in days gone by if
some worldly-minded man thought his
trot-line which he had anchored out
Saturday had a lot of good fish on it, or
that the bottom of his boat needed a coat
of paint he would take off the fish or put
on the paint. But this was before the
advent of the Adventists. Now all
Sunday work is tabooed.

The Adventists claim that the Fourth
Commandment has never been abrogated
and is still in force. *‘The seventh day
is the Sabbath ot the J,ord, thy God,
now, s&s it was when His command to
kecp it holy was issned,” said Elder
Hattlg, “and no power on earth has the
authorily to ohange it. God made the
ecarth in six days and rpested on the
seventh, blessed it and hallowed it, and
He tells us to observe it.  Christ did not
sot aside His Father's law. e declared
in His first sermon that lle came not to

1 destray the law, but ta fulfill it. The

Homan Catholic Church claims that it
hraught about the change so that the
first instead of the seventh day is now
gencrally ohaerved as the Sabbath, say-
ing that it was instructed by Jesus
Chirist and the spirit of God to substi-
tute Sunday for Saturday. We do not
recognize their authority in this matter.”
The Adventists, therefore, hegin theiy
ohservange of the Salkhath an Friday
oveying st syndown. After supper on
that evening they are to he seen walking
zedately through thestreets of Rock 1al),
alad in their hest and with Bible and
hymn-book in hand, on the way to their
littie ckurch, which is on the outskirts
of the village and is a plain frame struc-
ture. About one hundred and fifty
chairs, an organ and a plain pulpit make
up the furniture. On the wall bgck of
the pulpit is a map of Pglestine and »
eany of the ‘yfan Commandments printed
W ‘h.rgc lottars on muslin. 1'he services
i3 extremely shinple, consisting of pray-
crs, the singing of hymns, those is long
metre bheing the favorites, and a dis-
course or exposition of passages of Scrip-
ture by the elder. On Saturday morning
Sabbath-School iz held, and ohildjen and
old men are tayght n the same classes.
‘Tiien folipws anather service similar to
igay af the night hefore. All of these
are marked by intense ecayncainess and
evident sincerity. ‘Ihe remainder of the
day ta spent in resting and in reading
the Bible, no work of any kind being
done,
On Sunday,

which they say s

ty ta work, and work {s frequent.
ly done. Some of the Rock Hall
people claim that this {s to emphasize
the Adventisty® bellef in their oplolons
and 1o show thelr contempt for Bunday.
The Adyentists deny this. They say
they feel they have the right to work on
Sunday, and that having observed the
Sabbath they cannot afford tq lose a
sccond day.  Sald one: “The principle
on which neaple abject to our working
i Bunday is the sate which prompts a

Rev. Dr. Moses D. Hoge, of Richmond,
Va., addressed a large audience of young
men at the Central Y. ). C. A. Building,
Baltimore, Sunday afternoon. Dr. Hoge
spoke on the obzervance of the Sabbath.

He said that Le had frequently heard

persons say that the Sabbath was not
being as strictly observed now as in

years gone by, “This might be so as far
as outward appearances went,” coniinu-
ed Dr. Hoge, “but the recent fight over
the opening of the Worldls Fair in
Chicago on Sunday showed that, hidden
in the breasts of all, was the true Chris-
tian' idea of Sabbath keeping. Though
the laws of the land permitted the open-
ing of the gates of the Fair, few would
yisit it on Sunday. It was argued that
this opening of the gates on Sunday was
for the benetit of the workingmen, who
had no other time to visit.

and would not go. ’
“This is the mighty victory for Sab-
bath observance. Volumes have heen
written on the subject, and the agitation
lias attracted the attention of sll nations.
The information it has given the public
has been great; the advantages of the
education almost incalculable. There is
another favorable sign of the times, and
that is that rich men are beginning to
appreciate the responsibility that rests
upon them. This country is yearly
growing greater, and men are daily
growing rich. But how often now do
you see where large sums of money are
being given in clLarity to aid the poor
and distressed, to assist in missions, to
rescue or build religious institutions?
The rich man is learning that money
was only given to him to use wisely for
tlic benefit of his fellow men, and” that
an account of his stewardship must be
rendered to God. The world is thus no
worse now than it was years ago.”
