Oh, no; the kids, for
it all depends whether God is on the side of
the lions or the kids. After the battle 100,-
000 Syrians lay dead on the field, and 27,600,
attempting to fly, came along by a great
wall, which toppled and crushed them to
death.

There have been many in our day who
hLave ventured the opinfon that Christian-
ity is falling back, and that in 50 years it
will be extinet.  They found thelr opinion
on the assumed fact that the Dible is not
as much of a book as it used to be, and
that portionsof it are repulsive to the peo-
ple.

Are not our publishers
inteliizent men?  And would they, con-
trary to their financinl interests, continue
to publish the Bible without the omission
of astngie chapter cra single verse if it
were becomning an unpopular book and the
people did not want it?

If Yiawrpers or Appleton or Ecribner or
Lippincott should publish a Bible with the
omission of one chapter, they would not
sell 19 copics in 10 years, The fact that
throughout Christendom there are hun-
dredds of printing presses printing the word
of God without the omission of a chapter
or a verse proves that the Bible is popular,
and the fact that there are more being
printed in this decade than any other de-
cade proves that the Bible is increasing in
popularity.
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A POPULAR BOOIL

I 2o through the courtrooms cf the coun-
try. Wherever I find a judge’s beneh ora
clerk’s desk 1 find the Bible. Dy what
other book would they take solemn oath?
What is very apt to be among the bride’s
presents? The Bible.  What is very apt to
Bbe pat in the trunk of the young man when
he starts for city life?z 'The Bible. Vol-
taire predicted that the Bible during the
nineteenth century would Lecome an obso-
lete book. Well, we are preity mnearly
through the nineteenth century; the Bible
is not cbsolete yet. There is not much
prospect of its becoming obsolete, but I
have to tell you that that room—the very
rooem in swhich Voltaire wrote that predic-
tion—some time ago was crowded from
floor to ceiling with Bibles for Switzer-
land. Suppose the congress of the United
States should pass a law that no Bibles
shoulkd be printed in the United States. -

If tixere are 30,000,039 grown men and
woinen in the country, then there would be
30,000,590 people armed a2gainst such a law,
ut supposce the congress of the United
States should pasza lasw that Macaulay’s
history or Charles Reade’s novels should
not Le read. Could you get half as large
an army or the fourth as large an army?
In other words, there are, as you know and
1 know, a thouzand men who would die for
their Ribles where there awe 3 men who
would die for any other book. The fact
that there are now more Bibles being print-
e than cever heiore; that publishers find it
a finencial interest forthem to continue the
publicition of the Bible, proves that this
book is still the most popular Leok on the
planet.

“But,” =ay those who are antagonistic,
“Christianity is faliing back, from the fact
that the church is not asmuch respected as
it used to be and is not as influential.” I
reply to that with the statistic that one de-
nomination—the Mcethodist church—ae-
cording to a statistic given me by oneof
their bishops, dedicates on an average a
siew church every day of the year. Three
hundred and sixty-five new churches inone
denomination ina year, 2nd over a thou-
sand new churches built every year in this
country. Does that look as though the
ehiurch were failing in its power and were
bLecoming a worneut institution? Around
which institution inour communitiesgath-
er the most ardent affections?—the post-
ofice, the hotel, the courthouse, the city
Tuall or the churches?

\Why, when ourold Tabernacle was burn-
ing there were hundreds of men standing
in the streets who never went to chueh,
tears raining down their cheeks. It is be-
canse the church of God stands nearver the
sympathies of the Awmerican people than
any other-dinstitution.  Men may caricature
the church and call it a collection of hypo-
crites, but when their children are swept
off with the diphtheria for whom do they
send? To the postmaster, to the attorney
‘reneral, to the aldermen or to the pastors
of the churches?  And if there benot room
for the obsequles in the private house
avhat buailding do they solicit? The acad-
emy of musig, the hotel, publie hall, court-
house? No; the churches, And if they
want  music en the sad oceasion do
they scleet the “Marseillaise” hymn, or
“God Save the Queen,” or cur own grand
nutionael air?z No; they want the old hymn
with which we saug their old Christian
‘mother to sleep. They want the Sunday
school Liymn that their little girl sang the
lust Sabbath afternoon she was out before
shie was scized with the awful sickuess that
broke father’s heart and mother's heart.
Oh, you know as well as Ido—I shall not
drwell on it any longer—the church ef God,
instead of Leing a wornout institution,
stands nearer the sympathics of the people
than it ever did and cclipses all other {nsti-
tutions.

Dut our antagonists o on and say that
Chyistianity is falling back, in the fact that
infidelity is Lolder now and more blatant
than it ever was, [ deny the statement
Intidelity is not near so bold now as it was
in the daysof our fathers and grandfuthers.
There were times in this countey when men
who were openly and above board infidel
and antagonistic to Christianity could be
clected to high office.  Now let some man
wishing Lich position fn the state proclaim
Linself the fee of Christianity and an infi-
del, how many states of the Union will he
carry; Low many counties; how many wards
in Brooklyn? Not one.

FROM CHRISTIANITY TO INFIDELITY.

Aht my friends, infidelity in this day is
not hali as Lold as it uzed to be. If it comes
now, it is apt to come under the disguiseof
rhetoric or fantasticsentimentality, Iknow
if o man with great intelligence does be-
come an infidel and beging an attack on
Chliristianity it makes great excitement—of
course It does, and people come to the con-
clusion, weak minded Christinns come to
the conclusion, that everything s golng
overboard beeause some man of strong in-
tellect assails Christianity,

If n man juinps overboard from a Cunard
steamer, he makes more excitement than
all 86 J88 Rand jaeachgers who continnoe in
thé berths or on the” decks, but does that
stop the ship?  Does that wreek all the 500
pnssengers? It makes great excitement
whena man leaps from a platform ora
pulpit into infidelity, but does that hinder
our glorious Bible from taking its millions
into the skies? I tell you infidelity is not
hinlf as bold now ns §t ysed to be,

Robespicrre, when @ shameless woman was
clected to be goddess, and she was carried
on & golden chair to a cathedral, and the
people bowed down to heras a divine being
and burned incense before her—she to take
the place of the Bible, and of Christianity,
and of the Lord Almighty? And while
that ceremony was going on tile cathedral,
in the chapels and in the corridors adjoin-
ing the cathedral, scenes of drunkenness
and debauchery and obscenity were enacted
such as the world had never seen. Cosuld
such 2 thing as that transpire iow? No,
sir, The police would swoop on it whether
in Daris or New York, Infidelity is not
Lalf &5 bold now as it used to be.

“But,” say our antagonists, “Christi-
anity is falling back because science, its
chiief enemy, is trinmphing over it.” Now,
I deny that there is any war between
science and revelation. There is not a fact
in science that may not be made to lLar-
monize with the statementsef the Biblel
So said Hugh Miller; sosaid Joseph Her-
<o said Professor Hitclicock; so said Pro-
fessor Silliman; o said Professor Mitchell,

Joseph llenry, the leading scientist of
American, better known and honored in the
royal socicties transatlantic than any other
American, livad and died a believer ia the
religion of Jesus Christ.  Joseph Heury
knew all the facts of geology and yet be-
liecved the book of Genesis. lle Knew ail
the facts of astronomy and yet believed the
book of Jeshua, the sun and moon stand-
ing still.  Joseph lenry knewall the anat-
omy of man and fish and yet believed the
book of Jonah.

If the scientists of the day were ull
agreed, and they came up with solid front
to attack our Christianity, perhaps they
might make some impression upon it, but
they are not agreed. 1t is often said that
we religionists are failing in our advoea-
cy of Christianity because we differ in our
theology. Itell you we do not difier in-
side the church in theolozy half &35 much
as they differ outside thes church in sci-
ence. If they reject our religion because
we differ on some mincr points, we might
just as well reject scicace beeause the sci-
entists differ.  But as far as [ can tell the
war of infidel science against Chrisiianity
is not so severe as it used to be, becausce
these men are antagonistic to each other,
and as far as Ican tell it is goingtobea
war between telescope and telescope,
Leyden jar and Leyden jar, chemical ap-
pitratus and chemical apparatus.  They do
not agree on anything.

Do you suppose that this Bible theory
about the origin of life is going to be over-
thrown by men who have different theories
—50 différent theorics—abtout the origin of
life? And when Agassiz comes out and
puts both feet on the doctrine of evolution
and says in regard to many scientists, “I
notice that these young naturalists are
adopting as theoriesinscience things which
have net passed under observation,” Agas-
siz saw what we all see—that there are men
who talk very wisely who know but very
little, and that just a5 soon s a young
scientist finds out the ditferenge between
the feelers of a wasp aud the hernsof a
beetle he beginsto patronize the Almighty
and go about talking about culturce as
though it were spelled c-u-l-c-h-a-r—cul-
charl

NO EXACT SCIEXNCES.

It makes me sick to see these literary
fops goingz down the strect with a copy of
Darwin underone arm and a case of traus-
fixed grasshoppers and butterflies under
the other arm, talking about the “Survival
of the Fittest”’ and Huxley’s “Protoplasm,’’
and the “Nebular Iypothesis,”” and talking
to us common men as though we were
fools! If they agreed in their theories and
came up with solid front against Christian-
ity, I say perhaps they might make some
impression, but they donot agree.  Darwin
charges upon Lamarek, Wallace upon
Cope. IHerschel even charged upon Fergu-
son. They do not agree upon the gradation
of the species; they do not agree nbout em-
bryology. What de they agree about?

Herschel wrote a whole chapter on what
he calls “Errers In Astrenomy.”  La Place
says that the moon was not pat in the right
place; that if it had been put four times
the distance from our world there would
have been more harmony in the universe.

Jut Lionville comes up just in time to
prove that the Lord was wize and put the
moon in the right place. How many colors
woven into the light? Scven, says Newton,
Three, says David Brewster.  How high is
the amnora borealis? T'wo ziud a half miles
high, says Lias. One huadred and sixty-
five miles, says Twinig. llow faris thesun
from the earth? Seventy-six million miles,
says Laeaille; 82,000,000 miles, says Hum-
boldt; 90,(X0,000 miles, says Henderson; 104,-
GC0,000 1miles, says Mayer. Only a little
difference of 28,000,000 miles! These men
gay we do not agree in religion. Do they
agree in science? llave they come up with
solid front to assault our glorious Chris-
tianity?

Even mathematicians do not agree. Tay-
lor’s logarithins are found to have faults
in them. “The IPrench metric system has
wrong calculatioys.  Talk about exact sci-
ences!  They arélnexact. As far as with
my little knowledge I have been able to ex-
plore the only exact science is Christianity.
There is nothing under which you ean so
appropriately write, “Quad erat demon-
strandum.”

“Gentlemen of the jury, have you agreed
upon your verdict?”’ the eourt or the clerk
says to the jury, having beea out #ll night,
on coming in.  “lave you avreed on your
verdict?”?  If they say yes, the verdict is
taken and recorded.

Now, thereis not the mean-
est prisoner in the Tombs court who would
be condemned by a jury that could not
agree, and yet you expect us to renounce
our glorious Christianity for such ainis-
crable verdict as these men have rendered,
they themselves not having been able to
agree,

But iny subject shall no longer be defern-
sive—it must be aggressive, I mast show
you that instead of Christianity falllng
back it is on the march and that the com-
ing religion of the world is to be therelizion
of the Lord Jesus Christ 10,000 times inten-
sificddl. It is to take possession of every-
thing—of all laws, all manners, all cas-
toms, all cities, all nations. It is going to
be so mighty as compared with what it Lhas
been—so much more mighty—that it will
seem almost like anew religion.

[ edopt this theory because Christianity
has gone on straight ahead notwithstand-
ing all the bombardment, and infidelity
has not destroyed a church or crippled u
minfster or rooted out one verse of the Di-
ble, and now their ammunition seemsto be
pretty much cexhausted. They cannot get
anything new against Christianity, and if
Christianity has gone on under the hom-
bardment of centuries and still continues
to dvance may we not conclude that, as
the powder and shot of the other side seem
to be exhausted, Christianity is going c¢n
with more rapid stride?

Now, o Monday inorniing, and Mon-
dny cvening, the seculur press sprewls
abroad more religious truth’ than all the
tract sotictics of the country spread in the
other six days. Dlessed he@tho tract soele-
ties!l We hall them, and we hail these
others.

I say it would have been impossible a
fow years ago, Hundreds of letters would

bave cona tothe seculap newppaper offices:

S INY paner. AW phve renion ca s
day. Den’t give us any ihrough the week.
Stop my paper.’” But 1 Eave been told that
many of the sceularnewspapers have their
lergest circuiation on Mowday morning,
and the whele population of this country
are becoming sermon roauders.  Desides
that, have you not noticed that papers pro-
claimingz themselves scecular almost every
week have religious discussion in themnm?

Go badk a few years, when there was not
a decent paper in the United States tht
Lhad net a dizcussion on the doctrine of
cternal punizhinent,  Small awits nade
merry, | know, but there was not an intel-
ligeat man in the United States that asa
result ¢f controveisy in regard to eternal
purishment did pot ask kimself the ques-
tion, “What is tobLe my cteraal destiny?”
And so some yenrs age, when Tyndali
offcred his prayer gauge, there was nol o
sccular paper in the United States that did
not discuss the guestion: “Does Ged ever
answer praycr?  May the creature impress
tke Creator?”

Are Lot all these facts encouragingg to ev-
ery Christinnand every philanthropi=i? Be-
gides that, the rising generation ave being
saturated with gospel trath as no oliier
generation by this internationn! series of
Sunday school lessons.  Formerly the chil-
dren were expected enly to nibble ot ihe
little infantile Scripture stories, bt now
they are taken from Genesis to Revelation,
the strongest windsof the country explzin-
ing the lessons to the teachers, and the
teachers explaining them to the classes,
and we are going to have in this country
5,000,0C0 yo:th forestalied for Christianity.
