Drazilis in the throes of another revo-
fution. The navy has revolted against
tire administration of Peixoto, and the
forces of thie latter are endeavoring to
defend Rio Janeiro against Mello, com-
mander of the navy. The city has been
bombarded several times and the whole
country is either in a state of unrest or

condition of South and Central
America. When the governments are
not being earried on in accordance with
the ideas of a certain party they fly to
arms and are generally successful. In-
stead of waiting for a peaceful settle-
.ment ¢f 2 wrong—real or imaginary,
the average American never knows
which—they simply overiurn the gov-
crement, cften at a fearful cost of life
and property. The fighting South Amer-
ican is generally half Spaniard and half
Indian. lieis fierce,and inhisnational
squabbles frequently shows a contempt
Of course he is fgnorant and
knew: nothing &s to whal constitute
the | yveal bulwarks of his national
ctieirgth.  Guided only by passion and
resentiment  his prejudices are easily
arouszed and the tragedy begins. As to
their statesmen, many are broad-minded
biit are impotent in such a whirl of dis-
content and errcneous notions of patri-
While all of these countries
- were valinnt envugh to free themselves
from the yoke of Spain, not one has
shown a stable government and in the
past fifiy years the whole continent has
been characterized with ferment as fit-
ful and terrible as the volcanoes which
in these morally God-forsaken
vegions. This condition of SGuth America
servesas a good object lesson tothe rest of
the world. Itis easily seen that the found-
ation cause of their troubles lies in the
lack of intelligence among the people—
a commmon school system,
where, hesides the usual curriculum, an
intelligent patriotism is taught. We
have the object legsen that it is impossi-
v republic to grow strong unac-
companicd by a high order of intelli-
zenee: that all the children should be
carefully taught—profoundly impressed
wvith the value of'good order; in other
words the public conscience should be
raised to thie highest possible standard.

Did such a condition exist in any of
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the South American States as exists at
present in this country, revolution and
Biood-ched would be rife. We have the
speetucle of a nation forbearing under
thie most trying circumstances. A vast
majority of our pcople are urging the
repealof an odious law, A coterle of
politicians in the Senate, by abusing
senatorial conrtesy have it intheir power
to thwairt the wishes of the nation. The
people are protesting but are willing to
endure hardship rather than endanger
the peace and stability of their govern-
ment by demonstrations revolutionary
in tleir character.

Our sister states in the South seem to
Ye a long way off from the ideal repub-
lc and if in their weak and turbulent
condition they should be snapped up
and parcelled out by the strong powers
of Europe they will have no onc to
blame but themselves. And as the na-
tions of Burope musi eventually replen-
ish their exhausted resources there is no
way to do it other than the acquisition
of territory in the inost favored portions
of the globe, and who knows but that
Hpanish Amerlca will falla prey, just as
the natlons of Africa and the more civ-
ilized nations of Asiaare being absorbed ?

The death of ex-Governor James I3,
Groome, which occurred at his residence
in DBaltimore on Wednesday of last
weck, removes a distinguished citizen.
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Baltimore city presents a house divid-
ed against itself. Four municipal tick-
ets are in the field and the political pot
has begun to simmer. As a matter of
course considerable noise from exhaust
steam will be Leard between this and
the 7th of November.

The Baltimore papers just now are
kept busy nailing bear rumors. Tru'y
they are having & busy t'me “in town.”

Hon. Barnes Compton, made the prin
cipal speech in favor of the repeal of the

federal election laws in the House last
Wednesday. e spoke for more than
an hour, and was listened to attentively
by membérs on both sides of the
chamber. After discussing _the constitu-
tional phase of the question, Mr. Comp-
ton referred to the plea set up by repub-
licans that the laws were intended
to protect the colored man in the South,
as absurd. The laws, he said, were
enacted for the sole purpose of controli-
ing elections in New York and had been
enforced principally with that end in
view. He read a statement of the
of the expenditures of the United
#tates marchals on clectiond days, and
showed that the total amount expended
in the Southern States was less than was
New York State. 1If the Jaws were
intended to protect thie helpless colored
man of the South, as the republicans
claimed, why, he asked had so little
effort been made to enforce them for the
benefit of negroes? 'The truth of the
matter, was, he_said, that the greatmajor-
ity of the republican party cared nothing
about the Southern negroes. They
needed the election laws to carry, not
Southern, but Northern Seates, and they
make a pretense of trying to protect the
negroes of the South in order to gzin
the votes of the negroes in the North.
Without the aid of the negrocs a num-
ber of the Northern States would be
democratic.

Waereas, S8ection one of Article fouricen
of the Constituiion of Maryblaud miikes it the
duty of the GHrvernor toorder the publicalion
in certain newspapers to be designuted by
him, of any bitl, or bills, passed proposing any
amendments to the sad Constitution; nid

WHEREAS, at the January Session, 1422, of
the Genernl Assembly of Maryland, a biil wus
passed proposing an amendiment to the Con-
stitution, which amendr.ent is Chapter 313 of
the Acts of 1892, and is as follows, to wit :

CHAPTER 313,
AN ACT to add an additional scetion te

Article rdur of the Constitution of this

State.

Secriox 1. Be it cniacted by the Generanl
Assembly of Maryland, Thres tiftis of atl $he
members of the two houses conctirring, that
the following scetion Le, and the same is bere-
by proposed, as an smcadment to the Consti-
tution of this State; and §f wdopted by the |
legal and qualitied voters thercofr, as Lercin, |
provided thesame shall supercede 2nd stand |
in the place of Section thirty-nine of Article
four of said Constitution,

Sec. 39. The General Assembly shall, as
often as it may think the same proper and
expedicat, provide by law for the ciection of
an additional Judge of the Supreme Beneh of
Baltimore city, und whenever provision is so
made by the Genoral Assembly, there shall be
clected by the voters of said city another
Judge of the Supreme Bench of Baltimore
city, who shall be subject to the same coust:-
tutional provisions. ho'd his office for the
same term of years, receive the same compen-
sation, and have the same powersas are, or
shall be provided by the Coustitution, or hiws
of this btate, for tie Judses of sl Supreme
Beneh of Balthwore city, and the Generd
Assembly may provide by laws, or the
fupreme Bench by its rules, for requiring
causes inany of the courts of Raltimore city
to be tried before the Court without a Jury,
unless the litigants or some one of them shall
within such reasonable time or times, as may
be prescribed, elect to have their causes tried
before a jury.
