THE ELKRIDGERS AT THE MANOR.

Thirty Hunters and nearly as Many Hounds
Join in an Exciting Chase,

The meet of the Elkridge Fox Iunt-
fng Club Saturday at Doughoregan
Manor, the home of ex-Governor John
Lee Carroll, in the Third distric of
Howard county, was declared to' .he
most enjoyable of any that has taken
place within the history of the club. The
crisp autumn air and bright sunshine
combined to render the day nearly per-
fect for such sport, and there was just
enough dampness in the ground to
quicken the keen scent of the dogs.
Twenty-five of the best hounds in the
kennels, in chargelof the club’s hunts-
man, Martin O’Brien, were brought out
to Ellicott City Friday evening and
quartered at the stables of the Lloward

House.

Those from Baltimore who participat-
ed in the hunt came out on an early
train Saturday morning, and drove to
the Manor in eaaches from Ellicott City.
The party included Mr. and Mrs. E. A.
Jackson, the latter president of the
club; Mr. Gitard T. Hopkins, master of
hounds; Mrs. Samuel E. George, Mir. anl
Mrs. W. 5. G. Williams, Mr. and Mrs.
Thomas Whistler, Mr. John McHenry,
Miss Mollie George, Mr. and Mrs. Ross
Whistler, Mr. Harry Birckhead, Mrs.
Redmond Stewart, Mr. D. B. Merryman,
Mr. J. Crossman Cooper, Miss ‘Laura
Merryman. Miss Charlotte  Williams,
Mr. Charles Stewart, Mr. Ricman, Mr.
Pleasants, Mr. Spence, Mr Ulman, Mrs.
Cornelius O’Donnel!l Lee, Dr. W, Lee,
and Mr. Isaac Tyson. Besides these
there were scveral well-known gentle-
men from Howard in the company,
among them being Mr. R. Dorsey Rogers,
who directed the course of the hunt.

The start was made at ten o’clock, the
route being southward, across a stretch
of open country, about half-s-mile.
Turning, then, northward, the dogs had
barely struck a bunch of brushwood,
when two sprightly  red foxes were
bounced simultancously, in plain view of
the riders. ‘The nature of the ground
was favorable for a comparison of the
speed of the trained steeds, and the dash
of the thirty hunters after the hounds,
fn full cry, appeared not unlike the
charge of a company of cavalry. The
cunning of Reynard was soon brought
into requisition, for, when they had run
a short distance, they separated, each
one taking about one-half of the pack
with him. Both of the chases were fol-
lowed up, however, and, after a most ex-
citing dash of an hour, both of the foxes
were holed, one near Carroll’s Mill and
the other about two miles from the place
of starting.

Some of the hunters met with rather
harsh experiences during the chase.
Among those who went to carthin con-
sequence of their horses falling in clear-
ing fences and ditches were Messrs
Stewart, Hopkins, Birckhead, Spence,
Rieman and Pleasants. Fortanately, no
bones were broken and none so badly
disabled as to prevent them from con-
tinuing the hunt.

The party was afterwards entertaineil
at dinner by Governor Carroll at the
manor mansion. The Baltimoreans drove
back to Ellicott City in the afternoon
and returned by train for their homes.

KILLED BY A FREIGHT.

Mrs. Scott, of Baltimore, Leaves Home De-
rapged and 1s Killed at Dopsey’s Kun.
One of the saddest accidents that hag

occurred in this vicinity for some time
past was that to Mrs. Herselia Scott, who
was run over by a freight train and in-
stantly killed at Dorsey’s Run, five milcs
west of Ellicott City, on Monday evening
lasi at about 6 o’clock. ller remains
were brought to Ellicott City next morn.
ing and placed in the hands of Under-
taker Hillsinger who prepared the hody
for burial. She proved to be the daugh-
ter of Mr. George . Scott, a well-
known liveryman of Baltimore and was
thirty-four years of aze.

Mr. Joseph F. Robersts,a brother-in-law®
of Baltimore,stated that on-Monday Mrs.
Scott left home in the afternoon in com-
pany with an attendant, with whom she
had for some time npast heen entrusted,
in consequence of 2 partiaily deranged
mind, with the intention of making =z
deposit in the Eutaw Savings Bank. 'This
was done, as was shown by the entry
in her bank book, which was™ picked up
by Mr. Artemus Zepp, a section boss of
the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, at the
place of the accident.  After transacting
her business at the bank, she requested
her attendent to go home, saying she
would follow in a short while. She went,
fnstead, to Cameden Station and tock the
train to Ellicott City, where she was com-
pelled to get off, the train not proceeding
further. She then undertook to walk,
it is supposed, to the home of her uncle,
Mr. Ephraim Scott, near Jonestown,
two miles west of Ellicott City, geoing by
way of the railroad, that being the short-
est route.

She was seen a short time previons to
the accident walking toward Alherton. At
Hollofields she stopped with a Mrs. Lilly
for a few minutes and said she was go-
ing to the house of AMr. John Eiler,
who lives in Baltimore county, not far
from Woodstock.

WwWm. R. Moore, a Baltimore and  Ohio
track-walker, stationed at lHollofields,
met the lady on the railroad only a short
time before the train bore down upon
her. Sne was walking lcisurely along,
and stopped cecasionally, as if enjoying
the picturesque scenry along the high
hills of the Patapscoiver.

The engineman of locomotive 404,
which killed her states that e first saw
her vialking on the platform at Dorsey's
Run. She sattemptel to cross to the
other side of the tracks when the engine
was only a few yards away. ‘fhe train
was moving at full speed. The whole
train passed over her body and lower
Jimbs, but on the side of her head was a
deep cut, which doubtless caused instant
death. Mr. Roberts came to Ellicott
City on Tuesday aud took charge of the
remains. After ascertainiag the facts in
the case to bhe as stated Coroner B. 11,
Wallenhorst concluded an inquest was
not necessary.

We gladly insert the following clipped
from ithe New York Churchman to show
that we were in error in ascribing to
Rev. Mr. Moran of Elkridge Landing
tiie credit of being the first, at least since
Colonial days, to introduce the llarvest
Home Festival. Our good friends of $t,
Barnabas, Howard county, made it a fes-
tival indeed.
To the Editor of The Churchman:

A very pretty custom obtains in En-
gland and others countries of celebrating
the ingathering of harvest. 1 had the

pleasute of attending one at the old
parish church of Dawlish, a scaside re-

sort of Devonshire.  But 1 saw nothing
that I had not aiready seen in Baltimore
county. About the first of September is
the time of the celebration in England.
We have alater cropunknown to English
farmers, the Indian corn, which is not
fuliv gathered until November. Peirhaps
this has led the Government to wait till
the last Thursday of that month for the
Thanksgiving Day service. The Iar-
vest Home should be earlier, and to suit
our farm population say in the last week
of August. At this timethe farmers have
a waiting time, and could attend such
a service easily. On Sept. 19, at St.
Barnabas’s, Howard county, a Iarvest
ttome celebration took place. The
church was beautifully decorated, and
many people had gathered together,
bringing their baskets filled with good
things.  After the service, rector and all,
inen women and children met on the
church grounds. The latter were amused
with balloon ascensions, and every body
partook in common of what cach one
brought. ‘The suggestion  was made
that, had the feast been called a little
carlier, a great many more could have
been present.  This is our third years’s
celebration of Harvest Home in this
parish. The offering is taken up for the
Superannuated and  Disabled  Clergy
IFund.

Mr. Carroll was oneof the founders of the
New York State Medical Association.

Death of John Brouwn, Colored.

The funeral of John DBrown, one of
the oldest aud best krown colored resi-
dents of this section, whose death oc-
curred at his home here Tuesday, took
place frem St. Luke’s A, M. E. Church,
Wednesday afternoon. The services
were conducted by Rev. C. H. Bourne,
of St. Luke's, and the church was filled

with a congregation composed of both

white and colored people. The deceased,
better known a3 “Uncle” John, was in
his ninety-fitst year, and leaves a num-
ber of  children, grandchildren  and
great grandchildren.  He wasone of the
first members here of the Sons and Daagh-
ters of Charity, the Eilicott City mem-
bers of which attended the services in a
body, and also attended to the details of
the burial, which was at Mt. Gilhoa ceme-
tery, in Baltimore county. A very strik-
ing feature of the funeral services was
an impressive invocation by an old mem-
ber of the congregation, who hias nearly
reached his century milestone, and who.

“Uncle” John was perhaps the most
noted colored man in this part of the
State. e was a siave in Lis early life,
and belonged to the lute Theodore Boyce,

! of HHoward county, who cied about fifty

years ago, and who was in his day one of

. sive~stock raisers in  Western Maryland.

1t was he who imported from England
the celebrated stallion Foreigrer, whose
progeny was for years the pride of many
of thelstock fanciers of thisand adjoining
counties. *“Uncle” John was tite chicf
trainer Jof his master’s horses, a liking
for which he cherished until his death.
lle used to recall the various devices
iiis master practiced on him to reduce his
riding weighi,one of which was by sweat-
ing. Sincethe war, he had served as hosi-
ler at the hotels here, his last employer he-
ing Mr. Christian Eckert, of the iloward
House, with whoem he remained for four-
teen years and up to within a short time
of his death. He had been for over seventy
years a member of the church, and was
highly respected by both white und
colored.
