Steps fn.

It is now Ex-Sheriff \Wm. G. Owings,
for Mr. Gilbert E. Flower, clected to the
sheriffalty  on  the Demccratic ticke,
qualified Tuesday aud took charge of the
ofice. Sheriff Flower at once appoint-
ed Mr. James E. Vansant chief deputy.

John J. Lilly meanwhile continuing in
charge a3 warden.

Mr. Owings steps down and out with
an excellent record, such as gooil
Democrats usually leave behind them in
Howard county. His service as a public
ofticer has done more than give him a
good record ofticially, for it has made
known to the people of the county
those personal traits of head and
heart which long ago made *“Our Billy”’
popular in his own neighborhood up in
the good old Fourth district. In the re-
gret that under the law Sherifl Owings
could not succeed himself is the satisfac-
tion that he has such a worthy successor
in Sheriff Flower

The German Colony.

From interviews with Rev. Mr. Burk-
hart, of Baltimore, and with our hiother
Editer, Mr. Leyh, of the German Cor-
respondent, we have heen able to gather
several points of importance concerning
the German colony on the Nanticoke
river in Dorchester county.

They came to this country fromSouth-
ern Russia partly onaccount of the hopes
of bettering their condition, and partty
to escape persecution as to their religious
belief.  ‘They sought Kansas, that land
being held up to them as the ideal home
of the emigrant; but have found it a
cold and unpromising location, unless to
those of ample means for purchasing
land and all things necessarv for its
cultivation. After a year of stiuggle on
the trecless prairies, their little capital
exhiausted and no opportunities present-
ing by which they could secure a living,
they were brought into communication-
with Rev. Mr. Burkhart through their
church organization, and he as chairman
of a committee appointed by the church
synod, has secured the land and intro-
duced two sectiong of the colonists thus
far to their new home. ‘They number
now about 110 souls.

They are now hard at work, building
their houses for the winter and getting
their land as Iar as possible in order for
their spiing crops.  They have thus far
shown themselves industrions, energetic
Inborers, and are greatly pleased with
the climate of Maryland and their situa
tion on the Eastern Shore.

We look upon this culony as the fore-
runner of many more, and the heginning
of a new era of prosperity for Maryland,
only provided the people of Maryland
will lend these first settlers a helping
hand through their first season. ‘I'he
Binte officess cannot do this unless
authorized by the Legislature, which will
not be in session uniil January; but pri-
vate parties cannot do better than to be-
come surety for their pay to any who
will supply their present pressing necd:A

In Ihl:fnmre county we learn that
there are now ahout one hundred sinul}
fasms ranging from five to fifty acres
occupied by this same class of Germans,
who have given to the county the ap-
pearance of thrift which it presents, and
all through the Twellth district the
show thelr judustaious babits and thele

real enjoyment of the prosperity thelr
inteNigent Tabor brings them.

. The people of Maryland should cer-
tainly -make this movemeunt of the Uer-
maus--froin Kansas a declded success,
for upon fts success .depends other im-
portant ventures in the same directfon.
Already elglit fainilies from Wisconsin
in connection with about twenty familecs
from the futherland aje ‘prospe:ting for
lands " guitable .for  tobacco culiure in
Maryland. ‘Fhese¢ families will Lring
with them from 200 to $1000 a piece,
and wiltbe a valuable "accession to the
region they may select. Maryland should
be awake to hér- interesis now and she
must _not allow such opportunities to
pass unimproved.—Maryland Farmer.

THE CHURCH CONGRESS OF 1883.
’

Rev. Hall Harrison DI'resent—-The Gist of
an Interesting Discussion,
Reported for Tue Tises,

The Episcopal Congress met in Chick-
ering 1lail, New York, on Tuesday, No-
vember  14th. ‘The services were ex-
tremely fnteresting and the attendance
very large, notwithstanding the many
other attractions which New York pre-
sented during that week. Bishop Dud-
ley, of Kentucky, presided. The topics
discussed were: 1. What shall we do
with the saloon ? 2. Moral and religious
education in the pablic schools. 3. The
use and abuse of ritaal. 4. The ethics of
doctrinal subscription. 5. What s in-
volved in the dectrine of the sufliciency
of the RBible. 0. The duty of the
Churches of the Anglican Communion
toward Roman Catholic countries.

By common consent it was agreed
that the discussion last mentioned (on
Fiuiday morning, November 17th) was
the most interesting and exciting of the
whole Congress. ‘I'his was due largely
to the splendid speeches of Bishop Coxe
and Bishop Doane, two of the most elo-
quent speakers of the House of Bishops.
Dr. I1all Harrisou opened the discussion
with his paper, and was followed by the
RRev. G. W. Dumbell, D. D., and others.
The drift of Dr. Harrison’s paper was
strangely misrepresented in the New York
dailies of the next morning. It would
seem that the reporter of the New York
Evening I’0st of Friday afternoon con-
fused Lig ghort-hand notesand attributed
to Dr. Harrison thie diametrically oppo-
site views of another speaker or writer,
and the daily papers of the next morning,
‘I'ribune, 1¥erald, etc., copied, with a few
alterations, the erroneous report of the
Evening Post. What Dr. Ilarrison re-
ally meintained, was that In the present
divided condition of Christendom it was
no intrusion—no violation of canon law
or Catholic usage—when the Aunglicanor
Episcopal Church eent Bishops and
Missionaries into Roman Cathotlic coun-
tries—provided there were Protestants
in those countries who implored help
and wished the services of the Anglican
communion. During the speech of
Bishop Coxe(a venerahle and splendid
looking man of 75 years) the enthusiasmn
of .the large audience rose to a high
pitch, and the applause was almost deaf-
ening. He tcok the same line as Dr.
Harrison against the claim of the Bishop
of Itome to exclusive jurisdiction all
over the world. 1lis speech was full of
witty and telling points, and at times he
caused much laughter. Bishop Doane,
of Albany, followed on the same line,
and his speech was perfectly over-
whelming, even beyvond that of Bishop
Coxe in fervor and power. The audience
pot satistied with long and repeated
clapping, fairly shouted,and the scene of
enthusiasm and excitement, during and
after Bishop Doane’s speech has never
been equalled (it is said) at any of the
previous fourteen Congressess. Steno-
graphic reports will be published in a
volume, and the church papers will also
contain accounts, more or less full, of all
the proceedings.

DR. DUMBELL IN THE DISCUSSION.

It was the views of Dr. Dumbell, (re-
ferred to above) which produced a de-
cided sensation. In part he said:

“In nothing are the ancient canons
more -explicit’ and distinct than in for-
bidding Episcopal intrusion, and those
are still binding upon us. I take for
granted in the present case that the
Church of ‘Rome is allowed to be a true
‘branch of the Catholic Church; her
sacraments, valued sacraments; her
‘priests, real priests. Any priest of
Rome has but to abjure her peculiar
errors in order to he recognized as a
ipriest of our Church. Again, the Church
‘of Rome holds the whole truth of God.
She has indeed laid much error on top of
that truth; bat stitl all the truth is there.
We are intinitely nearer to her than we
can by any possibility in the very nature
of things be to any Protestant body.
[Slight applause ] ‘The Catholic Church
contains three great divisions—Iloman,
Anglican, and Oriental. Religion of
‘these’three is earnestly to be desired.
‘Many.of us have made prayer forit one
of the standing petitions of vur lifetime.

“Nothing should be omitted to carry

out the main principle to which our
mother Church held fast at the time of
the Reformation, namely, that no sepa-
ration was intended between herself and
the rest of Catholie Christendom. Rome
has erred by excess, and Protestantism
by defeet, and the latter is far more
serious. Rome, underneath the errors
she has unhappily laid on, bas yet the
whole truth ot God; whereas the in-
numerable sects of Protestantism have
cut off,one this, another that leading
doctrine of Christ’'s religion, so that
there is not one Protestant body in
existence but that has destroyed the
faith in some one vital point at least.
If we intrude, where shall we be?
Although, indecd, the word intrusion
would not apply in a true ecclesiastical
gense to any ctfort that might be made to
bring in our P’rotestant brethren.”
_ Dr. Dumbell went on to say that even
if the Roman and Episcopal churches
were not so much alike, any intrusion by
the latter into thediocese of the tormer
“would be impertinent and unjustifia-
ble.” It was idle to invyite the Romanist
into the Epicsopal Church, for, as a rule,
thié former cculd learn nothing from the
latter.

“The average Romanist,” he said,

“knows as much of the faith of
Christians as any of our own people. 1
never knew any proseiytes from tlie
Roman Church who had not neglected
their duty in their own Church.”
: Dr. Dumbell spoke of the boldness,
goldness, and irreverence displayed by
many Episcopalfuns in their churches,
and asked whether the Romanist would
be influenced 1o join a church where
such things existed. He sat down amid
applause.

DeEat or EMmiN PasnaA AVENGED.—

Brussels the Arab chief who murdered
Emin Pasha has been captured, court-
marshaled and shot. This tends to dis-
pel all doubt as to the fate of the Aus-
trian physician, who devoted the best
years ot his life to the clvilization of the
Soudan. There are strong probabilities,
however, that his work will not be lost,
since the Belgian forces have completely
routed the Arabs and put an effectual
stop to their slave-hunting raids, which
were the main obstacle in the way of
opening up Central Africa to European
influence.

AsSSETs SLIPPING Awav.—The assets
of the World’s Fair are dwindling to an
extent’that alarms the managers. When
the Exposition closed on October 30
‘I'reasurer Seeberger bad in round num-
bers $2,250,000 in cash in bank. This
has been slipping away, In spite of what
the managers claim is the most economi-
cal management, at the rate of $10,000a
day. BDBut in addition to that, the assets
have been shrigkipg in the most unex-
pected manner. It transpires that a
Jarge amount of property that the Ex-
position managers expected to sell, and
with the funds pay back to stockholders
a small percentage of their contributions
does not belong to the Fair at all, but is
owned by contractors. The contractors
are moving their property away. They
are literally stripping the Exposition
grounds. How much will be left when
they get through can only be surmised.
In some cases they own the roofs of the
buildings.

Cuicaco UspEr Mantian, Law.—
Commencing Friday night of last week
Chicagzo is between the hours of 1 and
G A. M. practically under martial law,
with the police as a garrison. Kvery
person found on the streets, outside the
few streets where business i3 carried on
all night, is now balted by oflicers in
plain clothes and requested to give an
account of himself. tle is asked his
name, residence and the cause of his
being in the streets at so Iate an hour.
Every person so nccosted who gives the
required information i3 allowed to pro-
ceed. Persons who refuse to answer the
questions, or who act in a suspiclous
manner, or have weapons or tools that
might be used in burglary in their pos-
scssion are placed under arrest. By this
rigid method it is hoped that many of
the midnight prowlers who have com-
mitted so many murders and burglaries
recently will be captured or frightened
away from the city.

AN INSURGRRT WARsHIp Bunx.—The
Brazilian'legation in London has recelved
a dispatch from Rio Janelro stating that

the insurgent warship Javary had been
sunk by the Nictheroy bnller_r. The
crew of the vessel went down with the
ship. The} Javary was an iron turret
ship of 3,040 tons displacement. She
was 240 feet long, 58 feel beam and drew
11 feet 4 inches of water. ler engines
were of 2,500 horse-power. She carried
four 21-10n guns, besides an auxilliary
battery, and was the heaviest armed ves-
sel in the Brazilian navy.

FArMERS (oING TO VIRGINIA.—The
Baltimore and Obio Railroad Company,
through M. V. Richards, land and im-
migrant agent, has just ‘sold a tract of
land in Hampshire county, Virginia, on
the line of the road, containing over
three hundred acres, to a party of people
from Western Pennsylvania. ~ The pur-
chasers are farmers who think the land
especially adapted to their work, and
will settle upon it in a short time.
