THE TARIFF BALL.

WOOL, COAL, LUMBER, SALT AND
IRON ORE ON THE FREE LIST.

A Pare Democratic Reform—Scope of the
Measure as it Will Reach Congress- The
Tanil on Sugar Reduced—No Duty on
Woolen manufictures Wigher than 45
Per Cent.—A Radical Chafige from the
McKinley ddea,

After weeks of preparation, involving
an exhaustive study of the subject from
a Democratic point of view, the new
tarifl bill is at last completed and was
Monday morning given to the public.

'I'he bill is purely a Democratic meas-
ure. It is the work of the Democratic
members of the committee, who have
jealously guarded its details, even fiom
their Congressional associates. It was
not until Monday that the Repablican
members of the committee were made
acquainted with its contents, while their
knowledge of the measure during the
last fortnight has been gained wholly
from the printed accounts in the deily
press: Whatever criticism may be made
of the measure from an economic or
party standpoint, it must be admitted
that Mr. Wilson and his associates have
given their best thought and study to
the work in hand.

The great strain under which Mr.
Wilson has labored for the past fort-
night was painfuily appareai. llis
face was pale and haggard, and his
general appearance was that of a man
suffering from mental and physical over-
work. While the other members of the
committee have no less conscientiously
applied themselves to their several
duties, they have not shared the respon-
sibility which alone fell upon the chair-
man, and the efTfect of their labor is not
so apparent. They are all glad that the
bill is completed, however, and in the
interim, before it is taken up for discus-
sion in the House, each will give him-
self a brief scason of rest.

1t may be stated in this cohnectien—
and the statement is made at the request
of Chairman Wilson—that there is no
truth in the report that President Cleve-
land hes offered to provide Mr. Wilzon
with a lucrative judicial appointient if
he should be defeated for Congress next
autnmn, as a result of placing coal on
the free list. Mr. Wilson has had no
consultations with Mr. Cleveland regard-
ing the bill. He called at the While
House a few wecks azo and in a brief
interview with Mr. Cleveland explained
to that gentlemen the lines upon which
the measure woulld be framed. Ile was
not secking advice, nor was any advice
tendered to him. It was purely anactof
courtesy on the chairman’s part, and
was so understood by the President.
Nothing was said at that time, or since,
concerning Mr. Wilson’s political future,
which, as he himself explained. is some-
thing wholly distinct uand apart from
his functions as chairman of a committee
appointed to revise the tarifl in con-
formity with the party pledges of a year
ago.

THE SUMMARY OF THE BILL.

The following summary of the hill
has been prepared by Representative
Bryan of Ncbraska:

“The bill just completed puts wool,
cosl, lJumber, salt and iron orc on the
free list, and reduces the tariff or. sugai
} to 3 of a cent per pound; it also pro-
vides for the extermination of the bounty
by degress. )

The woolen goods schedule does not
take effect until July 1, 1894, although
the remainder of the biil tukes effect
March 1, 1894

As arule, the tariff has been made
lowest upon the cheaper goods of neces-
sary use and left highest upon tLie more
expensive articles. The wool schedule
will perhaps attract most aitention.
\Ve have left no duty higher than 45 per
cent. on manufactures of wool, and that
only on ready-made garments, the aver-
age being less than 40 per cent. ‘The
cheaper quality of blankets and flannels
are only taxed 25 per cent., and the low-
er grades of carpets only 20. We have
applied a gradual reduction to the
woolen schedule, so that at the end-of
five years the highest duty will be 49
and the average near 30 per cent.

Very material reductions have been
made in the cotton schedule. Wo have
placed iron ore on the free list and made
a large cut all along the metal schedule;
the duty on steel rails is reduced more
than 50 per cent. Free Jumber will be
great a benetit to the people of the
prairie States, and free salt will give to
those who need salt for their cattle or
for curing meat the same advantage
whieh has been secured heretofore by
the means of rebate to those who cured
fish. Agricultural fmplements  have
been placed upon the free list in order
to enable the farmer to better compete
in foreign markets and because manv_ of
our agricultural implements are being
sold abroad to-day cheaper than at home.

AT THE CAPITOL.

The members of the committee were
slow in reaching the Capitol. Mr.
Bynum of Indiana was the first to put
in an appearance. lle was followed a
little later by Messrs. ‘larsney, Mont-
gomery, ‘Turner and Wilson. In the
meanwhile the corridors in front of the
commiittee room began to fill with news-
paper men, respresentatives of some of
the protected industries and others inter-
ested in tarifl legislation.

At 11.20 o’clock there were present in
the committee room Messra. Wilson (the
chairman), Mr. Tarsnev,® Mr. Breckir -
ridge, Mr. Bynum, Mr. Turner and Mr.
Bryan (Democrats) and Messrs. Reed,
Burrows, Dalzell and Hopkins (Repub-
licans). -

CHAIRMAN WILSON'S STATEMENT.

Washington, Nov. 27.—Mr. Wilsen,
the chairman of the committee, prepared
the following statement, which was
given out this morning with the bill:
*I'he Democratic members of the Com
mittee on Ways and Means have felt as
none other could feel the momentous re-
sponsibility resting upon them and the
surpassing magnitude, difliculty and
delicacy of the duty =zssigned them of
framing a tarifl bill for a nation of 70,-
000,000 of people.

“The bill they were called on to re-
form is a vast and labyrinthian system
of class taxation, the culmination of 80
years’ coutrol of the taxing power by a
few great interests, gathering on to their
train » host of petty toll-gatherers.

*It was carefully framed to prevent,
as Jong as possible, what its author call-
ed “any monkeying with the taritll,” by
which he meant any successful effort of
the people to undo or to lessen the
bounties which its beneliciaries were

It trans-
ferred to the free list proper and fruitful
revenue articles, where most of the taxes
paid by the people were received by
their government, and greatly increased
the rates on those articles where all or
most of the taxes paid by the people
went into private coffers. And it was
burthened about by many defenses, chicl
among which are a swept and garnished
‘I'reasury ansd a swollen and colossal
scale of permanent expenditure.  Such
are the conditions that confronted us at
the threshold of our work.

THE PATIENT

“The commiltee have welcomed in-
formation and  counsel from every
trustworthy source, and while they do
not expect their bill to escape just criti-
eisin in all of its details, they do present
it te the country as the result of months
of patient; anxious toil, and of an honest
desire to discharge their duty, purged of
all taint of local and personal favoritism
or vrejudice.

sits main featnies are two. First,
thie adoption, wherever it ceemed  prace-
ticable, of ad valorem instead of specitic
dutics; secondly, the freeing from taxes
of those great materials of industry that
lie nt the basis of production.

“Specific rates of duty are objection-
able for these reasons. ‘They frequently
conceal a rate of taxation too enormous
to be submitted to if expressed in ad va-
lorem terms, as the duty of 8 cents on a
Lundred pounds on salt in bulk, which
amounts to over S per ceant. on a coul-
mon necessary of life.

“They ulways bear heavily on the
common article used by the masses and
lightly on the exvensive article consum-
ed by the rich, asa tax of Sudon all
houses would be little or nothing on the
great mansion and very hizh on the
humble home. And, contrary to com-
mon belie!, spectic duties lead to greater
frawds in administration forcounting and
weighing at whe custom house are done
by the cheapest and most easily corrupt-
ed labor, while ad valorem tates are -as-
sessed by tae best paid and most re-
sponsibe appraisers. The ad valorem
system has worked well in practice is
cssentinlly the fair system because it is a
tax upon the actual value of an article,
and was declared by Mr. Clay himself to
be in theory and =according to cvery
sound principle of justice entitled to the
preference and viudicated by long trial.

A LARGE FREE LIST.

“The Loldest innovation of the hill
isits large frce list of raw materials.
Taxes upon broduction are double
wrongs. They gather zad cumniate en
the customer of the finished product.
‘They Burt labor by narrowing the mark-
et for what it produces  Coal and iron
are the foundations of modern industry.
Materia! progress is measured by the
amount of their consumption.  No other
country can supply them as abundantiy
or cheaply as we can.  No possible com-
petition can interfere with our own bro-
ducers, a few miles in the interior of
the country. Remoteness from  the
sources of supply is in itself e¢nough
disadvantage to any seztion of the coun-
try, without further burdens in tariff
taxes. Until taxed ores, cousl, lumber,
wool #nd other fibers must tinmensely
stimulate production in certain parts of
our country. ‘I'ne thin edge of Ameri-
can manufzctures has entered every
country.

With release from taxes upon their
materials there is no limit to the growth
of foreign trade. ‘This will moze than
compensate to the heme producers of
raw maierial who, tariff or no tarifi,
control all the interior oi the country,
for any appreiended loss of markets
anywhere along the seaboard. Its incal-
culable advantage to labor is apparent.
In every great line of manufactures, we

ean produce in six to nine months
enough for our home market. Wecan

zet rid of our surpius only by foreign
trade. As long as we have taxes on the
materials of industry we cannot baild
up the trade. Iencethe other alterna-
tive of trusts to keep down productioa
to the home market. The workingman
can see whether his interest is with a
system that respresses production and
robs him of employvment or with a sys
tem that gives natural and healiby play
to production and emancipates him from
trusts and like combinations ¢f capital.
THE SALIENT CHANGES.

“As to the details of the bill, I will
brietly recapitulate the salient changes
of the several schedules.  In the chemi
cal schedule we have transferred to the
free list quite a number of articlesused in
manufactaring, the most important of
whieh is sulphuric acid, one of the cor-
ner stones of all chiemical industry.

The duty on castor oil Is reduced from
85 to 35 cents per galion, §and the duty
on linseed oil, which was secretly raised
to 32 cents by the Conference Committee
on the McKinley Lill, after each lHouse
had openly voted fora lower daty, we
put at 15 cents a gallon. - =

“I’ig lead is reduced from 2 to 1 cent a
pound, and lead paints are correspond-
ingly reduced.

“The McKinley bill increased the duty
on opium prepared for smoking to $12 4
pound in the vain hope of lessening its
importation. ‘The custom-house oflicers
on the Pacitic coast declare that this in

crease of duly has simply placed in the
hands of smugglers the bringing in of
opium to the demoralization of the cus-
tom service, and the loss of over $230.-
000 revenue. ‘Fhe duty proposed is be-
lieved to be collectable and will put the
traflic under government control and
supervision.

“In the pottery schedule substantial
reductions are made. 1*lain white ware
is dropped from the high fchedule in
which it mysteriously crowdea itsell.
Decorated ware is reduced from 60 to 43
per cent. Undecorated from 55 to 40.

“In common window glass, where
close combinations have kept up the
prices to consumers, under the shelter
of duties averaging 100 per cent. a re-
duction of more than one-half has been
made in all the larger sizes. ‘There is no
doubt that these rates will permit a very
healthy growth of the industry here.

“In plate glass reductions are made,
the largest sizes from 50 cents to 30 cents
per square foot.  Of silvered from G0 to
33 cents.

FREE IRON AND STEEL ORR.

“In the iron aad steel schedule we
began with free ore. ‘The discovery of
the immense depositsof Bessemer ores
in the lake region and of foundry ores
in Alabama has rapidly swept us to the
leadership of the world in the production
of iron anil steel, and brought near at
hand our undisputed supremacy in the
great field of manufacture. The use of
steam shovels reduces the cost of mining
to n point where the wages paid ‘natural
labor’ areirrelevant. Pig iron we reduce
from $6.72 per ton, which is from 50 to
99 per cent., toa uniform duty of 22}
per cent., a rate somewhat higher iu
proportion thau the rest ot the schedule
because of cheap freight rates on pig.
it being a favorite freight on Westward
voyages. Steel rails we reduce from
$13 44 per ton, uow 75 per cant., to 25
per cent.

As the pool which has kept up prices
so many years in this country secms
now discrganized, the other producers
wili soon need protection more against
Mr. Carnegie at Piusbuiz and Mr.
Sirling at Chicago than against foreign
producers.

*“I'he residue of the schedule vary
from 25 to 30 per cent.,, wood screws
being put at the latter figure. Deams
and girders are 35 per cent.,, hecause of
the wasleinculting beams and tk:e variety
of lengths and size, and also of the fre-
quent necessity of changing the rolls in
muking beams and girders, because of
the irregular quuntities and lengths,
and sizes of order.

THE TOBACCO SCHEDULE.

“In the tebacco schedule those rates
were sought which would bring most
revenne. The present iaxes of 22 and
§2.75 a pound on wrapped leaf have
blotted out many small establishments
and actually impaired revenue. Wemake
the rates $1 and §125 per pound on

vrapper leaf, and 35 cents and 50
cents per pounil on filler tobacco,
unstemmed and  stemmed in each.

Manufactures of tobacco are put at
40 cents. Cigars are reduced [from
$4350 per pound and 25 per cent.
ad valorem to $3 per pound and 25 per
cent , which is believed to be the most
productive revenue rate and is higher
ti:an the law of 1883.

Live animals are put at 20 per cent.
Barley is reduced from 30 cents per
bushel to 20 per cent., which is about 12
cents.

“Breadstuffs, of which we are ilnmense
exporters, are made free, except when
imported from countries putting duties
on our iike products, in which case the
duty is 20 per cent. French vegetables,
fruits, eggs and like food products are
unwaxed for the benefit of our own con-
sumers—largely the working people of
tlie cities.

“Salt in bulk is free; in packages the
salt is free, but the covering dutiuble at
rates prescribed for like arcticles.

McKinley on McKinleylsmn.

Govenor McKinley was recently the
guest of the Home Market Club at Bos-
ton, and made a speech which shows
that he has learned nothing since 1890.
In that year he passed a tariffl bill that
strangled commercein varfous articles
to death and hobbled it greatly in others.
e also, as leader of the House, passed
the Sherman silver bill, and later the
wasteful dependent pensions  bill.
Uunder the combined effect of these three
bad bills the country is now suffering.
‘T'he bad times predicted by the oppo-
nents of these acts are now upon us.
They are felt everywhere, yct Mr.
McKinley has the hardihood to tell us
that we suffer not from past, bat from
future legislation—from an apprehien-
sion of coming tarifl refoim and lower
duties. He calls upon Republicans and
Democrats to unite in maintaining  the
system which has failed lamentably
under a trial extending througzh thiee
disastrous vears. The spectacle is not
very edifying. ‘The coumry, however,
