SAUL IS

@IS MIRACULOUS CONVERSION WHEN
NEAR DAMASCUS.

Dr. Talmage Elogquently RFictures the
Group of Roman Horsemen on Their
Mission of Persecution to the Anclent
City When the Yresence of Christ 1s
Evidenced.

Braiscuay, Avnia., Dec. 10.—Rev.
Dr. ‘I'ulmage, who lectured in this city yes-
terday, having spoken during the week
at Nashville, Memphis and other cities,
preached here this forenoon to a large
audience, under the auspices of the Bap-
tist Church. The subject was, “Un-
horsed,” and the text chusen was Acts
ix,35: “And as he journeyed he came
near Damascus; and  suddenly there
shined round about him a light from
ileaven, and he fell to the earth, and
heard a voice saying unto him: “Saul,
Saul, why persecatest thou me?”  And
he said : “Who art thou, Lord?" And the
Lord said: ‘I am Jesus, wkom thou per-
secutest.”

The Damascus of Bible times stiil
stands, with a population of 135,000. It
was a gay city of white and glistening
architecture, its minarets and crescents
and domes playing with the light of the
morning ‘sin; embowered in groves of
olive and citron and orange and pome-
granate; a famous river plunging its
brightness into the scene; a city by the
ancients styled *a pearl surrounded by

emeralds.”

A group of horsemen are advancing up-
on that city. Let the Christians of the
place hide, for that cavalcade coming
over thg hills is made up of persecutors;
their leader, small and unattractive in
some respects, as leaders sometimes are
insignificant in person; witness the Duke
of Wellington and Dr. Archibald Alex-
ander. Bat there is something very in-
tent in the eve of this man of the text,
and the horse he rides is lathered with
the foam of a long and quick travel of
135 miles. He urges on his steed, for
those Christians must be captured and
silenced, and that religion of the cross
must be annihilate:dd.  Suddenly the
horses shy off, and plunge until the
riders are precipitated. Freed from the
riders the horses bound snorting away.
You know that dumb animals, at the
sight of an eclipse, or an earthquake, or
anything like a supernatural appearance,
sometimes become very uncontrollable.
A new sun had been kindled in the
heavens, putting out the glare of the
ordinary sun. Christ, with the glories
of Heaven wrapped about him, looked
out from a cloud, and the splendor was
insufferable. and no wonder the horses
sprang and the equestrians dropped.
Dust covered and bruised, Saul attemnts
to get up, shading his eyes with bis
hands from ti:e severe lustre of the heav-
ens, but unsuccessfully, for he is struck
stone blind as he cries out, “YWho
art thou, Lord?’ and Jesus answered
him, *I am the one you have been chas-
ing. e that whips and scourges those
Dgmascene  Christians, whips and
scourges me. 1t is not their back that is
bleeding: it is mine; it is not their heart
breaking; it is mine. I am Jesus whom
thou persecutest.”

From that wild, exciting and over-
whelming scene there rises up the great-
est preacher of all ages—Paul, in whose
behalf prisons were rocked down, be-
fore whom soldiers turned pale, into
whose hand Mediterranean sea-captains
put control of their shipwrecking craft,
and whose epistles are the avant courier
of a resurrcction day.

I learn from this scene that a worldly
fall sometimes precedes aspiritual uplift-
ing. A man does not get much sympa-
thy by falling off a horse. People say
he ought not to have got into the saddle
if he could not ride. Those of us who
were brought up in the country remem-
ber well how the workmen laughed
when, on our way back from the brook,
we suddenly lost our ride. When in a
grand review a general toppled from his
stirrups it hecame a nationazl merriment.
ilere is Paul on horseback—a proud
man, riding on with government docu-
ments in his pocket, a graduate of a
most famous school in which the
celebrated Dr. Gamaliel had been a
professor, perhaps having  already
attained two of the three titles of
the school—Rab, the first; Rabbi,
the second; and on his way to Rabbak,
the thiid and highest title. Iknow frocm
Lis temperament that his horse was ahead
of the other horses. But without time
to think of what posture he should take,
or without consideration for his dignity,
heis tumblied into the dust. And yet
that was the best ride Paul ever took.
Out of that violent fall he rose into
the apostleship. So it has been in all
ages and so it is now.

You will never be worth much for
God and the church until you lose your
fortune, or have your reputation upset,
or in some way, somehow, are thrown
and humiliated. You must go down be-
fore you go up. Joseph ftinds his path
to the Egvptian court through the pit in
which his brothers threw him. Danlel
would mnever have walked amidst the
bronzed lions that adorned the Babylon-
ish throne if he had not first walked
amidst the real lions of the cave. And
Paul marshalls all the generations of
Christendom by falling flat on his face
on the road to Damascus. Men who
have been always prospered may be
cflicient servants of the world, but will
be of no advantage to Christ. You may
ride mejestically seated on your charger,
rein in hand, foot in stirrup, but youn
will never be worth anything spiritually
until you fall ofi. They who graduate

from the school of Christ with the high-
est honors have on their diploma the
secal of a lion’s muddy paw, or the plash
of an angry wave, or the drop of a stray
tear, or the brown scorch of a persecut-
ing fire. In 999 cases out of 1,000 there
is no moral or spiritual elevation until
there has been a thorough worldly up-
setting.
CHRISTIANS NOT ILLITERATE.

Again, I learn from the subject that the
religion of Christ is not a pusillanimous
thing. DPeoplein this day try to make
us believe that Christianity is something
for men of small calibre; for women with
no capacity to reason; for children injthe
infant class under 6 years of age, but
not for stalwart men. Look at this man
of the text. Do you not think that the
religion that could capture such a man
as that must have some power in it. [Ile
was a physician, he was a metaphysician,
he was an all-conquering orator, he was
a poet of the highest type. He had a
nature that could swamp the leading
men of his own day, and, hurled against
the Sanhedrim, he made 1t tremble. [Ile
learned all he could get in the school of
his native village; then he had gone to
& hizher school, and there mastered the
Gireek and the Hebrew, and perfected him-
self in belles-letres, until in after years
he astonished the Cretans and the Corin-
thians and the Athenians by quotatlons
from their own authors.

I have never found anything in Car-
lyle, or Goethe or Herbert {8pencer that
could compare in strength and beauty
with Paul’s Epistle. I do not think there
is anything in the writings of Sir Wil
liam Iamilton that shows such mental
discipline as you find in Paul’s argument
ahout justitication and the resurrection,
T have not found anything in Milton finer
in the way of imagination than I can
find in Paul's illustrations drawn from
the amphitheatre. There was noth-
ing in Robert Emmer pleading for his
life, or in Edmund Burke arralgnin
Warren Hastings in Westminster llnlE
that compared with the scene in the

court:roor, when before robed oflicials
Paul bowed and began his speech, say
jug. 1 think myself happy, King
Agrippa, because 1 shall aaswer for my-
selt this day.”

I repeat, that a religion that can cap-
ture a man like that must - have some
power in it. 1t is time you stopped talk-
ing as though all the brain of the world
were opposed to Christianity. Where
Paul leads we can afford to follow. 1
am glad to know that Christ has in the
different ages of the world had in his
discipleship a Mozart and a Handel in
music; a Raphael and a Reynolds in
painting; an_Angelo and a Canova in
sculpture; a Itush and a Harvey in medi-
cine; a Grotius and a Washington in
statesmanship; a Blackstone, a Marshall
and a Kent in law; and the time will
come when the religion of Christ will
cenquer all the observatories and uni-
versities, and Philosophy will through
her te'escope beliold the morning star of
Jesus, and in her laboratory see ““that all
thines work together for good,” and
with her geological hammer discover the
“Rock of Ages.”

Oh! instead of cowering anil sliiver-
ing when the skeptic stands before you
and talks of religion as though it were a
pusillanimous thing—instead of  that
take your New ‘Testament from your
pocket and show him the picture of the
intellectual giant of all the sges, prostra-
ted on the road to Damuscus, while his
horse is flying wildly away; then ask
your skeptic what it was that frizhtened
the one and threw the other. Ol no, it
is no weak Gospel. It is a glotious
Gospel. It is an all-conquering Gospel.
It is an omnipotent Gospel. It is the
power of God and the wisdom of God un-
to salvation.

Again, I learn from the text a man
cannot become a Christian until he isun-
horsed. The trauble is, we want to ride
into the kingdom of God, just as the
knight rode into castle gate on pelfrey,
begutifully caparisoned. We want to
come into the kingdom of God in fine
style. No kneeling down at the eltar,
no sitting on “anxious seats,” no crying
over sin, no begging at the door of God’s
merey. Clear the road, and let us come
in, all prancing in the pride of our soul.
No, we will never get into Leaven that
way. We must dismount. There is no
knight-errantry is religion, no fringed
trappings of repentance, but an utter
prostration before God, a going down in
the dust, with the cry, *Unclean, un-
clean "'—a bewailing of the soul, like
David from the beily of hell—a going
down in thedust, until Christ shall by his
grace lift us up as he lifted Paul. Oh,
proud-hearted hearer, you must get on
that horse. May a light from the throne
of God brighter thap the sun throw you.
Come down into the dust a2nd ery for
pardon and life, and heaven.

PAUL’S HATRED OF CHRIST.

Again, I learn from this scene of the
text that the grace of God can_overcome
the persecutor. Christ and Paul were
boys at the same time in different vil-
lages, and Paul’s antipathy to Christ was
increasing. - He was going down t.he‘n
with writs in his pockets to have Christ’s
disciples arrested. lle was not going as
a sheriff goes, to arrest & man against
whom he had no spite, but Paul was go-
ing down to arrest those people because
he was glad to arrest them. The "Blble
says, “He breathed out s!aughter. He
wanted them captured, and he wanted
them buichered. I hear the click, and
clash, and clatter of the hoofs of the
galloping steeds on the way to Damas-
cus. Oh, do you think that proud man
on horseback can ever become a Chris-
tian ? .
Yes! there is a voice from Heaven like
a thunder-clap uttering two wo_rds, the
second word the same as the first, but
uttered with more emphasis, so that the
proud equestrian may have no dm\bt' as
to who is meant, “Saul! Saul!” That
man was saved, and he was a persecutor;
and so God can by his grace overcome
any persecutor. The days of sword and
fire for Christians seem to have gone by.
The ayonets of Napoleon L. pried open
the “Inquisition” and let the rotting
wretches out. The ancient dungeons
around Itome are to-day mere curiosities
for the travelers.

The Coliseum. where wild beasts used
to suck up the life of the martyrs while
the emperor watched and Lolla Paulina
sat with emerald adornments worth
60,000,000 sesterces, clapping her hands
as the Christians died under the paw and
the tooth of the' lion—that Coliseum is a
ruin now. The scene of the Smithfield
fires is a hay-market. The day of fire and
sword for Christians seems to have goene
by: but has the day of persecution ceas-
ed? No. Are you not caricatured for
vour religion? In proportion as you
try to serve God and be faithful to Him,
are you not sometimes maltreated ? That
woman finds it hard to be a Christian, as
her husband talks and jeers while she is
trying to say herprayeisor read the Bibie.
That danghter finds it hard to be a Chris-
tian with the whole family arrayed
against her—father, mother, hroth.er_ and
sister making her a target of ridicule.
That young man finds it hard to he a
Christian in the shop, or factory or store,
when his ecomrades jeer at him becanse
he will not go to the gambling-hell or
other places of iniquity. .

O, no; the days of persecution have
not ceased, and will not until the end of
the world. But, oh! you persecuted
ones, is it not time that you began to
pray for your persecutors? They areno
prouder, no fiercer, no more set in their
way than was this persecutor of the text.
He'fell. They willfall if Christ from the
heavens grandly and gloriously look out
on them. God can, by His grace, makea
RRenan believe in the divinity of Jesus,
and a Tyndall in the worth of prayer.
IRRobert Newton stamped the ship’s deck
in derisive indignation at Christianity
only a little while before he became a
Christian. “Out of my house,” said a
father to his daughter, “if you will keep
on praying;” yet before many mionths
passed the father knelt at the same altar
with the child. And the Lord Jesus
Chirist is willing to look out from heaven
upon that derisive opponent of the Chris-
tian religion and address him, notin
glittering generalities, but calling him by
name. “John! George'! Henry ! —Saul!
Saul! why persccutest thou Me ?”

Again, I learn from this subject that
there is hope for the worst offenders. It
was particulariy outrageous that Saul
should have gone to Damascus on  that
errand. Jesus Christ had beendead only
three years, and the story of bhis kind-
ness and his generosity and his love filled
ali the air. It was not an old story, as
it is now. It was a new story. Jesus
had only thrce summers ago been in
these very places, and Saul every day in
Jerusalem must have met people who
knew Christ, people with good eyesight
whom Jesus had cured of blindness;
people who were dead,and who had ,been
resurrected by the Savior, and people
who could tell Paul all the particuiars of
the crucifixion—just how Jesus looked
in the last hour—just how the heavens
grew black in the face at the torture.
He heard that recited ev:ry day by peocle
who were acquainted with all the cir-
cumstances, and yet in the fresh memory
of that scene he goes to persecute Christ's
disciples, impatient at the time it takes
to feed the horses at the inn, not pulling
at the shaflle, but riding with loose rein
faster and faster. Ol! he was the chief
of sinners. No outbreak of modesty
when he said that. Ile was a murderer.
He stood by when Stephen died, and
helped in theexeention of that good man.
When the rabble wantcd to be unim-
peded  in their work of destroying
Stephen, and wanted to take off their
coats, hut did not dare to lay them down
lest they be stolen, Paulsaid: *“I'll take
care of their coats,” and they put them
down at the fect of ’aul, and he watched
the coats, and he watched the horrid
mangling of glorious Steplien. 1s ft a
wonder that when he fell ffom the horse
he did not break his neck-—that his foot
did not catch somewhere Ip the trap
pings of the sadidle, and he was not drag-
ged and kicked to death?

.+ He deserved to dic miserably, wretch-
edly, and forever, notwithstaning all his
metaphysics, and his eloquence and | his
logic' fle was the chief of sinners.

that, Aund yet the grace of Uodl save

bim, and so it will you. If there is any
man in this house who thinks he is too
bad to be saved and says, *“I have wan-
dered very grievously from God. I do
not believe there is any Lope for me,” I
tell you the story of this man in the text
who was brought to Jesus Christ in
spite of his sins and opposition. There
may be some here who are as stoutly
opposed to Chirist as ’aul was. Thee
may be some here who are captive of
their sins as much so as the young man
who said in regard to his dissipating
habits : 1 will keep on with trem. 1
know I am breaking my mother’s heart,
and I know Iam killing myself, and |
know that when 1 die [ shall go to hell,
but it is now too late to stop.”
PAUL, CHIEF OF SINNERS.

The stecd on wiich you ride may be
swifter and stronger and higher-mettled
than that on which the Cilician persecu-
tor rode, but Christ can catch it by the
bridle, and hurl it back and hurl it down.
There is mercy for you who say you are
100 bad 10 be saved.  You say vou have
put off the Master so long. Panl had
neglected it n great while.  You say that
the sin you have committed has been
amidst the most ageravating circum-
stances. ‘Fhat was so with Paul’s. You
say you have cxasperated Christ and
coaxed your own ruin. So did Paul,
And yet he sus to day onone of the
hizhest of the ileavenly thrones: znd
there is mercy for you, and goold days
for you, and gladness for you, if you
will only take the same Christ which
first threw him down znd then raised
him up. It scems tome as it 1 can see
Paul 10-day rising up from the highway
to Damascus and brushing off the dust
from his cloak and wiping the sweat of

excitement from his brow, as he turns
to us and all the ages, saying: “This

is a faithful saying and worthy of ali
acceptation, that Christ Jesus came
into the world to savesinners, of whom
I am chiel.”

Once more: 1 learn from this subject
that there is a tremendons reality in re-
ligion. 1If it had been a mere optical de-
lusion on the rozd to Damascus, was not
PPaul just the man to tind it out? 1If it
had been a sham and pretense, would he
not have pricked the bubble? He wasa
man of facts and arguments, of the
most gigantic intellectual nature, and
not a man of halluginations. And when
I see him fall from the saddle, blinded
and overwhelmed. 1 say there maust
have been something in it. And, my
dear brother, you wiltl tind that there is
something in religion somewhere. ‘The
only question is, where?

I'here was a man who ro:de from Stam-
ford to London, $5 miles in five hours
on horseback. Very swift. There was
a woman of tNewmarket who rode on
horselback 1,609 milesin 1,000 hours. Very
swift. DBut there are those here, ay, all
of us are speeding on  at tenfold that
velocity, at a thousandfold that rate,
toward eternity. May Almighty God,
from the opening  heavens, tlash upon
your soul this hourthe question of your
eternal destiny, and oh! that Jesus would
this hour overcome you with his par-
doning mercy, us He "stands here with
the pathos of a broken heart and sobs
into your ear: “l have come for thee.
I come with my back raw from the
beating. Icome with my feet mangled
with nails. I come with my brow aching
from the twisted bramble. 1 come with
mv heart bursting for your woes. I can
stand it no longer. 1 am Jesus whom
thou persecutest.”

An Intelligent Elephant.

The elephant at first glance appears to
be a dull, heavy sort of a fellow, with a
mind, if he has such a thing, about suited
to the appreciation of pea nuts and noth-
ing more. 1f we look into the elephant’s
eye, however, we shall see thatit is a
pretty bright sort of an eye. and more
often than not it will be found to twinkle
in a manner which indicates the poses-
sion of an idea or two inside of that
mammolth head. This second glance
will give us a more correct understand-
ing of the elephant’s intellectual quali-
ties than the first; and 2s we never
judge a man by his ciothes, so we should
not atiempt to estimate theelephant’s in-
telligence by his personal appearance,
which is not besutiful.

The elephant stood quictly by, and ap-
peared to understand what was going on.
No sooner had the driver utteved his
question than the animal threw histrunk
round Lim, threw him down, and untied
the unusuailly bulky cioth the servant
wore round his waist.  Out rolled a large
quantity of rice which kad heen stolen
by the servant cut of the elephant’s al-
lowance.

A Fighting Stratagem of the Crawlish,

The common crawtish (Palinurus vuiga.
ris) has many points of interest, and not
the least curious is his plan of com-
bat when  matched  with a vowerful
antagonist. Without chelate limbs, ke
secms weak and defensceless. Oneis  at
first inclined to commiserate this appar-
ent want of means alike of offense or
defense, especiallv in comparison  with
his kindred, the lobsters, atmed so well
with powerful seizing chelac. That he
bhad means of defense seemed probable;
but it is only within the last few days
tbat this was satisfactorily demonstrated.
Without any particular intention in
view, we had dropped a medium sized
lobster into the tank cointaining two
large “Palinurus”.

view of [I'alinurus. The lobster was
put quite hors de combat, for his body
was terribly matilated by the shaip
spines,which had picreed his ntmor us
though it were tissue paper. DBesides
this instance, cases are known where
ersons incautiously handling thecraw-
ish have received wounds on the arm
Infiicted by a similar sudden flap of the
tail.—Jas. Hornell,in Natural Science.
