He should remember that the time
of many of these prisoners dates away
back, and if it ehows anyvthing it is
that criminals in the Howard county
court are found guilty and punished,
and the number is naot large at all, all
things considered.  Mr. Griflith should
also remember that we are elmost con-
tivuous to DBaltimore city and two
eides of the county are traversed by
railroads giving us moie police work
probably than any other county in the
State.

The County Commissioners.

James E. Vanaant was appointed
Tuesday by the county commissioners
as constabie of the Second district for
the ensuing two years.

Upon petition of Mr. John Clageit to
the effect that there were county taxes
still uncoliceted by him for the years
1892 and 1893, the Circuit Court extend-
¢d his timefor one year.

‘I'he commissioners conjointly with
the Baltimore county commissioners have
signed the contract with the Wrought
Iron Bridge Company of Cunton, Ohio,
for the reconstruction of the bridge over
the Patapsco river, near the Relay House,
one-half of which was washed away by
the recent tlood.  The contract price is
£1,925, to be equally divided between the
two counties.

Whipping in School,

Miss Ida K. Hawthorne, a teacher in
the public school at Sykesville, Cairoll
county, was arrested some time ago for
whipping one of her pupils. At the trial
before the justice of the peace she ad-
mitted that she had whipped the child,
but claimed that the punizhment had
been deserved and had not exceeded the
hounds of reasonable correction. The
magistrate found her guilty and, by di-
rection of the school board, she toox an
appeal. The court reversed the decision
of the justice Thursday and said that in
Marylund  the law regarded the school
teacher as the instructor and protector of
those under her charge and as heing  re-
sponsible for their proper conduct while
in her care. ‘12 teaclier, therefore, had
the right to enforce chedience or main-
tain discipline by whipping or other
proper modes of punishment, whenever
it was necessary, provided the correction
was ncither wanton, cruel nor exceszive.

THE FLOOD OI' 1868,

Mr. James Blerly has handed Mr
Wirgman, editor of the Progress here, a
copy of “The Common Sense,” dated
July 29, 1868, containing a tull account
of the memorable flood which oceurred
in the Patapsco river on the 24th of the
same month, Mr.  Wirgman has
courteously permitted us to look over
and make such extracts as we please
from: this interesting relic of the past,
deseribing as it does in detail the most
heartrending calamity that ever occurred
in the valley of the Patapsco. The
names of thirty-nine persons, ranging
from the babe up to the man of sixty-
four years, who perighed in the relent-
less wave (for such it appeated to he) as
it” swept through the gorge, are given.

The omnions coming and general de-
struction of tue flood is described as
follows: ;

“On Friday morning some rain fell,
but not enough to swell the Fatapzco to
any great measurce. The factories and
mills, the stores aad houscholds were
husy in the ordinary way, aid life moved
quietly In its usual channels, no one
paying any more attention to tiie rainy
clouds, than to welcome them as bheneti-
cent visitors to our parched fields and
roads.”

“Gradually, however, the aspect
changed. Darkness filled the air. Gloom
sank upon the hearts. T'he frightened
birdlings sought their roosts and fell
asleep.  The depressed mind felt the
forbodings of evil in the unusual dark-
ness.  The fear-dimmed eye espied with
misgivings the motionless mass of clouds
overhanging the valley and spreading
both night and terror; but while the
apprehensive look examined the threat-
ening skies, a terrific destroyer had
come near the unsuspecting, and a mass
of water, never hefore seen in thes:
regions, rolled down the narrow vale,
carrying off  every thing within its
greedy grasp.  In the western valley a
rain of eighteen inches had fallen within
half an hour's space, and from Waters-
ville down, bridges, mills, roads, rail-
ways, houses, stores, factories—all had
to yield, cither entirely or partly, until
at last the flood being swelled to a
gigantic stream by the otherwise peace-
uble rills and brooks of forest and ficlds
along the Patapsco, reached the narrow
pass of Eilicott City. Here the wrath of
the fettered element hecame houndless
and tore ofl everything in its road,”

Discovenry or an Inprax Bunvisd:
Gurouxp.—Mr. J. Hdward Hawkins dis-
covered recently on his furm about three
milea  below  Prince  Fredericktown,
Calvert county, near the Patuxent River,
an Indian burying-ground. ‘The shift-
fng of the soil tor centuries had covered
the stones that sat upright and marked
the graves. The land had just been
cleared of huge pinetrees, and was being
prepared for cultivation, when the plow
was stopped by an obstruction about six
inches below the surface. Upon digging
to clear the spot, there was found a
brown stone slab, seven feet long by
three feet wide and nine or ten inches in
thicknesy, ‘I'bis wae laid horizontally on
a foundation of well-shaped stone. The
slab, which welghs about 4,000 pounds,
was evenly cut and grooved, and showed
the work of skilled hands. ‘T'his vault,
from its preparation, must have contain-
ed the remains of some _dignitary of the
tribe. A short distance ofl there was
also exhumed a stone that sat in a per-
pendicular position, measuring two by
three feet, and on it appeuared, artisticai-
ly ecarved, a clear representation of a
spear-head.
were found in the soil. ‘The Maryland
Historical Society has been notified of
the discovery.
