THE INCOMETANX.

As some of our readers may not be
familiar with the income-tax feature of
the pending tarifl bill, which is partly
responsible for the Baltimore Sun’s pos-
ition of hostility to the measure, we
would explain it briefly as follows:

All incomes above $1,000 are to be
taxed two per cent. and the neét profits
of corporations are to be subjected to a
like tax.

Of course the great masses of thepeople,
persons of moderate means, are not affect -
cd, the law applying only to those of
wealth and also to great corporate
interests.

The Baltimore Sun, being a corpora-
tion, will be taxed under the contem-
plated Iaw £2,000 on cach $100,000 of its
profite.  'T'he capitalists and monopolists
who own the stock of The Sun will pay
at the same rates on Sun dividends
sielling their incomes beyond the $4,000
limit. The revenues from the other
vast interests and  estates of these
persons will likewise bhe taxed so that
it s estimated that the burden of taxa-
tion imposed upon them will range from
ien to twenty thousand dollars per an-
num.

This is why The Sun raves and tears
its hair over the tarifT bill.

We are not wedded to the income-tax
feature of the bill. It is introduced
rather as a matter of expediency and not
upon any distinet party pledge. For
many reasons we might favor its elimina-
tion. Dutthe way it stirs up the tax-
dodgers is a redeeming circumstance.

WHAT EVERYBODY SHIOULD KNOW.

Justice Harlan, of the United States
Supreme Court, in his address to the
graduates of the Univcrsit_\"of Marylaad
law school recently, truly sdid

“I'ne man who knows nothing of the
form of government under which helives
scarcely deserves 1o enjoy its benefits.”

Justice Harlan furtheranimadverted se-
verely upon the inexcusable ignorance
frequently displayed by lawyers upon
the constitution and laws of their coun-
try, and the curious features of our
systems of education under which fa-
miliarity may be gained with ancient
forms of government to the exclusion of
our own tosuch an extent indeed that
presumably educated Americans, visit-
ing Europe, are unable to explain our
institutions to the foreigner.

Reviewing the conditions under which
the federal constitution was adopted,
Justice Harlan spoke of the Virginia
Bill of Rizhts promulgated at Wiliiams-
burg on June 12, 1776, Lcefore the adop-
tion of the constitution, as being almost
as important as the constitution itself.
“This bill,” he said, “was the work of
one man, and to him, to the shame of
the American people beit said, no monu-
been erected. 1 allude to

iecorge Mason. le wasn’t a lawyer, but
there was not a word in the bill that wa3
not necessary, and it was the first in-
strument that declared all men to be by
nature equal.”

It is no more fair to ascribe a monopo-
Iy of lezal knowledge to the legal pro-
fession that to assume the vesting of all
political knowledge inthe professional
politician. Every good citizen is not ex-
pected to practice law, but he should be
nevertheless a lawyer to the same extent
that he should be a politiclan although
he may never expect to hold public
oflice. \\ glaring lack in present schemes
of public instruction is the failure to
prepsre the youths of the country for the
duties and responsibilities of citizenship.
‘I'hese duties and responsibilities make it
imperative that the private citizen should
to a certain extent study slatecraft, the
Iayman study law.

THE STRIKE.
The strike of railroad cmplsyes in the
West has assumed proportions quite

alarming in that business along more
than fifty thousand miles of railroad
track has been paralyzed and there is
likely to be a conflict between
strikers and Federal troops. ‘The
strike is a sympathetic one in favor of
the Pullman employes who recently
went out against a reduction of their
wages.

The movement extends as far as the
Pacific coast where, as in Chicago, the
authorities seem entirely unable to cope
with the difliculty. It is estimat-
ed that the loss to hoth sides is
about a million dollars a day and if an
adjustment is not reached in a few days
the situation will be still further compli-
cated.

On the ground that the strike is inter-
fering with inter-state commerce and
the transportation of the mails the
whole power of the government will be
brought to bear on the situation and the
declaration of a condition not unlike war
may yet he found necessary.

‘The Work Begun by “The 'Fimes®” Is Stil
Kept Up All along the Lioe—The Sun’s

‘I'he Montgomery Advoeate, published
at Rockville, and the leading Demo-
cratic paper of Montgomery county, has
recently contained a mumber of strong
and seathing editorials exposing  the
Baltimore Sun along the line pursued by
all the other Democratic papers of the
State..

It may or may not he considered
Sealuable information,” but it is a fact
that the one-ecighti: of a cent a pound,
which was fixed on by the Remocraiic
caucus as the proper duty on refined
sugars and which is being so much mag-
nitied by certain silly Mugwumpian pa-
pers as a favoritism te the sugar trust, is
just one half of the duty impesed on the
game article in the bill as reported to the
House by 3Ir. Wilson after several
months of incubation. We qguote ex-
actly from bill as reposted by Mr. Wil-
son: “All sugars above number sixteen,
Duteh standard, shall pay a duty of
five-tweniieths of one cent per pound.”

TU BUILD ‘A SHIP CANAL.
o e SR I
A Great Demaonstration inltalthmore Mon-
day of Last Week.

The project of a gship waler way from
the Chesapeake bay to the ocean haslon:s
been under disenssion in Baltimore a d
the State! It looks now us if the matter
iz about to take tangible shape. ‘Fo that
end nmeeting was held fn the Academy
of Music last week at which  the
advantages and general features of the
enterprise were set forth.  Among those
who delivered addresses was Senator Gor-
man who in the course of his speech
said : )

“When I was invited to this a.ecting [
was assured that npon this great ques.
tion there is nothing but harmony and
unanimity of sentiment. I am much
gratitied at what I have heard. It is
a pleazant retief to spend a few hours
away frem Washington, where 1 have,
with a number of gentlemen from other
states, been scheming and planning ways
and mesns to assess, to the best of our
ubilitics, to gee if we cannot get a suflici-
ent revenue from all your enterprises,
and even get some of General Agnus’
income as well, to mcet the demands of
the nation to carry out just such pro-
jects as this meeting is called to endoree.

“l expected to be called upon to com-
mitt myzelf to a bill to take from the
‘I'reasury some of these millions that we
are trying to put into it to construct this
canal. I am much relieved, however,
when General Aguus says that the work
is tc be done by the state and city. ‘That
takes us back to the early history of
Marland, when, though small and thinly
populated, Baltimore was one of the tirst
towns of the Union to petition Congress
to give aid to internal improvements.
Maryland was the first state to_subscribe
to a turnpike company, and the Con-
gressional appropriation for the great
National pike was largely due to the
petition from Maryland. ‘T'his state, too,
was among the first to invest millions in
in a canal, and Baltimore and Marylwd
in what was almost the parent rail-
ratlroad of the country.

“Some say these millions afl dollars
were thrown away. 1 deny it. Every
dollar invested by the state and city in
these great works brought back three,
and Maryland has never had to repu-
diate a single debt. [Applause.) These
facilities aided in Kkeeping Maryland,
smull as she is, apace’with large states.
You now have commerce brought from
20 other commonwealths.  See  what

Inltimore village has grown to, and
then can you say these millions were
lost ¥? L

*Balitmore is the only city on the
coust that has helped open . its own Lar-
bor.  "T'his fact had much to do with the
sitsequent  govermmental  anpropria-
tions. DBut you cannot stand still.  Re-
member that after you have secured
Lounest money and a fair system of taxa-
tion there is no problem  before the
human mind so great as this one of
transportation—this shortening of dis-
tances, ‘I'be country that furnishes the
people with the greatest facilities for
transportation will be the greatest coun-
try on the earth.

“Hence, [ Say this canal oyght to bLe
built.  In case of war it would be a great
bulwark of protection not only to Balti-
more, but to Washington and other great
cities on the Atlantic coast. Therefore,
it ought to be a national enterprise.
Thirteen years ago this subject was
hrought up at a mecting of your Mer-
chants and Manufacturers’ Association.
I was asked to support it, but with the
frunkness and simplicity of a country-
man I saw | conld not do so until the
work of deepening your harbor had been
completed.  Wiien that had been done
I promised, if still in Congress to do ull
in my power to aid in building that
canal. To-night I renew that pledge”
[ Applause.]

Mr. Gorman then gave a resume of
the work being done by Canada to
seeure inland waterways for huge ships
of war. lle told of the $£300,000,000
spent by that government to build the
Canadian Pacific railway. It was with
chicerfulness, there fure, that he had yoted

for the appropriation gqsked by the
Northwestern states to dig a  ship

channel in the great lakes along otrown
shores and to construct a canal to join
the waters of the lakes with the Missis-
sippi.

He assured his Northwestern colleagucs
that Lis constituents in Maryland, con-
servative as they may be, nevertheless be-
lieve in preserving American commerce
for the American people. [Applause.]
Of the Nicaragua Canal, Mr. Gorman
said it would make the United States the
mistress of the ocean in 20 years, and
would be of greater value than the Suez
Canal.

“I propose,” commented the Senator,
“after you start the work, to remind my
colleagues that Maryland gave them the
territory out of which States are made,
has aided in making their commerce;
that she now wants the General Govern-
ment to diedge in the rivers on the
Chesapeake and Delaware sides of the
peninsula and we'll cut out the little
sandhill ourselves. [Appluuse.? I in-
tend such an amendment to the river
an:d harbor bill, but 1 don’t want my
friends in Washington to know that 1
said this until we get through with the
tariff bill.” | Laughter.]

The Senator reminded his audience
that the State constitution of 1847 pro
hibits any subscription to such public
works, but ke had no hesitation in say-
ing that such a prohibition should be
climinated as obsolete.  [Applause | e
concluded by saying that if Marvland
and Bahimore built the canal it will be
one of the greatest achievements accom-
plished by any State.
