I1ill was in court with his counsel Hon.
Edwin Warlield, president of the Fideli-
- and Deposit Company of Maryland,
and Mr. Edpar H. Gans, of the Balti-
more  bar. Mr. Wartield -openel tie
areument and spoke from two o'cluck
until the adjournment of court shortly
after three.  In opening he made a full
statement of all the facts in the case. Mr.
11ill, he said, had been summun_cd in the
carly atages of the investigation as 2
witness before the grand jury. e had
attended from day to day but had, as he
confessed, in an tnguznded moment and
while in a state of irrespounzibility abseni-
ed himself from the jurisdiction of the
court and jury. Mr. Wartield had
found him in DBaltimeze in a sick bed,
where his indiscretion had placed him
and in the care of a physician. 5o soon
as he was able to leave his bed Mr. iliil
had returned to Howard county, and
with the aesistanee ef Me. Warileld and
an expert sceouninnt had compicied tie
writing up ot his books for the compie-
tion of which the law had given him un-
til the first of Qctober. ‘The work was
hestily done but at the grand jury’s be-
hest Mr. Hill had turned over all ihe
books and records of his eflice to the in-
gpection of which the grand jury had
any right. “There are some individual
rights,”” said he, swhich even courts and
grand juries are hound to respeet.”

was the custodian. No ander of the
board and no warrant of law dirceted
how he should keep Lis account. 'ithe

only requizement upon Liim was thet he
should expend pubiic money as directed,
duly acconnt for ail moneys received and
turn over sitch meney, books and papers
to his suecessor. "This Mr. Hill has done,
gave so far as the gand jusy has deprive.
ed hin of the books and 1econds in his
custody, aud the school boead  has ac-
cepted and ratificd his zecounis, What
more can bhe demanded of him,  What
does the grand jury wani?”

Mr. Watfield concluded his remarks by
faking up the subpeenn duces teetn

The only marvel is that so smull a ¢lass
of sugar swag beneficiaries could start
a rebellion and attract the attention of
the country to their movement as one of
national moment. ‘There are only 579
cane sugar producers in the United
States, und these H79 sugar growers were
pald aggregate bountles last year of
$11,114,200. When it is remembered
that of this sum $10,568,866 wes paid
to sugar producers in the single State of
Louisiana it may be understood how the

less than 500 sugar growers in that
single State have been inspired to inaug-
urate rebellion against the overthrow of
the sugar sway.

The ayerage amount of sugar hounties
paid to each sugar cane producer in the
United States Iast year was $19,195.06,
nnd as the largest individual producers
are in the Btate of Louisiana, it is safe
to assume that every Louisana sugar
planter was paid over $20,000 last year
out of the sugar swag. A bounty of over
$20,000 to a plantution paid annually by
the government, is well calculated to
whet the appetite of the average man
even to the extent of revising his politi-
cal faith If necessary to maintain the
swag. The Pennsylvania farmer gets
nothing from the government but taxes,
while the sugar planter of Louisana
pockets his $20,000 annually as his share
of the taxes levied upon the people for
the privilege of using sugar. Why
should not men who have been enjoying
such a liberal swag 1ebel when the peo-
ple have grown tired of it and propose
to stop it by some equitable method of
taxation ?

The Loulsiana planters who have re-
belled against the repeal of the sugar
swag have simply exercised their undis-
puted rights as citizens. They are right
to maintained thelr own interests in
their own party if they can, outside of
ft il they muat, but it is not wise for them
to start a rebellion thut can end only
in doing injury to themsclves. If
Louisiana should revolutionize her politi-
cal position on the sugar question by
the rebelllon of less than 500 sugar plan-
ters who are clamoring for a subsidy -of
$20.000 a year to each of them, they
would do more to hasten the advent of
entirely free sugar than all the opponents
of protection to sugar throughout the
country could accomplish.,

They are therefore exercising their in-
disputable rights in starting an agitation
that will certainly attract universal at-
tention 1o the enormous sugar swag of
the McKinley bill, and it is safe to as-
sume that whenever the people take o
horizoutal view of the question they
will respond to the Louisiana rebellion
of the $20,000 per head sugar planters
by putting sugar on the free list and
letting the planters take care of them-
selves. That {a what the revolt in Louisi-
ana logically looks to, and if they want
it that way, let them have it.

The ‘Tax on Playing Cards.

The new tariff bill imposes a tax of
two cents on every pack of playing cards
in the hands of manufacturers or dealers
and on every pack manufactured after
the law goes into effect. 1t also pro-
vides a penalty of %i0 for the sale of
every pack of cards after the law be-
comes operative without a two cent
stamp attached. Everyone who las
playing cards intended for sale is re-
quired to forward to the internal revenue
collector of the district in which he does
business a sworn statement of the num-
ber of packs of cards he has on hand
the day the bill becomes iaw. There are
no manufacturers of playing ‘cards in
Collector Vandiver'sdistrict. Importers
of playing cards will also be required to
aflix a two cent stamp on every pack
imported.

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The Ohio Democratic platform says:
“We adhere to the declarations of the
Democratic party in its national plat-
form that protection is a frand, and wo
recognize the beneticial reduction of
duties on imports just made by Con-
gress. We favor such further redue-
tions as can be maede, holding in view
the revenue nccessary to be raised for
the support of the government to thz
end that the injustice of purely protec-
tive duties be abolished. We congratu-
late the country upon the vepeal of the
McKinley tarifl and the enactment of a
tariff law in its stead, under the opera-
tion of which trade and business are re-
viving and the country again becoming
prosperous. McKinley tariff went into
operation less than four years ago, yvet
in that short period the country changed
from prosperity to a condition of finan-
cial and industrial depression unparallel-
ed in owr history as a nation. Under
its aperation the revenues derived from
duties on impoits decreased to a sumn in-
suflicient to meet the expenses of the
government, thereby necessitating the
sale of bonds and a consequent increase
of interest-licaring debt of the govern-
ment. Under it more business failures
occurred than ever before in the history
of the country in the same period of
time. \While it was in force there were
harder times, more companies and more
business houses bankrupted, more fore-
cd sales, and more distrezses and destitu-
tion than was ever known in this
country in the samec length of time.
The Republican pretense that these re-
sults were caused by change of adminis-
tration is o unsupported by facts that a
denial seems unnecessary, for it must
not be overlooked that until within the
last thirty days every commodity
bought or sold, including every bushel
of grain and every pound of wool in the
market, was bought and sold "under the
MeKinley tariff, which was in full op-
eralion, doing its perfect work, and
that since its repeal business hus reviv-
ed and the market improved, which is a
complete answer to the charge.”
