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WIHY THE BOMRD 15 INDICTED.

Tho Transactions Upon Which the State

Buses 1ts Charges—LRepublicans Maukings
CCrpitat of thoe Matter,

Inquiries made of school aunthorities
and others in connection with the scheol
board investigation develop the follow-
ing facts.

1’resident Dobbin, it seems, incurred
$74 traveling expenses while inspeeting
school property with a view to determin-
ing 1o what extent demands for new
buildings and improvements, from all
paits of the county, could be complied
with. Por receiving the sum named Mr.
Dobbin is indicted.

Commissioner Hebb, who is a prae-

ticing physicinn, was authorized by tie
school board to visiz all the schoo!s in
the county, during the threatened small-
pox epidemic last winter, to see that the
law was enforced and vaccinate all
children requiring his services. ‘The law
had vet been enforced for a number of
—vears and it was estimated that half the
:‘2,500 children ¢f the county hud not heen
vaccinated. A peremptory enforcement
of the law without some special action
by the board would have closed the
schools and subjected teachers and
trustees to heavy fines. 'The board
thought it in the interests of public
education to have the work of vaccina-
tion done at once under its own super-
vision, thus keeping the schools open
and shielding teachers and trastees from
fine or possible imprisonment. Dr. Hebb
expended about $100 for vaccine virus,
and was paid 500 more for services as a
physician, about -0 cents for cxch child
vaccinated, or 20 cents per caplita if
account is taken of children examined.
Recelving compensation for this work
has caused Dr. Hebbd's indictment.

Messrs. Dobbin, Iebb and Hill are in-
dicted for incurring $150 éxpenzes while
attending the National Educational Asso-
ciation’s meeting in Richmond, Va,, for
one week last winter, at the instance cf
the State Board of Education.

One intdictment against Iix-T'reasurer
J. E. Hil for negligence seems to he
mainly for an absence of cight days from

his oftice. Anotiher charges him  with
cembezzling $1459. 1t seems, however,

that swhen Mr. Hiil resigned hie accounted
for every cent of public money that had
ever come into his hands, and turred
over the balance, a sum exceeding $2,560.
That Mr. Hill should have checked out
money in excess of his salary is explain-
ed on the ground that his deposits of
pubiic funds and private money were
kept together for convenience, and he
states that at any and all times he could
have turned over the balance due of
school funds. Neither the law nor the
gchool board compelicd him to deposit
with any particular bank, or to deposit
at all, hence he felt that it was only
incumbent upon him to have any school
money in his possession always available.

Attention has been directed to the fact
that all along Republicans have been try-
ing to make politicel capital for use in
the present campaign  ont of the school
board investigation. The invesiizating
committee wus composed of  Messrs,
George D. Day, Owen Il Mereier, Louis
N. Getz, Jacoh Werner and Jumes Mar-
low. Mr. Day is the well-knewn county
2epublican leader, who was an Indian
agent under President Harrison. Messrs,
Mercier and Getz are two of Day’s trusted
local lieutenants. These three made a
majority of the committee.  Certain pro-
fessing but’ dissatistied Democrats have
encouragzed and abetted the Repuiblicans
in their efTortg, being quite willing to
subordinate Democratic supremacy and
the cause of tariff reform to persoanl
ends. It is pointed out that this infer-
ence is itresistible from the fact that Mr.
Hill has occasioned the county no loss of
money. From no quarter has it been in-
sinuated that his settlement with his
successor was not in full. So that the
obiect in subjecting the county to the
expense of prosecuting Mr. 11l would
appear to be something other than re-
placing money in the county treasury.

It is estimated that the four weeks’
session of the grand jury alone will in.
crease the county tax rate by several
cents next year.

A noteworthy feature of the recent
grand jury's sitting was the rapidity with
which knowledge of what was done in its
supposed secret sessions spraad about
the streets of Ellicott City. Private in-
dividuals are said in some instaunces to
Lave known what the grand jury had
done bhefore the ofiicers of the law. T is
rumored that a future gran:d inguiest will
be asked to ingaire into the deportment
of one or two members of the four-weeks’
grand jury.

P T'he Howard county grand jury today
found indictments  against - the fol-

lowing ofticevs of the Howard County
School Board :

President 1tobert A. Dobbin, for de-
manding and reeeiving $71 from ‘'reas-
urer J E. 1Ll in excess of $100 paid
each school commissioner per annum,

Dr. Johin W, Hebb, for demanding and
receiving 50 over the stated salary for
the yenr.

Ex l'reasurer J. E. Hill, for embezzel-
ing $150.

‘The three were also indicted on the
charge of conspiring to cheat and fraud-
wlently obtaining $°50. Mr. Hill had
previonsly been indicted for negligence
in oflice, and Dr. Hebb for obtaining 600
for vaccinating pupils of the public
schools. As soon as the warrants for
their arrest were issued the three gentle-
men presented  themselves  before the
court, and furnished seearity for their
appesrance,

‘Fhis case was the last one pending be-
fore the grand jary, and at the close of
the Investigation it adjonrned. ‘Fhe
grand jury’s 1eport is as followsa:

‘T'o the ilonorable, the Judges of the Cir-
cuit for Howard ceunty :

The grand jury have the honor to
make to the court, the following report :

‘I'hey have been in session alinost con-
tinuously for four weeks, in the dis
charge of their duties, as vrand jurors,
During that tine they have examined
about one hundred witnesses whichh has
resulted in the finding of thinty indict-
ments and  have investiguted several
cases of preater or less importance, in
addition to those in which indictments
were found, which have been dismissed.
They have investirated the accounts of
the Clerk of the Circuit Court, and of
the Register of Wills, of Howard county,
and have found them to be in a most
satisfactory condition, and the books
and papers to he neatly and satisfactorily
kept. ‘They examjned the books and
accounts of the oflice of the Board of
County Commissioners of Howard coun-
ty, and find them in a most satisfactory
condition. 'T'hey woukld report, however,
that they foand an open account show-
ing a balance of one hundred dollarg,
with interest thereon, due from Mr. Lee
Whipps, as collector, for the vears 15888
and 1859, which the grand jury are in-
formed Mr. Whipps refuses to pay upon
the ground that said sum has already
been accounted for and which in our
judgment should be closed by proper
process. The grand jury have visited
and Inspected the County Jail, and found
it cleanly and well kept. The grand jury
would suggest, however, to the court that
the attention of the proper oflicers should
be called to the sanitary condition of
the water closets of the jail which were
found to he offensive in odor due en-
tirely to an insuflicient water supply
which should in our opinion, he immed-
intely corrected by obtaining a larger
supply of water or possibly by the use of
earth closets.

The grand jury have the honor to re-
port furthier that had it not been for the
obstructions and vexatious delays of the
I'reasurer and Examiner and of two of
the members at lenst of the HBoard of
County School Commissioners.of Howard
county, who have appeared to throw
every obstruction in the way of the graad
jury, they could have readily completed
their lebors in eight days from the time
they first met.

As a result of the grand jury’s investi-
gation of ihe affairs of the County
School Boarid, a part of which is hereto
attachied, which has been approved hy
the grand jury and which the grand jury
request your honor to consider as a part
of this report and since the grand jury
have finally obtained the checks and
stubs from the ex School Examiner, they
find the supposition as set forth by the
committee of the grand jury, as embod-
fed in theaccompanying report, to be fully
sustained as a fact. The grand jury re-
gret that they feel it their duty to report
to your honor that their examination of
the afTairs of the School Board demon-

It appears from the quartely reportsfor
this year that the pay of asgistant
teachers was increased during the year
from £75, (the former pay,) to $100 and
2110 per term. This increase in the pay
of Jthe assistant teachers calls for an
outlay of about £3500 for a full school
year of 10 months. Not many teachers
receive too much, though, for the work
done by them, and the School Board has
the undoubied right to fix thelr salarles
at any reasonable figure,

In the matter of bLorrowing money
the Board has not been sufliciently
ceautious. With & large balance on hand
at the beginning of the year, there does
not appear to have been any great nec-
cessity for borrowing much money dur-
ing the year. We find that, just bhefore
paying the teachers’ salaries, aggregat-
ing £5,889.81, in November last, the
gchool board borrowed from the bank
the sum of $1,500,00. At the same time
there appears to have been a bhalunce in
the treasury of fully £6 300.00. Again,
on the 31st day, of July, the last day of
the fiscal year, with a batunce of 2 99044
in the treasury, a four months note was
given to J. 1. Medairy and Co. for $1.-
072,45 for hooks, furniture and station-
ery furnished during the year. Such
acts, in our opinion, are altogether
wrong. By econcmical management, we
helieve, £100.00 in interest could have
been saved during the year. Many
other items given in the table above are
so clearly wroag as to need no comment
at all. It is quite plain, from the figures
above set forth, that fully 21.500.00 was
improperly spent during the year, and
this sum added to the $604 70 misspent
during the previous year, makes a total
of over %2100 00 during the past two
years. This money could have been
speat for other purposes, with great
ndvantage to the public system of the
county.

The outstanding dcbt of the board is
enother important matter. ‘The total
present indebtedness, as near as can be
ascertained, is about $1,000.00, among
the chief items being the following: To
John Melia, on notes for one, two, and
three years, $540,00; to J. H. Medairy
and Co. for books, furniture and station-
ionery £1,072-45; to the P’atapsco Nation-
al Bank, advance on the State distribu.
tion of the school tax, due oct 15th, $2,-
000.00.

We find that, pursuant to the public
school by-laws, the school funds of this
county haye always been keptin an in
corporated bank.

We tind that all public school funds,
from both county and state, that eame
1nto the hands of the late treasurer of the
school board during the past two years,
were deposited by him in the Patapsco
National Bank of Ellicott City.

We find that the ecash bhook of the
school board, as kept by the treasurer,
shows a balance of $2.990.44 in the treas-
ury on 3ist day of July last.

We find  that, according to a report
made by the oflicers of the bank, there
was no such balance in the bank at that
time.

And we further tind, that on the 20th
day of September, or just one week ago
to-day, the sum of $2,197.05, in currency,
was returned to the bank, by some one
to your committee unknown, and that
this sum, together with the small balance
tlLen in bauk, has been duly turned over
to the present treasurer of the School
load. ‘T’his sum of money, thus return-
ed, must have bheen previously with-
drawn from the bank by some one and
used for other than public school pur-
poses. .Not having anccess to the
checks and check stubs, we cannot tell to
whom this money had been paid or for
what purpos-s it had been used.
