Not 3 Rosy Outlook,
Baltimore Sun.

If we estimate the crop of wheat in
the United States at tive hundred million
bushels, and that it takes fifty cents s
bushel to pav expenses, then since the
McKinley bill went into effect, four
years ago, the farmers have 5259,000,000
a year less with which to buy of the
manufacturers. One year ago cotton
was worth S cents a pound. Now it is
worth 5 cents. Accepting the estimate
of nine million bales for the crop of the
present year, this means that the reve-
nues of the cotton States will be
diminizhed by £116,000,000 on a single
staple. ‘I'he average price of cotton for
the decade ended with 1877 was about 18
cents; for that ended with 1887 it was 12
cents, and from 1881 to 15495 it was over
10 cents. It will be seen, therefore, Low
enormously the purchasipg power of the
cotton States has decreased, cach cent a
pound amounting to 515,000,050 on =«
single crop. But the decrease of reve-
nue is more than it apparently is. If
what remains is only sutlicient to pay
the expense of producing the crop, and
it is probably not even sullicient for that,
then the entire fund from this source
avaeilable for buying supplies from the
factories is gone.

And it is not the mamifacturers alone
upon whom this blow will fall. The
Western farmers will suffer as well
When betrer prices for cotton prevailed
the South devoted its entire energies to
its prodnction, buying itsmeat, corn, hay
and mules from the West. This the
South can no longer do, but must raise
tiese articles for itself or go without.
The result of this necessity is already
apparent in the increased production of
corn and meat in the South and the in-
creased distress of the Western farmer.

The effect of the low price of wheat
and cotton upon what is called the
balance of trade must be great, and it
will account in & measure for tiie greater
outttfow oif gold from this country to
Furope during the last year or two. ‘The
average annual export of wheat from the
United States is not far from & hundred
and fifty million bushels, and of cotton
this year will reach seventeen hundred
million pounds. Instead of bringing
back from Euarope $320,000,060 as it did
when wheat was a dollar and cotton ten
cents, America will receive only $140,-
000,000. "T'his means that that difference
ninst be made up in some other way, and
it is partly done by shipping gold.

The outtlook for the farmer scems
gloomy enough, but to us not so dark
as that of the faciory operative and
others dependest on the manufacturing
interesiz. 'I'he farmer, if he is out of
debt, can get zlong. {le has a roof over
his head and no monthly rent to pay.
e can raise on hLis faym suflicient food

for his family aad will fimd not much
difticuity zbout his clothes. But if the

factories go into overprodcction and
have to close for half the year, how are
the inhabitants of the factory towns
woing to pay rent and buy food? 'That is
a question worth consiaering.

Letter P"ay for Teachers,

Laltimore Heraldo ,

Female teachers in the public schocels
of DPhiladelphia are demanding better
wages. One argument advanced hefore
the school board is that men occupying
positions in the same grades and doing
the same work receive better pay. It is
also maintained that teaching bheing a
profession  which  requires special
aptitude and preperation should com-
mand salaries commensurate with the
dignity of the position and the effort
required to attain proficiency and ex-
cellence therein.

T'his is, by no means, a complaint con-
fined to the City of DPhiladelphia
Teaching was one of the first vocations
for woien to enter, and it is especially
suited to their tastes and capacities.
DBut women in general hayve never re-
ceived pay cquivalent to that given to
men in the same grade of work. ‘The
rule which has appiied elsewhere still
clings to the schedule of teachers’
salaties, and the pay given to women
is 5 to 10 per cent. less than that allowed
men.

The injustice of such procedure is ap-
parent, and has been commented upon
often. But the rersons which prompt
school hoards to cling to an old preju
dice are so deep-seated that many have
given up the hope ot ever sceirg them
eradicated. Tt is part and parcel of that
tradition which has designated wom:n
as inferior to man, and which has made
the entrance of the sex into self-support-
ing vocations very ditiicult.

But the question of teachers’ salaries
has a broader appiication than that con-
templated in the Philadelphin agitation.
I'eachers are underpaid almost every-
wlere. In the Mavyland counties the
average salary is less than $208 per year,
and in Baltimore it is less than $600.
This, for special work, requiring not
only a long period of previous training,
but the cxercise of great cenergy and
scif-refiance, is notenough. Thesalarics
of teachers—particularly those in the
lower grades—ought to be increased
everywhere, and the step must finally be
taken, or the value of public instruction
will certainly deterlorate.

In China, according to a Commercial
Cable despatch from Shanghai, the
probability of Li-Hung-Chang, Viceroy
of PPechili, refusing to obey any further
orders from I’¢kin is being openly dis-
cussed as one of the probabilities of the
near future.

It is said that the German oflicers who
are his miiitary advisers counsel him to
follow this course and to turn the arms
of his troops, about the only disciplined
force in the Chinese army, against the
imperial government.

Sheuld he foliow this course the
downfall of the dynasty would be inevi-
table, and when peace was made with
Japan it would probably be signed by a
native Chinese and not a Tartar
Emperor.

Meanwhile the Japanese are steadily
advancing on Port Arthur, where a
portion of the Chinese fleet is imprison-
ed in the harbor. ‘The rest of China’s
war ships are reported to be at Wei-Hai
Wei, which is closely blockade by a
Japanese squadron.

No Farther Monkeying With the Tarifr,
Cumberland (Md.)

TYI'HOLID IN OYSTERS,

Dr. C. A. Lindsley, secretary of the
Connecticut state board of health, has
completed his  investizaticn into  the
typhoid fever cases at Wesleyan College,
Middletown, which have thus far result-
ed in the death of two students. le is
satisfied that diseased oysters were the
cause of the epidemic. On the evening
of Octoher 12 at three secret society
banquets held at the college raw oysters
were served. ‘fen days later about 20
students were taken il with typhoid
fever.

The oysters were taken from beds in
the Quinnipiac River, very near the out-
iet of a sewer.  Dr. Lindsley has learned
that the wife of a member of the firm
which owned these oyster beds died but
a short time ago of typhoid malaria
fever. A daughter was also taken ill
with the same fever shortly afier her
mother's death,

Some of the oysters taken from the
Quinnipiac beds are now being examined
at Yale College. 1t i3 leained that o
student from Yale end another from
Amherst, who were present at the Mid-
dletown banquets, have heen taken ill
with the faver.

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A QREAT GAME FARM,

30,000 Acres in New Hampshire Fenced
and Stocked.

A car attached to au eastbound special
which passed through last evening was
loaded with a small band of antelope.
The unusual feature connected with the
consignment was- that the greater por-
tion of the ammals were youngsters,
probably two months old. They were
captured in the northern part of the
stute, and were enroute to New Hamp-
shire, where they will be turned loose in
the most famous game park in this
country, if not in the world, now the sole
property of the president of the Long
Island Railroad. |

Mr. Corbin, for whom the animals
were purchased, is the owner of what is
now acknowledged to be the greatest
game park in the country. Among the
preseryes are & number of Wyoming elk,
shipped by Col. William toot, of
Cheyenne, about three vears aga. They
are said to have tlourished splendidly, as,
in fact have all other animals taken
from the Rocky Mountains, save the
antel :pe.

Mr. Buckingham, who was in charge of
the car, has been in Mr. Corbin’s service
for the past two years, and gave an in-
teresting account of what is a riyal to the
Yellowstone National Park in a small
way.

He stated that Mr. Corbin started in
seven vears ago by fencing in 5,000 acres
of forest land in New Hampshire. Since
then he has been gradually buying up
more ground and adding to it, until at
the present time ke has nearly 80,000
acres inclosed with barbed wire fences
twelve feet high.

IPive years ago Mr. Corbin-started in
the animal business by turning into his
park 120 deer, 150 elk, 20 moose, 30
antelope, 15 wild boars, about 20 buf-
faloes and a few reindeer. The reindeer
and the antelopz were the only animals
that failed to thrive, and the increase in
some of the other species has been
marvelous. It is estimated that the deer
and elk now number 1,000 head, the wild
boars 330 and the bulfaloes G0 head. Mr.
Buckingham stated that his special
charge are tae buffaloes. During the
winter the buffaloes are handled like
cattle and fed in corrals. 'T'he other
animals are proving self-sustaining the
year round.

‘I'his year the park will be stocked
with Rocky Mountain sheep. A rather
curious experiment which will be tried
this season will be an attempt to cross
the elk with a herd of European red

deer. If successful the rezuit will be a
magnificent animal. ‘The only large

animals which Mr. Corbin has indulged
in the sport of shooting have been a few
particularly ferocious stags and some of
tlie wild boars.

GENERAL NEWS.

News has been received of sharp fight-
ing between the Germans and the
Wahehe tribe, Africu. ‘The governor of
German East Africa, Von Schele, tele-
graphed from Dares Salaam that on
Uctober 30 Kuirenga, the capital of the
Wahehe territory, was stormed and
captured by the Germans,

In Arkansas the total vote in thrce
Covgressional districts this year is less
than the Demociatic majority of two
years ago in those districts. 'This is
only one of the curiosities of an election
wiith more politics to be learned from it
than from any other in this quarter of a

century.

The Missouri Supreme Court Tuesday
established 1 most important ruling. It
is to the effect that ofticers of defunct
trust companies are not amenable to
prosecution for receiving deposits when
such concerns are in a failing copdition.

The New York weather observer
reports that Tuesday was the coldest
November day that New York had ex-
perienced since 1873. In the morning
the thermometer registered 21 degrees.

Dr. Jas. McCosh, the venerable ex-
prezident  of  DPrinceton  University,
Princeton N..J., and a jeading educator
of the ave, died on the 16th inst. in the
Sith year of his age.

The funeral of the late Czar was held
Tuesday in St. Petersburg and was an
imposing ceremonial. The body was
placed in a tomb beneath the Cathedral
floor.
