County Roads,

Road improvement in Montgomery
county has attzined considerable head-
way as aresult of intelligent study of
the subject and the application of better
methods. The Farmers’ Convention of
that county met in Sandy Spring on the
25th, ult., and reports were presented and
papers read setting  forth in  detail the
course pursucd in building and repairing
the public highways. It was an interest-
ing and very acceptable showing, and
affords proof that it is possible to
have good roads in Maryland without
bonding the counties or attempting any-
thing reyolutionary.

The plan pursued in Montgomery
county has been simply the application
of common senze and economical man-
agement toa practical problem. The
care of the roads was entrusted to men
who had a vital interest in  accomplish-
ing the best results with the least outlay.
Business methods were introduced and
road repairs undertuken at the proper
season rather than to suit the conven-
jence of a few men who mizht wish to
profit by working on the highways. Re-
pairs have been carried on continuously,
the roads being mended on the principle
that a stitch in time saves nine By hir-
ing a few men and by keeping them con-
stantily at work considerable economy
fins been cffected, and a report submitted
at the recent convention stated that an
outlay of $1 300 now accomplished quite
as much as £5,500 did under the old ar-
arrangement.

THE LOCAL NEWS FIELD.

TIE MURDER OIF MR. SHHEA,

Stato of the Public Mind-Speculntions
Concerning the Brutal Aftulr. '

T'he murder of Daniel . Shea in this
pince on Tuesday night of last week
haunted everybody’s mind like a grim
speetre_of an  Indefinable terror which
everybady would like to have dissipated
but would not down. It was a near-at-
home horror that all thought conld not
happened.  We were ealled upon to con-
template it in all his bloody and brutal
aspects, and few slept soundly and many
not at all Wednesday night when the de-

tails of the atrocious =affair Dbecame
known. A feeling of horror and in.
scenrity pervaded every household be-

cause the wretch who imbrued his hands
in the blood of Mr. Shea, would do any-
thing, and it was not until Jacob Hen-
son, charged with the erime, was jailed,
did this feeling subside.

Sincethen the detectives have made
every effort to extract all that was possi-
ble fiom lHenson so that every detail
should be cleared up and the State go in-
to court with a clear case.

It should be remembered that Henson
has not made a full and free confession
of the erime.  What he snid to Detective
Pohler when arrested was only a con-
fession in part. e admitted that he
struck Mr. Shea with a stove-shaker a

number of times, but now insists that it

was with the kandle of ¢ hatehet, snd that
a tramp committed the murder. e has
hlocked out a story but it fails to auree
with his original statement. In a letter
written to his father this week llenson
states:

“I did it in self-defence. I went there
on Tuesday night to buy something and
carried some beer and just after I went
fn a strange white man came in and got
quarrelling and then went out the back
door, and then me and Mr. Shea got
quarrelling, and he hit me twice, and
then 1 hit him back of the head with the
handle of the hatchet, and 1 left him in
the store leaning over the counter. e
was not dead when 1 left him, and*l
went out the back door. I washed my
hands before 1 went. The money part-—
I was so excited I don’t hardly know
what | done with it. That is all I think
I know about the afTair.” :

The above is a verbatim copy of the
letter and 1s written in a  fair hand and
the spelling reasonably good.

‘I'he whereabouts of the money stolen
remains a mystery. lenson huas told
almost a dozen stories as to what he did
with it. ‘I'he prisoner in one of hisstate-
ments said that he found a roll of money
on the fioor and hid it in the back yard
as he went out. At another time said
he hid it in the hay in Mr. Loughran’s
stable. He wasin the employ of Mr.
Loughran at the time of the murder.
Most every one who has had any busi-
ness with Mr. Shea has seen a long
pocket book which he frequently took
from his side pocket to muke change.
This is missing.

Messrs. Freeburger & Son, photograph-
ers here, Wednesday tock pictures of
that part of the store where Mr. Shea
received his death blows and where he
was lying when found.

David .J. Shea, of Marianna, Ark,
brother of the deceased, arrived here
Monday afternoon to take charve of the
estate.  Mr. Shea owned the building
he occupied and lived aloee, using one of
the upper rooms as a sleeping apart-
ment. It is estimated that he had about
him from two to three hundred dollars at
the time he was murdered as his books
show he had made no deposit for some
time.

As IHlenson has persisted in not reveal-
ing the whereabouts of the mouey the
question of an accomplice has been
raiged, and for that reason is witholding
the necessary information. 1t is sup-
posed that the detectives are in posses-
sion of clues that may lead to further
developments.

The funeral took place Saturday morn-
ing from St. Paul’'s Catholic Church, of
which he was a member. Many of the
unfortunate man’s friends from the sur
rounding country attended the services.
The services were conducted by Rev.
Father 'Tarro, of St. Paul’s Church. The
pallbearers were: Messrs. Charles .J.
Werner, Chas. Schrod, Edward Malone,
James F. Heavey, John U. O'Brien and
Henry Kramer. The interment was
made 1n the Catholic Cemetery, near
Ellicott City.

A Pwelling Burned.

The dwelling house occupied by Mr.
Joseph A. Brunsman, on the farm of Mr.
Samuel K. George, near Columbia,
Howard county, took fire Tuesday and
was consumed with nearly all the con-
tents. Mr. Brunsman noticed the fire
from the field where he was at work,
snd, running to the house, warned his
wife and two children, who were totally
unconscious of the presence of the fire.
Soon after the family were gotten out
the building collapsed having caught in
the upper story. The building had two
stories and seven rooms. It was insur-
ed.  Mr. Brunsman’s loss was only part-
Iy covered in the Montgomery Mutual.

Supposed to he Grters,

During thie past cold spell two strange
looking animals were noticed prowling
about the premises of Mr. John L. Clark,
near Colunbia, four miles above Ellicott
City. Tuesday n domestic discovered them
in the back yard and frightened them
away. From descriptions given of the
strange beasts they are supposed to have
been otters which had been forced by
the ice bound condition of their native
haunts to journey inland to secure food.

Work to IBegin Next Week.

It is stated that work will hegin on the
Edmondson Avenue, Catonsville and
Ellicott City Eleetric Railway next Mon-
day morning st the Baltimore end of the
road. A number of small temporary
buildings, to be used by the workwmen,
have been cerected along the proposed
route. A force of 200 men will be put to
work, in order to have the road com-
pleted to Catonsville by May 1.

Death of Capt. Hobbs—-Another Gallant
Confedernte PPasses to the Other Stde,
West Friexpsimre, Feb., 27 —The

serious 1llness of Capt. N. Chew Hobbs

resulted in death on Tuesday morning
of this wecek at 7o'clock. In fact, when
he was obliged to quit his post so recent-
ly at the Fidelity end Deposit  building,
Baltimore, he despaired of ever being

well  again.  Although  provided by
nature with indomitable energy, his

suflering was so acute as to render the
struggle hriel.

Many friends, and old acquaintances
assembled at 2 o'clock to day at McKen-
dree church to pay the last tribute of
respect to the deceased, who was well-
known in all the upper half of Howard
county.

The Rev. Thomas Wheeler, as pastor
of the church preached the funerai ser-
mon from “But now is Christ risen from
the dead and become the first fruits of
them that slept.”

I'he burial was in charge of funeral
director J. . Weer, of Sykesville. The
pall-bearers  were ex-commissioners .J.
T. Ridgely and Wm, H. Forsythe, two
of his old comrades in arms for the Lost
Cause; Mr. IFrank Parlett of Woodstock,
Mr. Benjamin Selby of Lishon, Mr.
Albert Dorsey and ex-Sherifl Stephen 1.
flobbs, u cousin.

As the bier was borne toward the altar
of the church Prof. 1. M. A. Sipe played
a sclemn dirge, and afterward the fam-
ous hymn of Muhlenberg—*1 would not
live always, I ask not to stay.” was sung,
The interment was in McKendree M. E.
Church Cemetery.

Capt. llobbs was in his fifty-eighth
vear, and has bheen a man of marked
erergy and enterprise in anything he
was engaged in from his youth up. Not
having the advantages of a liberal educa-
tion, he was studious in habit, and
employed his leisure hours in reading,
until he became a man of unusual intel-
ligence, well read on many subjects.

He had just grown into full manhood
when the exciting prelude of the civil
war came on and his sympathies being
with the south, in April, 1861, he went
to Virginia with Capt. Geo. R. Gaither's
company, *‘the Howard Dragoons,” and
enlisted in the First Virginia Cavalry in
which regiment the company remained
three years doing active hard service
the entire time. Capt. Hobb’s courage
and eflicicucy soon attractesd the atten-
tion and admiration of his comrades and
he was elected Lieutenant of company
K. First Virginia Cavalry. As a soldier
he never shrank from tield or camp duty.
Ile was wounded several times, having
received a severe wound on the retreat
from Gettysburg leading a charge on
the union cavalry near Boonsboro,
Maryland, where he was shot throngh
the hip and seriously disabled. but having
a great distaste for prison, he heroically
perevered and  succeeded 1 reaching
the Virginia soll.

The last of the war he was promoted
by being elected Capt. of his company
and was transferted to the first Mary-
land cavalry where he served feithfully
until the close of the war being with
Gen. l.ee at Appomattox. The deceased
was in his 3Sth year. He leaves a
widow and five children.

When the sword was sheathed Capt.
tiobbs repairea to his home in Howard
county and set about the business of a
carpenter and contractor with his usual
decision of character, and soon atter
married a daughter of the late well-
known Nimrod Gosnell. Mrs. lHobbs
and five children survive him—two sons
and thiee daughters

He is the last of four biothers, three
of whom died younger than himself.
His father, the late Nathan Chew Hobbs,
died a few years azo at the advanced age
of 91 years, and his maternal grand-
father, the late Gerard Hobbs died in his
95th vear, and his paternal grandfather
Joseph Hobbs was also a nonagenarian.

‘The thanks
he got from Lewis was: ‘Doctor, I'm
very sorry you cut dat leadin’ line.
And in speaking of it afterward, Lewis
remarked : *Don’t see what white folks
has got to do wid cuilud folks’ business,
nohow.

Thinber for the English Market,

Ix-Postimaster Hamilton Oldfield, of
Ellicott City, has a large force of hands
engaged on the Blackshire farm, near
here, cutting timber for the English
markets. The lumber, which consists
mostly of fine grade oak and walnut, will
be shipped in the log, after being strip-
ped of the bark and roughly hewn. The
contracts for the shipment of the lumber
have been made through the Brooks
Lumber Company, of DBaltimore.
