FUTURE OF ELECTRICITY,

What Improvements May Be IReasonably
E;pected.

\What may we hope for in the future
from electricity itself? irst, then, the
grudual utilization of the forces of
nature known as wind and water power,
to the gradual displacement of power
from the combustion of coal. At irregu-
lar periods the world is startled by the
cry: “What will become of us when
our coal fails? \We are wrning out an
increasing number of millions of tons
vearly, and the supply is limited. We
are squandering our national wealth.
What is to become of us as a manu-
faucturing nation? Long before the sup-
ply of coal approaches exhaustion, its
price will increase and our other in-
dustries will becrippled. What are we
to do* The reply is, in- my opinion,
that long before the price of coal rises
from this cause coal itseli will have to
fight for its life as an industrial product,
just as gas is now doing, the antagonist
being wind and water power, delivered
where required by aid of electricity.

“T'ize dream of ages, the utilization of
the gigantic energy of Niagara, is now,
in part at least, an accomplished fact; is
it too bold to dream of using the energy
of the agent that creates Niagara, the
sun itself, by the aid of electricity, to
neutralize some of the effects created by
the absence of the sun’s rays? Daily,
hourly, the whole year round, enormous
(xuaulilies of energy are delivered
directly to the earth within the tropical
zone, yet during the whole year Iarge
tracts of land are rendered absolutely
valueless to man, owing to the want of
heat so abundant in the tropics, while
even yet larger tracts are deprived of a
considerable part of their fertility from
the same eause. Is it too bold a dream
to imagine a portion of the supertiuous
heat of the tropics delivered within the
ice-bound regions by the aid of electrici-
ty ¥ What would our ancestors have
thought, if anyone had foretold in their
days Lhe present use of Niagara?

When They May Wed.

In ungary a man may marry at the
sge of eighteen, the girl auv sixteen; in
Spain, Portuzal and Greece the respec-
tive ages are only fourleen for the man (%)
and twelve for the prospective bride,
In France, he must be eighteen and she
fiftecen. In Russia the Iaws vary be-
tween eighteen to twenty for the men
and fifteen to sixteen for the women.
In Switzerland the various cantons have
different laws, and the minimum ages
for marrying are cighteen or twenty
years for men and from thirteen to
seventeen for girls. In Austria and
Giermany men seldom marry if under
twenty-one, although the law allows it
at eighteen. Girls may wed at sixteen
in these countries. In Egypt boys of
thirteen are often married, and brides of
ten to twelve are not scarce by any
means. But India carries off the palm.
Here marriages are closed in infancy,
and a girl of two is sometimes married
to a groom of four or five years.
