HENSUN OFFICIALLY KNOTIFIED,

He Hears the Death Warrant Read with
Indifterence—The Mouney Taken not yet
Discovered.

Sherifl G. E. Flower Monday morning
in the presence of several persons whom
he invited to accompany him read the
the death warrant to Jacob llenson, Jr.,
confined in the jail here awaiting his
exccution for the murder of Daniel F.
Shea. As stated lust week Governor
Brown named Friday, June 7 as the day
on whichk Henson must hang.

Contrary to expectation Henson was
not visibly affvcted Dby the reading
of the warrant. le leaned against

the wall and listened attentively with-
out apparent motion. Inreply to State's

ttorney McGuire's question  as to
whetlier he understood the meaning of
the document he said he did. T'o per-
gons at the jail, after the oflicers lind
retired, llenson prophested that in-luck
would attend his executioner, and seid:
¢] hope the sherifl, after hanging me,
will not live three days.”

1t was the impression that the prison-
er. after being definitely informed as to
his fate, would reveal the whereabouts of
1he missing money which he confessed
to have taken saway from Mr. Shea’s
store after the murder, but upon that
point he still remains obdurate. lle
evidently considers the robbery the
greater of his two crimes and it is be-
lieved for that reason has refused to
make a full confession. Mr. McGuire
aud the other oflicers, however, are of
the opinion that he will yet muke a
clenn breast of it and tell where the
money is. Others are of the opinion
~ that he lost it.  Sheriff Flower will pro-
ceed at once to arrange for erceting the
gallows, which will be in the main corri-
dor of the jail. The corridor is sbout
twelve feet wide, with a clear space to
the ceiling of about thirty feet, and will
afford ample space both for the gailows
and the number of persons allowed by
Jaw to witness the execution. Sheriff
Flower said Monday that he had already
received scores of applications to witness
the hanging, but as the law gave him
suthority to admit only twenty, many
would, of course, be disappolnted.

tlenson has nsked that the Rev. . B,
Tarro, of St. PPaul’s Catholic Chureh,
visit him. Father Tarro, also states that
flenson will 1cll all he knows about
the money, amnd the part about the
money, he believes, will soon be known
to the public if the revelation.to be made
by the prisoner should not involve any-
body else. llenson was baptised a Cath.
olic in his infancy, but he never attend-
ed church or made & profession of 1e-
ligion. Father did not know of his bap-
tism until some time last year, when,
upon the recommendation of Mr. Shea
he was employed to pump the bellows
of the church organ in St. Paul’s.

A Franchise Granted.

The ordinance granting frauchises to
the Edmondson Avenue, Catonsville and
Ellicott City [Ruailway Company was
passed by both branches of the Balti-
mote City Council Tuesday night and
only needed the Mayor's signature to
become a law. A number of the pro-
moters of the Baltimore and Washington
Boulevard project were in the Council
chambers and were elated at the passage
of the measure. Some of them stated
that the action of the Council completes
the preparatory work on the project and
that the company is assured of rights of
way in Baltimore, Washington and the
intervening country. It was also stated
that the surveying for the line has been
done and that its construction will be
started at once and pushed with all possi-
ble speed in the expectation that the
lne from Baltimore to Weshington will
be finished in fifteen months if no unex-
pected deluys tuke place. 'The route of
entrance into Baltimore as provided in
the ordinance is from the western city
limits by way of Edmondson avenue, the
Calverton road, Franklin, Monroe and
Saratoga streets to Howard street.

It is the intention of the board to make
the levy earlier this year than formerly
in order that the tax collectors, by having
the tax billa in hand at the earliest
possible date, may be enubled to increase
the September returns. The levy it is
thought, will be made at the next meet-
ing of the board.

THE EVIDENCE AGAINST PRICE,

The Finding of a Lead Pencil Furnishes
@ Strong Point Against Him,

Mr. George A. Deskyne, I'reasurer of
Curoline county, called on the Police
Commissioners this morning, says the
Baltimore News of Saturday, and compli-
mented Detectives Gault and Seibold for
their excellent work in arresting Mar-
shell E. Price, the young blacksmith,
who is now in jail, charged with the
murder of Miss Sallie E. Deunn, on March
24, near her parent’s home, in the villnge
of Harmony. Mr. Deakyne said the
detectives’ plans were well laid and
carried ont and retlected credit on the
on the Police Department.

Mr. Deakyne also said that the rvesi-
dents of Caroline county were generally
satisfied that Price is the murderer of
the girl.

During his conversation with the Com-
missioners an incident was related that
has never been made public and may
play an important part in Price's trial,
which will commence at Denton on
April 30.  When Price visited the scene
of the murder with Detectives Gault and
Seibold, after he had told them of his
dremm, he pointed out the spot where
the girl was killed, and also found the
blaody knife and a small bow of ribbon.
A carpenter’s lead pencil was lying on
the ground, and Price did not see it, but
Detective Gault picked it up and quietly
slipped it in Ris pocket. After Price
had shown the detectives over the gound
in the vicinity of the murder he went
back to his shop with them.

When the party reach the shop they
continued to talk about the murder and
the detectives praised Price for hig ama-
teur detective work. While Price was
not watching him Detective Guult pulled
the pencil from his pocket, and dropped
it on the floor. In a few minutes he
picked up the pencil and said: “Price,
is this vour pencil ¥ Atter looking at it
Price answered. *Yes, that's mine”
He took posscssion of the pencil and
Detective (tault realized that he had
obtained?animportant thread of evidence.
To get the pencil from Price without
arousing his suspicions was Gault’s next
task. After thinking a short while he
asked Price to let him have the pencil
to draw a plot of the ground in the
vicinity of the murder, telling him that
he had lost his own. Price suspected
nothing, and handed over the pencil.
Detective Ganlt drew a few lines on a
picce of paper and then pocketed the
pencil. Price did not ask him to return
it, and it will be produced in court at
Denton with the other evidence.

Jail life does not ngree with Price and
be is threatened with pnenmonia. He
had a chill on Thursday night, and he
may not be in condition to go to Caro-
Hne county for trial at the time sct.
