DBELIEEF IN WITCHCRALNT,

The recent hotrible case of the deliber-
ute burnivg te death in Tipperary of a
woman, supposed to he a witch, may
render the following freis of interest.
They have been gleaned from the pages
of Lecky and Buckle, and are reprodue-
ed almost verbatim.

Mr. Lecky tells us that for more than
fiftcen hundred years it was universaily
bolieved that the Bible established, in
the clearest munner, the reality of the
crime of witcheraft.  Fens of thonsands
perished by the most agonizing and pro-
tracted torments withont exciting the
faintest  compassion. Martin - Luther,
speating of witcheraft, said: 1 would
have no compassion on these witches:
I would burn them all.”

‘The ablest defender of the belief in
witcheraft was Glanvil, & clergyman of
the Established Clairch of England;
of the most influential waz Baxter, the
greatest of the Puaritans.  Wesley, the
greatest relicious leader of the tast cen-
tury, was amongst the latest of it sup-
porters.

In Ergland, according to Mr. Duckle,
so far us the educated classes are con-
cerined, belief in witchieraft perished be-
tween the Restoration and the Revolu-
tien; that is to say, in 1660 the majority
of educated men still believed in witch-
craft, while 1658 the majority disbeliev-
cd in it.

In 1665 the old orthodox view was
stuted by Chief Baron llale, who, ona
trinl of two women for witcheraft. said
to  the jury: *“‘I'hat there are sucih
creatures as witches I make ne doubt at
all, for, first the Scriptuies hiaye aflirmed
so much; secondly, the wisdom of all
nations  hath  provided liws  against
such persons, which is an  argu-
ment of their confidence cf such acrime.

This reasoning was irresistible, and
the witchies were hanged; but the change
in public epinicn began to e¥ect even
the judges, and after this meclanchoty
exhibition such scenes bcczusu. rraduadly
rarer.

Tiwree persons were execited in Exeter
for witcheraft ian 16320 "'wo witches
were, sceording to Dr. Parr, hanged at
Northampton in 1705, and in 1712 five
other witches suffered the same fate in
the same place. he last trial for witch-
craft, at Ieast of any notoriety, was that
of Jane Wenham, who was prosecuied in
1712 by some llertfordshire clergymen.
The jJinlge entirely  disbelieved in
wiiches, amdl accordingly charged the
Jury strongly in favor of the accused,
antd even ireated with great disrespect
thie rector of the parish, who declared on
““his faith as a clergyman’ that he he-
lieved the woman to be a witeh. The
jury, being ixnorant and obstinate, con-
victed the prisener, but the judge had
no difliculty in obteining a remission of
hier sentence.

Confessions of witcheraft were fre-
quently clicited in Scotland by torture.
One of the most powerful incentives to
confession was systematically to deprive
the suspected witch of the refreshment
of her natural sleep. Iron collars or
witches' bridles are still preserved in
various “parts of Scetland which had
bheen used for such iniquileus purposes.
'T'hese instrumenis were s constructed
thst by means of a hoop which passed
over the head, a piece of iron having
four points or prongs was fercibly thrust
into the mouth, two of these being direc-
ed to the tongue and palate, the others
pointing cutwards to each cheek. This
inferna! machisze was secured by a pad-
lock. At the back of the collar was
to attach the
witeh to a stapie in the wall of her cell.
Thus equipped, and night and day kept
awske by soine persons appointed by her
inquisiters, the unhappy creature, after
a few days of such discipline, maddened
by the misery cf her forlorn and helpless
state, would be rendered fit for confess-
ing anything in order to Le 1id of the
drezs of her wretched life. At intervals
fresh examinations took place, and these
waere repeaied from time to tiime until
her “contumacy,’” as it waa termed; was
subdued.

We have fearful illustration during
thie present century of the teaacity ol
the beliel in witcheraft. Thus, in 15807
a begoar was seized, tortured, and burn-
ed alive for sorcery by the inhabitants
of Mayenane. In 1550, the Civit Tribunal
of Turbes tried a man and woman named

one

Souberine for  having  caused  the
death of a woman named Bedount.

Tiiey betieved that she was a witch,
and declared that she was the causze
of an illness under which the women
Souberine was qum-rmu They uccord-
ingly drew Dedount intoa pn\ sie room
held her down upen some hurning straw,
and placed a red-hot iron across her
nmn'h The unbappy woman soon died
in exireme agony. ‘The Souberines con-
fessed, and indeed exulted in their net.
At their trial they obtsined the highest
possible characters. It was shown that
they had been actuated solely by cuper-
stition, and it was urred that they mere-
Iy followed the hirhest ecclesiastical
precedenis. The jury  recommended
them to mercy, and they were only
gentenced to pay 25§ a4 year to the hus-
bend of the victim, and to be imprisened
for four mouths.

When electricity can be produced at a
cheaper rate it will undoubtedly super-
gede conl and ras in the kitchen. 'The
“electric oven” is already an accomplish-
ed fact. The process is said to produce
a cooked meat zbsolutely wholezome
and extremely 'annauu: There is no
combusticn whateyer in the oven, and
the food, being cooked in a pure atmos-
phere, can 1ot possibly be tainted. The
Leat is turned on at any part merely by
the movement of n switeh. It is pro-
duced inside the oven, and is so con-
served tnat, after the oven is once made
hot, what is required to carrv on the
process is little more than sullicient to
make up for slight leakeses. The elec-
tric oven can bhe put on the kitchen
dresser when needed, and throws off
practically neither heat  nor  smell.
Tabuiated lists are provided, from
whicl:, the weight and description of the
joint lwm«r given, full instructions are
derived as to the time and temperature
of the required cooking. Roast mutton
takes a temperature Tof 330 degrees
Fahrentieit, beef 310 degrees, and “veal
330 Ic*'ru», and a heat of 870 degrees is
needed to give putl pastry its desirabie
tint and c«,nﬂ:lu.v_ ‘The comparative
coolness of the outside of the oven is a
singular feature. As the chef remarked
at 2 recent dinner—*"You could sit dm\ n
on the ovea while you roast inside.”

The Most Powerful Vessel,

Tie Britizh cruiser Terrible, recently
Iaunched on the Ciyde, is the most pow-
erful vessel in the world. The length
of the creat war vesssl is over all 538
feet: breadih, 71 feet; depth to upper
deek, 48 feet 1 inchies. ‘The displice-
ment is 111,250 tons, bheing  an enormous
inerease on the Blenheim, or the Blake,
the largest vessels of this type in the
British Navy. The Terrible hes no belt
of side urmor, az in prcnous men-of-
war, the machinery and magazines heing
prot(( ted by a steel xr('lu.:-l Ueck of great
strength.  ‘The top of this arch is 31 fcc
above the water line, while edges are 7

fect below the sides of the vessel. The
engines are triple expansion and in-
dieate 25,000 horsepower, and  will

develop a speed of 22 knots.  The vessel
is a new departure in warship construce-
tion, being bailt on the lines of thelarge
Atlantic liners.—Phil. Rezorl.
