Youth I “Pickwick.,

All oflico hoys are popularly suppesed to
perform tho smatlest mnount of labor con-
slstent with keepitfis their places, and the
particular species of boy who gives a news-
paper the benefit of his gervices is not al-
witys an exeeption to the rule.  Early in
his career he manife:ts o decided tendeney
to dealness, is Jikely to bo sublimely in-
different to the reporters’ orders amd s
only aroused to hasty action by the exas-
perated call of the city editor or somo
cqually formidable member of the stafl.

On one o the large dailies thero is o 12-
year-old boy muned Joe, who is a general
favorite in the otice.  Ile is a bright look-
ing lad and quick enough during the day-
time, but when, as oceasionally happens,
he is obliged to do night duty, Joe’s fail-
ing is revealed.  Like his namesake, the
fut boy in * Pickwick,” he is almost in-
variably asleep when called.  In the room
of the editor in chicf, who is not always
present at night, there is a lounge which
Joe finds quite comfortable and to which
ho is likely to retire unostentatiously dur-
ing the evening.,  From this retreat he is
unceremoniously hauled forth at intervals,
performs an errand in a somnambulistio
manner, and unless something celsé to do
is given him immediately ho loses no timo
nbout dropping to sleep again.

I'he other night a story of considerable
fmportance came in at the last moment,
and s rapidly as it could be cedited was
gent up to the composing room pagoe by
page.  Bvery availuble boy was prossed
into service, and it was found necessary to
demand Joe's assistanco also. A reporter
pulled him from the lounge, shook him
uniil ho was as wide awake as could rea-
sonably be expected amd gave him o pago
of copy, with instructions to get that up
stairs as fast as his legs would carry him.

LIGH THOUSE LIBRARIES.

Uncle Sam Furnishes the Watchers by the
Sea With Free Reading Matter,

The popular himpression concerning the
lighthouse keepers is that they spend their
Ieisure tims in resting their heads on their
hands and gazing far out to sea, watehiny
for shipwrecked mariners, seaserpents and
other things,  As o matter of fact, how-
ever, they don’t spend any more time in
this manner than they can help. They
have their domestic operations just the
game as people on shore.  In favored loca-
tions they are even able to cultivate o lit-
tle ground amnd rais¢ their own vegetables.
But they are really very often lonesome,
pned were more so until recently, when it
peeurred to somo philanthropic govern-
ment oflicial that it would be a good ideqy
to provide theso watelhiers by the sean with
something in the way of reading matter,
Tho idea took shapge in the constiruction of
portable libraries, to be filled by the goy-
ernment, sent to one lighthouse station,
nnd at regoler intervals to be called for
and passed on to the next one on the list,

The library furnished to light stations
is about £ fecet high, 3 feot wide and §
inches decp, of shellacked  white pine,
strengthened with heavy brass trimmings,
It has two shelves.  Its two doors are se-
cured, the one with an inside bolt and thoe
other with a mortizsed lock.  On the sides
are hinged handles. When locked, the 1i-
brary cases can stand rough handling.

The cases of the libraries are so ¢on-
structed that they make o neat appearanco
when set upright on o table; when clo=ed
amd locked, they are ready for tranzporta
tion.  Each contains on an average about
40 voluiues of o proper admixture of his-
torical and scientific works, besides poetry
and goold novels. An exchange of librarics
takes place once in about three months,
usunlly at the time when the lighthouse
inspector makes his quarterly inspection.
Each station to which a library is furnish-
ed thus has the use of about 150 different
books each year.  There are now about
700 of these libraries in cireulation, and
more are in preparvation. Prefercnce s
given in their distribution to those light-
house stations most distant from towns
und villuges.—New York World,

THE TOPICAL SONG.

Fony Pastor Thinks It las a F'ower to
Mold Pablic Opinion.

Tony Pastor, in the New York Mirror,
has this to say of the topical song:

“1am o gareat reader of the newspapers,
I believe not only in the public press, but
In its utility. It is the most valuable
agent tho voealist has ever had for secur-
ing subjects for popular songs. The comic
vocalist must be quick to perceive the pe-
culiar topic or phrase of human life which
is linble to intere=t the amusement going
public and must be a little abicad of time.
Having selected my subject for a song, 1
Jot down a few ideasabout it as they come
to me and afterward put them into shape.

“The fads and the ultra fashions of both
women and men are always fair game for
tho comic singer. Songs on some of the
mos=t commmonplace themes will often en-
tertain an aundicnee, such as a fellow’s hest
girl, the old man’s boot, the mother-in-
Law, the scolding wife and s forth.

“It has been found that the comic song
exerts an influenco in politieal contests
and in bringing about social reforms. ho
comic voealist of the specialty theater may
claim with the journalist and the states-
man the ability to mold public opinion,
His shafts of melodions ridicule do much
to reform {lagrant abuses and cause the
general public to laugh to scorn the foolish
fiuls of the day.”’

The First Notlee of a Stemmer,

Among the curiosities of advertising
may surely be placed the first advertise-
ment of the first steamer that plied for
hire in Great  Britain—namely, Henrpy
Bell’s Comet. Thus ran the ndvertisement
in the Glasgow Courier of 1812:-

“Steam passage boat, the Comet, bo-
tween Glasgow, Greenock and Helenshurg,
For passengers only.  Phe subscriber hav-
ing at much expense fitted up o handsome
vessel to ply upon the river Clyde hetween
Glazgow and Greenock—to sail by the
power of wind, air and steam—he intends
that the vessel shall leave the Broomieluw
on Tuesdays, Thursdoays and Saturdays
about midday, or at such time th&reafter
as may answer from the state of the tide,
and  to leave  Greenock on Mondays,
Wednesdays and Fridays in the morning
to suit the tide. The clegance, comfort,
sufety and speed of this vessel require only
to be proved tomeet the approbation of
the public, and the proprictor is deter-
mincd to do everything in his power to
merit public encourngement.  The terms
are for the present 4 shillings for tho best
cabin nnd 4 shillings for tho sccond, but
bheyond these rates nothing is to boallowed
to servants or any other person employed
about the vessel.®?
