THEIR OWN EXECUTIONERS,

Horribie Doviee of tho Hudson Ray in-
dians For Capturing Wolves.

The northern Indians, particularly in
the Hudson bay region, and the Eskimos
possess a flendish ingenuity in their meth-
od of capturing game, and their way of
applying it for killing wolves is horrible.

‘They take a flat picee of flint a foot or co
leng and chipped to extreme sharpness at
tho edge. ‘I'his they fasten to o wooden
stake, which they drive into the ground
firmly, 50 ns to leave the blade of flint pro
jecting abave ihe surfnce. Then they cover
tho blade all over with a good sized picee
of fut from seal or other such animal,
which frecens. Now the wolf catehing ap-
paratis in complete, so that the person
who sets the trap has only to come back in
u day or two and gather his prey without
trouble.

The wolf has an insatiablo appetito for
blood, and it is of this wealiness that tho
hunter takes advantage. A lttle while
nfter the trap described is set along comes
the wolf. Ile is hungry and licks the
picce of fat, and as it is thawed by the
warmth of his tongue it tastes better and
betier.  Presently his tongue comes into
contact with the sharp cdge of the flint
and is cut.

He tastes the blood, not knowing that it
is his own, and the flavor drives him wild.
Eagerly he licks and licks it, lacerating
his mouth and bhecoming more frenzied in
his desire for bis own life fluid.,  Mean-
while other wolves have cotne up and have
begun to lick at the far, cutiing their own
tongues and becoming in their tuen wild
at the taste.  So presently the bait is sur-
ronnded by a pack of ravenous and crazy
crestures, swhich soon turn upon one an-
other and fall to devouring each other un-
til ihe mereiless flint is the center of a
strugeling mass of ferocious combatants
figzhting for very life,

It is like the strugele that followed tho
planting of tho dragon’s teeth of old, only
that nonoof thosewho participate liveslong
after the fight is over, the last survivor
bleeding todeath. At his leisure the hunt-
er appears on the scene and skins the dead
Leasts for market.  The skins cost him
nothing save the trouble of removing them
and the value of the hunk of fut. 'Fhe
stakewith the flint blade isready to he set

again for other victimzs.—Indianapolis
Journal.

AN IRREVERENT FARMER.

He Wanted an Agricultural Report Re-
gardless of Dato or Subject.

The oflicial in charge of the correspond-
ence of the agricultmal department in
Wishington a few years ago was a gentle-
man of education and polizh.  But, above
all, he wits w conscientious and consum-
mate letter writer. Al the courteous ex-
pressions of governmental epistles wero at
his fingers’ ends, and it was a pleasuro to
him to impart to them a gracefulness that
govermmental letters sometimes lack.

Thoe oflicial, having plenty
of time and seeing a chance for harmless
pleasantry, indited an claborate letter to
the farmer, informing him of “the eager-
ness with which thoe government desired
to give the hushandmen of the nation all
the information it had obtained as the re-
sult of scientific and practical research.
This and more he wrote of the agricul-
tural department’s solicitude for the farm-
er, and then indicating the desirability of
a specific statement as to the date or the
subject of the report desired he ¢losed with
the assurance of the secretary’s esteenn.:
