The federal government of Canada
has forsometime been taking an active
interest in the lmprovement of agri-
cultural methods throughout the prov-
inces.

‘I'he staft
of workers includes a director, an ag-
riculturist, a horticulturist, a botanist,
an entomologist, a chemist, a poultry
manager, a foreman of forestry and
several assistants,

COMMON ERRORS REGARDING
THEIR FIGHTING ABILITIES.

They Can’t Bite, But I{ill by a Blow
—Don't Havo to Coll Before Strik-
ing.

OBODY was ever bitten by
a rattlesnake, and nobody
ever will be,” said a man

% who has studied them. *““And
the reason is the best that counld pos-
sibly be. A rattlesnuke can’t bite.
1t isn’t likely that any creature that
lives and is provided with teeth and
juws has less power of bitine. Tho
snake’s jaws are not hinged. They are
attached to cach other by an elustic
cartrilage. Thus the snake has no lev-
erage whatever in closinz one jaw
against the ofher, and if it attempted
to inflict injury by biting, it couldn’t
so much as pierce the skin. The fangs
of a rattlesunko are driven into the
flesh Ly a stroke, not a bite, as 1s well
shown by the fact that punctures are
made only by the armament of the
upper jaw. The lower jaw has noth-
ing to do with the act. A man strik-
ing a boat hook into » log is an exact
representation of the manuer in which
the rattlesuake bites. So whenever
any one tells you about some one
alse being bitten by a rattlesnnke, bet
him it isn’t so. You'll win. It'san
impossibility for a rattlesnnke to bite.

*But, although the rattlesnnke can’t
bite, if you're fooling around in n
country where he is spending the
summer, you want to keep your eye
peeled. And there is one particular
thing you doun’t want to forget. It is
a common and widesprend fallacy that
a rattlesnake is entirely harmless so
long ng he is uncoiled. I believed that
once, aud found out by a startling
personnl experience that it wasn’t so.
It is true that when a rattlesnnke is
stretehed at full length, with the
muscles extended to the utmost, he
could not strike an inch forward, but
from that position he can strike back-
ward his full length, and with light-
ning-like velocity. One day I dropped
a big stone on tho head of a big rattier
that lay in this pozition, erushing the
head, the stone lying partly on the
head. After gazing for some time at
the quivering reptile, so suddenly
taken from life, I stooped down to re-
move his rattles. I had no sooner
touched his tail than his mutilated
head flew back, and almost grazing
my cheek, struck the sleeve of my
coat just below the shoulder, where
both fangs were buried, pulling out of
the jaw and remnining in the sleeve as
the snake fell back to the ground.
They had not missed my check by
mora than a hair’s breadth.  With
precaution T have made that test of a
rattleshake’s eapacity of striking in
that way many times since then, and
the sunke nlwaysstruck, 'I'heinstinet
is so strong in this reptile that I have
known n ratiler, two hours after its
head wns severed from its body, to
strike back fiercely with its bleeding
stump the iustant its taal was tonehed.

““I'here is ut least one ease on record
where this belief that a rattiesnnke
couldn’t strize until it was in coul
resulted fatally. The man was work-
ing in his garden, when he discovered
a rattlesnake lying with only its rattles
and two or three inches of its tail
projecting from under the bottom rail
of the fenee on the side next to him.
The man, being umable to give the
sunke n Llow that would kill it while
it was in that position, thought he
would seize its rottles and pull it
aunickly out into full view and kill it
with his hoe. 1le crept np nnd seized
the rattles, but had no sooner louched
them than the rattlesnake doubled
back over the rail and sank its fangs
in the hand that held its tail. "T'ho
man killed the snake and hurried to
the house, where he died in a short
time.

“But the typical position of the
rattlesnake when intent on deadly ns-
snult is the coil. 'This is not always n
symmetrieal spiral, but the body is
massed in more or less regular folds,
the muscles are contracted, anid the
reptile is literally an animate set
spring. From this position the rat-
tler cnn spring from one-hali to two-
thirds of his length.  Before the
stroke the mouth is opened wide, the
fangs fulling down from their sockets
iu the upper jaw and standing firmly
in their position,  The head is thrust
forward, the half coils below it being
straightened out to lengthen the neck
und to give power to the strike. There
is no preliminary motion. ‘T'he stab
is made with nbrupt swiftness that de-
fies escape of the victim. There is
but one strike. 'The snnke passes baek
into its coil ngain with the same swilt-
ness that it threw iiself out.  As the
fangs enter the flesh the venom is in-
jected. 1f the thing struck at is be-
yond the rattler’s reach, the snake has
the power of squirting its venom in
jets, which it enn do to n distance of
four feet or more. Dr. Weir Mitchell
had a narrow escape once. An im-
mense dinmond-back rattler he had in
his collection threw a teaspoonful of
its venom in this way in the doctor’s
faee, from a distance of four feat. It
struck him on the forehead. If it had
fallen an inch lower it would have en-
tered his eyes, certainly blinding him,
and perhaps killing lam,

“Sometimes n rattlesnake loses its
fungs in the flesh of the object it
strikes, but that does only temporary
damage to its deadly armory. 'Chere
are plenty of incipient fungs lying in
the jaw, only waiting for a chance
like that to como forward anid bhe in
lino for business. They grow very
fast, and in the course of two or three
days n rattlesnake that has lost its
fangs is refitted with nbrand new pair.
This is'n good thing to remember, for
it is the popular belief that a rattler
is made harmless by extracting its
venom fangs. The only way to ren-
der one of these reptiles harmless, be-
sides killing it, is to apply red-hot
iron to the cavities left by the fangs.
This will destroy all the vitality of
these dangerous parts and new fangs
will not come in.

““Phe rattlesnake never pursues his
prey; he waits.  He will not go ont
of his way to attack anything. le
will invarinbly keep on his course if
not cornered or teased.  Yonmaystep
within four inches of a rattlesnnke
and will not be disturbed by it if you
keep right on your way. If youstop,
tho snnke at onco will take it for a
challenge nnd hit you only too quiclk.
It is snid, ns if by nutkerity, that the
rattlesnnke never sonnds Lis rattleun-
til he has coiled,  Jf that is so, rattle-
snnkos that I have scen must hnve
been freaks, for they hnve rattled
when Jying at full length and even
when moving, ns well as in their coils,
The rattler, when traveling, will cross
Jakes nnd streams, and he swims with
his head and his rattles raised well
above the water.  The foree with
which n rattlesnnke can strike is such
that I onco tensed one into striking at
n piece of belting at least o quarter of
an inch thick, and he sent his fangs
clear through it —New York Sun,

A NEW CANNING AVPARATUS.

A new canning apparatus that is
finding much favor with the house-
keepers, and with toachers of cooking,
has n flat vessel somewhat like a low
tin box, into whichare fitted one, two,
three, or four cylinders, according to
the size of the apparatus bought.
These cylinders aro each provided
with a patent cover, with a handle.
he fruit is placed at oncein the glass
jar, and set inside the cylinder, where
it is cooked by steam. Tho box in
which the eylinders are placed is fiiled
with water, and hasat the side a steam
whistle and combined filter. It is
claimed for the fruit preserved in this
way that the forcing of the steam into
the contents of the jar, thus driving
out the nir, kills all bacterin, and
gives the fruit & much more natural
flavor than that cooked from the hot-
tom in an ordinary preserving kettle.
As the fruit is quickly cooked while it
is coveored, and is senled nas soon as
cooked, there is no opportnnity for it
to lose its aroma. Little time is con-
sumed, as the fruit has only to be
handled once, and in the case of very
soft fruits they do not lose their shapo
by handling several times. VYege-
tables are also easily canned by this
process, and with a better flavor and
more likelihood of keeping than by
the old way. The apparatus can be
used over gas, oil or conl stoves. The
water nnd sugar added to differcnt
fruits are heated to the boiling point,
skimmed, and poured over the fruit
after it is packed in the jars, and just
before steaming. —New York Post.

RULES OF PICKLING AND RECIPIS.

Use none but the best vinegar and
boil 1n a porcelnin kettle, never in
metal, It is best not to boil the viu-
cgar, 08 in this way it is weakened;
bring it only to the sealding point be-
fore pouring it over the pickles. A
lump of alum the size of a small nut-
meg sealded with the cuenmber or
gherkin pickles makes them crisp and
tender, but too much is injurious.
Pickles should be kept in a dry, cool
cellar, in glass or stoneware; look at
them frequently and remove all the
suft ones. If white specks uppear in
the vinegar, drain off and seald, add-
ing a handful of sugar to each gallon,
and pouragnin over the pickles. Keep
pickles from the air and gee that the
vinegar is at least two inches over the
top of -pickles in the jar. . A dry,
wooden spoon or ladle should be used
in handling pickles end is the only
one that should touch them in the
jurs, Pickles are not noted for whole-
some qualifies, but if they must be
eaten it is best to make them at home.

Sweet Pickled Cucumbers—Prepara
and quarter ripe cucumbers, take out
seeds, clean, lay in brine (that will
flont an egg) for nine days, stirring
every day, take out and put in eclean
water one day; lny 1n alum water
over night; make syrup of one pint
good vinegar, one pound brown su-
gar, two tablespoonfuls each broken
cinnamon hark, mace and pepper;
make syrup of three pints ‘sugar to
one quuzt vinegar enough to cover the
slices, lny them in and cook till ten-
Jder.

Pickled Onions—I’our hoiling brine
over the small button onions, let them
stand twenty-four hours, then drain
and cover with hot vinegar spiced to
taste.

Citron Pickle—Cnt your melon in
picces and boil in salted water until
tender, then drain and add three
quarts vinegar, two pounds sugar and
one-half pound eassin buds.  Boil five
minutes. Ripo cucnmbers or water-
melon rinds will do as well as the
citron melon.

Small Cuenmber Pickles—Wash and
wipe 100 small cucnmbers and place
them in jars; cover them with boiling
brine strong enough to flont an ezg,
let stand twentv-four hours. Then
tnke them out, wipe, and place in
clean jars and cover with hot vinegar
spiced with onion, twelve whole
cloves, one ounce mustard seed and
three blades of mace.  They will bo
ready for use in two weeks,

Cucumber Catsup—Grate the cu-
cumbers and strein off the water
through a colander. Add six large
onions chopped fine to one gallon of
the grated and strained cucumbers,
Add vinegar, salt, cayenne pepper and
horse 1adish to tuste. Bottle without
cooking.

Pyfer Pickles—Salt pickles down
dry for ten dags, soak in fresh water
one day, pour off water, place in por-
celnin kettle, cover witih water and
vinegar and add one teaspoon pulver-
ized alum to each gallon. Place one
night on stove which had fire in dur-
ing day, wash and put in jar with
cloves, allspice, pepper, horse radish
and onions or garlie, boil fresh vin-
egur nud pour over all.  In two weeks
they will be ready for use. ‘'Theso
pickles are always fresh and erisp and
are made much more easily than in
the old fashioned way by keeping in
Lrine.

Chowchow—One Iarge head red
eabbage, large cauliflower, two quart:
ench very smnll string beans, green
tomntoes, cucumbers and ounions; cuk
cabbage into quarters and remove tho
core, then shave in very thin slices,
break up the eauliflower into flower-
ets but leave all others whole.  Mix
togetlier thoronghly and add one pint
fine snlt and let stand over night.

Pickled Cabbage—Cut the size yon
wish, put in boiling water with a little
salt, boil twenty minutes, drain and
place in jar.  Spice vinegar to {aste,
hent aud pour on the eabbage.—New
England Homestead.

Feats of Urban Trunsportation,

The great lmportance of the street
{ rallway Interests of this country i3
| shown n a striking manner by some of
the statistles. While incomplote, tho
figures are belleved to be accurate with-
In 5 per cent and are surprising In many
respects. New York has the greatest
amount of track, 1,583 miles, or moro
than in all New England. PPennsylva-
nia comes next, with 1,422 miles; then
Ohio with 1,077 miles, Massachusetts
with 969 miles and Illinois with 051
miles. The order of States arranged
with regard to the number of cars Is:
New York, 9,115; Illinois, 5,815; Penn-
sylvania, 4,021; Massachusetts, 3,5S063
and Ohio, 3,234. But this order is en-
tirely changed when the number of car:s
per mile of track is taken into consider-
ation, for on this basis of arrangement
the District of Columbia heads the iist
with 6.49, followed by lllinofs with 6.12,
New York with 5.76, Missourl with 4.6
and Massachusetts with 4,02, 'The great-
est capitalization per mile of track is
£111,200, In New York. It is $61,700 in
Pennsylvania, §73,400 in Ithode Island,
£69,600 in 1llinois and $68,100 In Louis-
na, 1'he funded debt per mile of track
Is largest in New York, where it Is §96,-
700, and other high fizures are $72,400
in Rhode Island, $61,800 in New Jersey,
§38,500 in Illinois and £531,600 in both
Missouri and Maryland. ‘The total eap-
ital liabilities per mile of track are
£207,100 in New York, $146,800 in
Ithode Island, 129,400 in New Jersey,
£128.500 in Hlinois, $116,700 in Missourl
and §£113,400 In Louisiana. The banner
States in the matter of capitalization
are Mississippi, Florida, South Dakota
and New IHampshire, whose combined
eapital stock and funded debt amount
to less than $16,000 per mile of track,
while enormously valuable metropoli-
tan properties in New York naturally
give that State its leading positlon.—
Street Railway Journal. .
