TRAINING CARRIER PIGEONS.

How They Are Tauught to Act as Rellable
Mewgsuge Bearers,

Do Witt . Lockwood writes an account

of tho **Carrics. Pigeons of Santa Catas
ling,” deseribing thoe rapid mai) servico es-
tablished between two pluces, o St. Nich-
olas. He says:
1t must be understood, howevet, that in
certain plgeons, especially those known as
the Belginn varlety, the homing Instinet
Is developed in o remarkablo degree, and
It is the birds’ intense love of homoe and
tho almost unvarying certainty of thelr re-
turn thither after having been taken somo
distance away and then released which
make thom valuable as carriers.
The methods used in training n pigeon
for special servive aro not by any means
similar, ns many persons seem to think,
to those employed in teaching o dog to run
aftur o stick, or a white spotted pony to
dance the polka. A carrier's education
consists in conveying him  away from
home and letting him go, when ho simp.ly
flies buck to the loit where he belongs.
This sounds almost as thrilling as the
story of the enterprising mouso that fiest
ran up the clock and then ran down agaln,
and of course it conveys no ideaof tho fin-
menso amount of care and patienco in-
volved in the rearing and breeding of the
irds—tho special cultivation of thoso
qualities which produce the best results,
and so on,
In training tho birds for Cataling three
or four were usually placed together Inn
pasteboard box, perforated  with  holes
about tho slzo of o quarter of a dollar.
They were carried to a spot a mile or so
from the loft, in n direct line for the coast
and Cataling, and relensed. A few days
Inter tho same birds weroe taken a greater
distance away—say threo or four miles
from home—and liberated.  In this man-
ner the severnl suceeeding journeys wero
gradually lengthened until San Pedro, the
seaport of Lus Angeles, 22 miles distant,
was reached.
Then the pigeons were taken aboard the
steamer and set at liberty o few miles out
at sen, increasing the distance upon the
four ocensions that followed, until at last
tho end of the route was reached and the
birds woulil fly, without fail, across the
sen and over thoe land to their home.

WINE DRINKERS' MAXIMS,

Saylngs of Our Elders and a Contribution
From Theodore Rloosevelt.
Jocose remarks, friondly toasts and
oheery greetings rather than profound phil-
osophical truths are to be sought usually
among those who continuously find soluco
in wine drinking. But there is somo liter
ature of wine proverbs, so ealled, in which
thero is an admixture of wit and sagacity.
“A cellar without wine, a homo without
woman and a purse without moncy are
threo deadly plagues,” is one of the oldest
and best known of the wine proverbs.

“Chmmpagne,”” it is a
wine drinkar’s saying, **is liko criticism—
nothing moroe excecrablo if bad, nothing
moro excellent if good.”’ *Love,’” says an-
other, ‘‘stoly its purple light from the
wino cup.””  Here is another, *“The bottle
is of tho sristocracy, treated like n gentle-
man.”  “Drink your encmy’s wine. It's
03 good as your friend’s,”’ is an inhospita-
ble but not unphilosophic saying, and,
“remember,” says another, “olives and
wine tell what a man is.”
One recent saying of o wine drinker does
not find a place in thoe collected maxims
heretofore published, but lstor it may.

MUSHROOIMS.

They Do Not Como Up All at Once, Nor
Do They Grow Forever.
Mushrooms do not come up all at onee,
nor do they grow forever. I the spawn is
food and planted carly in September,
from four to five, amd sometimes six,
weeks will expire before the first crop of
muzhrooms makes its appearance.
The first erop will flow for two or threa
weeks; then the mushrooms will thin out,
and a slight dressing of fresh loam, sbout
hall an inch in depth, should he spread
over the bed. When this coating has been
heaten down with a spade, the soil should
Yo gently moistened with tepid wuater, and
m nday or twoa second crop of mush-
woms—often better than the first—ean ho
gathered.  'The second crop of mushrooms
may last for three or four weeks, and
‘ubout the Iatter part of December the
spawn will bo found to hiave exhausted it-
self, and fresh manure, fresh spawn and
fresh loamm must bo procured for tho formmn-
tion of new beds if another crop of mush-
rooms is desired,
To -grow mushrooms successfully great
care must be taken to obtain fresh spawn,
which can bo bought in all the horticul-
tural stores.  But if the cultivator wishes
to make his own spawn, he can do so by
following these directions: "Tako cqual
portions of horse droppings, cow dung and
fresh loam and mix tho whole thoroughly
together, as you would make mortar.
Then form the matter into cakes about the
sizo of & large brick. Place these bricks
on edgo under cover until they becomo
half dry, then insert into each” brick a
picco of spawn half an inch or so square,
and let the bricks remain until they are
quite dry. Then spread about elght inches
of horso dung over the floor of tho shed,
on which build the bricks in a pile, keep-
ing tho side in which the spiawn has been
put upperizost  Then cover the pile of
bricks over with suflicient stable manure
50 45 to give a gentle heat, not exceeding
100 degrees, through the whole. In two or
three weeks tho spawn will havoe spread it-
eclf through the wholo mass of each brick
and will be ready to plant at any time
during tho winter.—Ncw York Times.

CAITHNESS SUPERSTITIONS.

Some of the Curious Methods Adopted In
Sickness and Death,

A method much in vogue ot one time of
ascertaining whether a sickness would
prove fatal was to dig two holes in the
ground, one ealled the quick grave, the
othicr the dead hole. The sufferer was then
placed between tho two, and the hole to-
wurd wwhich ho turned indicated what
would be the outcome of his malady.
Sometimes o picce of rock was broken
over the head of a person whoso last
agonies were painful alike to himself and
to those who witnessed them. It was be-
lieved that the heart of the sick man
would thus be broken nnd his release has-
tened.  Windows and doors aro always
thrown widsapen inorder that tho depart-
ing spirit may have free egress from thoe
house and escape from tho evil ones that
hover around eager to inthrall his soul.
During the interval between death and
burial hens and cats wero kept carefully
shut up. A person meeting these animals
at such a juncture was doomed to blind-
ness in the future. Moreover, unless a
stream divided the two houses, farmers
frequently refrained from yoking their
oxcen or horses before the body was ““laid
under the turf of truth.” Many women
preserved with tho greatest reverenco their
bridal attiro to cover them in thoe coflin,
Bread and water were placed in tho cham-
ber of death, for during the night prior to
the burial the spirit of the departed one
camne to partake of them, Stillborn chil-
dren and little ones who had not been
blessed by the minister wero buried be-
fore sunrise. In this way thelr ndmission
to the land of promise wag assured. Not
to observe the practico was to destine tho
souls of these bairns to wander homeoless
amd disconsolate,

The fate of tho suicide Is lamentable.
ITis body cannot rest in the kirkyvard, for
it would taint tho souls of thoso who lie
therein; frequently ho was buried in o
lone dike which separated two lairds’ es-
tates, and passersby wero oxpected to cast
a pebblo at tho rudo stone which marked
tho place.—Scottish Roview.
