THE NEGROLES DEMAND IT.

Thoe New York Law to Be f'assed for

Maryland It tho Zepublicans Win—A

S:ample of what to Expect.

A strong effort is being made by the
Republican managers to get and keep
the negro contingent into line. ‘The
colored voter sees his opportunity, and
1g exactling terms, And he is obtaining
them. The Iatest is a cry raised for the
New York law, in case the Republicans
are successful and get control of the
General Assembly. The Democratic dis-
nifection in New York State last vear
gave the Republicans the sssembly of
that State and, in obedience to the de-
mand of their colored voters, that legis-
Iature passed a sort of civil rights bill,
which was signed by Governor Morton,
and became alaw June 15, 1805. A copy
of this law is now in the hands of a Re-
puilican nominee for the Legislature in
the Third Legislative district, and the
promise is that it will be offered and
passed at Annapolis next winter, if the
Republicans succeed.

The law referred to from which the
proposed legislation Is to be teken is as
follows:

“Scetion 1—That 1l persons within the
jurisdiction of this state shall be entitled
to the full and equal accommodations,
advantages, facilities and privileges of
Inns, restaurants, hotels, eating-houses,
bath-houses, barber shops, theatres,
music hells, public conveyunces on land
and water, and all other places of public
accommodation of amusement, subject
only to the conditions and limitations
estublished by law andapplicablealike to
all citizens. :

Section 2—That any person who shall
violate any of the provisions of the fore-
going section by denying to any citizens,
except for reasons applicablealike toel)
citizens of every race, creed or color,
and regardless of race, ereed or color, the
full enjoyment of any of the accommo-
dations, advantages, facilitics or privi-
lezes in said section cunmerated, or by
aiding or inciting such denial shall for
every such offense forfeit and pay a sum
not less than one hundred dollars nor
more than five hundred dollars to the
person aggricved thereby, to be recovered
in any court of competent jurisdiction
in the county or city where said offense
was cominitted; and shall elso, for every
suich oifcnse be deemed gullty of a mis-
demeanor, and upon conviction thereof
<hall be fined not leas than one hundred
dolars nor more than five hundied dol-
lars, or shkall be imprisoned not less than
thirty days nor more than nincty days,
or both such fine and imprisonment.”

It will be observed that not only does
the law impose a fine. with possible im-
prisonment, upon any man who does not
welcome the negro to his restaurant,
his table, bed, theatre, &c., but it offers
a premium to worthless negroes to make
themselves troublesome. ‘The white ho-
tel or theatre man, who is convicted,
must pay the offended darkey from $100
to §500, us well as be subjected to a fine
by the city or county to the same extent.
IHence. at least 5100 reward is offered to
negroes to intrude themaelves,

Thisis the law thas the “reform” legfe-
latur: of New York has passed; and (his
is the law which s to he offered in the
next General Assembly if the Repuabli
cans carry the cleetfon next Tuesday.
And yet the *“wood government' hypo-
crites try to nake out that negro cqunli-
ty Is not an izsue in this campoign—de-
spite Mr. Lowndes to the contrary.—
