THE CHIMESE LANGUAGE.

There Aro Six Clusses of Churacters, but
No Alphabet In Use.

The peculinrity of the Chineso languago
oonsists of the fact that they have w writ-
ten and printed lnngunge and noalphabet,
every word in thelr vocabulary having o
separato character of its own. These char-
gcters are divided Into six classes, the to-
tal number being about 24,20 'he first
class, necording to eminent Chineso phitol-
ogiste,  includes ‘“‘imitative symbols.”
Theso aro 608 In number and aro belioved
te bo tho very first Chinese symbuolic signs
invesited.  Tho second elass includes tho
sgymbols Indicating thought’” and are 107
in number.  'Theso characters avo formed
in such a way as to indicato by their form
or position somo iden referring to the rela-
tive circumstances pointing to them. ‘Tho
third class includes 740 characters known
as “combined ideas.” ‘Phis class bears
gomo relation to our compound words ad
comprises characters mado up of two or
moro symbols to form o single idea.  Tho
fourth class is listed as “inverted significa-
tions” and includes 372 characters, which,
by somo inversion, contraction or altera-
tion of parts, are 1made to acquiroe difierent
meanings.  Tho fifth is the great cinss of
“united sound symbols,”” containing 21,-
810 characters. The sixth class, which has
no tixed number of characters, is listed
under the head of “borrowed uses.””  This
ciass includes metaphoric symbols and
combinations in which tho meaning is in-
duced by some fanciful imagination.  But
a few hundred of these havoe been figured
in charzctess by the type founders, but
fmaginative writers havo been known to
use thousands that aro not regulavly recog-
nized as belonging in the language and
which are not included in the sum total of
24,235 characters montioned in the open-
ing.

Cortain fanciful writers, so Dr. Willizms
says, have been known to ussas high as
260,009 such symbols. The authority ro-
forred to in tho foregoing sontence, while
ho adinits that romantic writers have been
known to employ upward of 260,000 char-
acters in their writings, closes his articls
on that subject by saying, “Whilo an
enorttous number of characters aro ocen
sionally employed, running in somo in-
stances far above 200,000, i may be safoly
said tiat a knowledge of 10,000 characters
will enablo one to read any work publish-
ed in the Chineso language and to write
intelligently on any subject.”’—8t. Louis
Republic.

The Acadians.

Tho storyr of Ivangeline is in mind, and
we read from the poem as wo ride along,
and our bearts aro touched with pity for
the poor Acadians turned out of house aml
home, taken away from their beautiful
Innd and driven into exile. There are
places from which one might be exiled
with cquanimity. Acadia is not one of
them.

The offenso of tho Acadians was their
nationality. They wero loyally and ag-
gressively  French.  Forty  years beforo
their exile France had made a treaty with
England and had dolivered up this penin-
suln 0of Nova Scotia into English posses-
sion. It belonged to England.  But the
people who were thus disposed of did not
concur. ‘They refused to bo Anglicized.
They declined to take an oath of allegiance.
They imbittered and endangered the lives
of the English garrison at Annapolis 1toy-
al.  Whatover they could do against their
governors they did. And the situation be-
came intolerable. Frauco and Lngiand
wera fighting at Fort Duquesne and else-
where, and the Acadian farmers wero send-
ing their gons to join the armics of the
French. It seemed essential to the suceess
of the ¥nglish arms on this continent that
there should be a peaceful possession of
Acadin. Amd whoen milder measures
failed the English adopted that expedient
which the story of Evangeline has made
ono of the best known incidents of history.
—Pittsburg Dispatch.
