SLAPPED ME. HUBNER.
The Lie Passced and Rathioad Jagoates Get
Into o Serimmnge.

An exciting episode occurred Wednes-
day in the county commissioners’ oflice,
at T'owson, during the hearing of a rail-
way application.

Ex-State Senator John Hubner and
Mr. Gustay W. Lurman became involved
in an altercation, which finally led to
blows after the lie had been passed.

The application in question was that
of the City and Suburban Railway Com-
pany to lay its tracks on Wilkens ave-
nue from the.city limits to the Rolling
road. The Columbiaand Maryland Rail-
way Company had asked for the same
privilege. Mr. Hubner is vice-president
of the last named company, and Mr. Lur-
man was in favor of granting the fran-
chise to the Ciiy and Suburban.

Several times in the early part of the
hearing  unpleasant  remarks  passed
between Mr. Lurman and Mr. Hubner.
Finally they got close together, and Mr.
Laurman told Mr Hubner that something
which the latter had ststed was not
correct. e also told Mr. Hubner to
“contine himself to the truth?”  After a
little more unfriendly parley Mr. Hubner
said to Mr. Lurman:

“You are a liar”

‘T'he words had no sooner been gpoken
than Mr. Lurman slapped Mr. Hubner in
the face. They clinched and Mr. Hubner
got in a blow on the side of Mr. Lur-
man’s head. ‘The room was crowded,
and after conslderable pulling und haul-
ing the rombatants were sepsarated.

Mr. Lurman became yery red in the
face, and while struggling to get at Mr.
Hubner again after they hsd been sepa-
rated he said in 2 loud voice:

“You called me a liar, did you

CAN right,” said Mr. Hubner. “1 will
give you any satisfaction you want.”

‘I'hen Mr. Lurman retorted: *‘I slapped
you in the {ace, anyhow.”

“You did, did yon? 1 didn't feel it.)”
replied Mr. Hubner.

President Magruder, who had rushed
from Dbehind his desk to part the two
angry men, returned to his seat and de-
manded order. “Anyone creating any
further disorder,” he added, *‘will be
ejected from the room.”

The excitement became so great at one
time during the melee that it was feared
that others would become engaged in
the fight. Mr. J. Fred C. Talbott, who
was counsel for the road of which Mr.
Hubner is vice-president, rushed toward
Mr. Hubner as if to protect his client,
but was pushed back. The excitement
quieted down sfter a time and the hear-
ing proceceded.

Messrs. Lurman and Hubpoer kept eve-
ing each other during the further pro-
ceedings, and it was thought that “the
end was not yet,” but neither spoke to
the other when leaving the room or after
they had gotten out into the corridor.

After conciderable discussion it was
decided te lay over the railway applica-
tion until next Tuesday, when the
Columbia and Maryland Company Is to

state exactly what distance it proposes to
go on Wilkens avenue. This informa-
tion, Mr. Magruder said, would enable
the commissioners to decide the question.

REPUDBLICAN OFFICIALS.

A Gathering of the Newly-elected at tho
Court House.

I'n addition to the promiscuous crowd
that gathered at the courthouse haere
Tuesday to transact husiness cither with
the Orphans’ Court or the county com-
missioners, were a nummber of the newly-
elected Republican oftlicials, who are
making preparations to enier upon their
respective charges. It was expected that
some of the commissions of the new
oflicers would arrive by Tuesday, es-
pecially those of the county clerk and
sherifl, but they have not yet been re-
ceived at the clerk’s oftice. Sheriflf-
elect Greenbury Johnson was on hand,
prepared to enter his bond in the legally
required sum of $25,000 and to assume
formal charge of the oftice. Sherifl
Johneson has selected George Gearhart as
warden of the county jail, and elso as
his chief deputy in Ellicott City to fill
the place of Deputy James E. Vansant,
who has held the position under several
previous administrations. The position
of deputy county clerk, a3 heretofore
stated, will be tendered to Mr. J. Frank
Oldfield, chairman of the Republican
County Cential Committee. In  the
event of Mr. Oldfield’s non-acceptance,
the place will likely be given to Mr.
Upton W. Dorsey, a leading member of
the party of the FFifth district. Tt is
stated, however, that the services of Mr.
William (5. Sykes, a former deputy un-
der preceding clerks, will likely be se-
cured by the incoming clerk—temporari-
Iy, at least—urtil the new oflicials
familinrize themselves with the duties of
the oflice.

The newly-clected judges of the Or-
rhans’ Court and county commissioners
will begin their oflicial duties the first
Tuesday in December.

A question which has occasioned no
little discussion among prominent party
man of Loth sides throughout Howard
county is that looking to the passage of
an act by the next legislature changing
tite pumber of county cominissioners in’
this county from three to six, and im-
posing upon them the duties of tax col-
lectors. The clerk to the commissioners,
as is the case now, would be bonded to
act as county treasurer.

Colmmbin Railway.

Tlie Execiitive cominittce of the Mary-
Iand and Columbia Railway Company
Wednesday opened bids at thecompany’s
Baltimore office for the machinery equip
ment of the two power-houses which it
s proposed to erect on the main line of
the railway, respectively at the Patapsco
River crossing and near Hyattsville. The
crossing of the Patapsco, it is presumed,
will be somewhere in the peighborhood
ot Ilchester or Orange Grove, pointa on
the main stem of the Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad, between Ellicott City and
Relay. The houses to he equiped will he
of brick, 120 by 220 feet, and comform-
able to plans, the details of which will be
completed later, in anticipatitn of bids
for the work of construction. The work
for which bids were received Wednesday
includes the plecing of eight electric
generators in each building, for the run-
ning of which cngines and boilers aggre-
gating a2 horge-power of 3600 in each
case will be required. ‘The bids received
Wednesduy were numerous, and will be
gone over with a view to making an
award of contract in a few days.

Electele Motor a Success,

An important annotincement is made
in the annual report of President Alayer,
of the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, re-
garding the work of the big electric lo-
comotive on the Belt Line Tunnel route.

MAN TURNING TO BONKEY,

A New Yorker’s Peculinr Case Baftes Mod-

feil Sclence.

The most wonderful case of wkhich
medical “selence has any record  was
bronght to light-ast weel: in tiat of John
Molanskv, of 10 Bayard strcet, New
York, who was presented by . % D).
Weise to a ciinic at the New York Col-
lege of Dentistry.

Molanski who is a cracker baker at 23
Cherry street, is slowly turning from
man ‘to monkey.

However that may be, a great physical
transformation is taking place in the
man. [lis face i3 gradually but surcly
changing from its natural type until it
now shows a striking resemblance to
that of an ape. The features, which
were formerly mild and Semitie, are now
out of all proportion. The jaw has be-
come protruding, and so enlarged that it
is “undershot” to a terrible degree, and
the forehead is perceptibly receding.

Desides the change in Molansky’s head
his hands and feet are growing larger
and longer and now resembles those of
a gigzantic monkey.

It is only recently thst Molansky came
under the care of Dr. Weize, who is.a
professor in the New York College of
D cntistry.

T'he disease, if such it may be called, is
supposed to be allied to the enlargement
of the thyroid gland of the neck, which
produces goitre, and it is apon this
theory that the physicians are going to
treat Molansky. Already they have
given him thyroid extract, taken from
the thyroid hody of animals, and this
novel treatment wiil be watched with
interest.

Coke ns n Trado Thernometer,

There are no signs of failing In the
coke trade of 1895, and tkis condltion is
suggestive of the solidity and stability of
the revival in steel and fron manufacture,
The demand for structural iron and steel
in fact has been 20 great from all sections
of the country that the-centres of manu-
facture have been unable to meet thelr
orders, and in some sections like Pitis-
burg orders have been accepted for deliv-
ery a year hence,

The coke market is an unfailing ther-
nometer, touching these twin industries,
and it is highty significant of the future
when at this season of the year the oper-
ators 1eport 17,947 ovens gending a pro-
ductof 175,000 tons every week from the
Connelisville reglon alone. During the
past ten months there has scarcely been
a waver in the unitormity of this demand,
and the increased activity of the tride in
the hot.sununer months is one of the
features of the review of the year.

Iron masters have not enjoyed a perioil
of business in ten years like the record
of the past year. It is likely that the pro-
duction of pig iron wili amount to eleven
million tens by December, a maximum
output so far as the past is concerned,
and predictions based on additions in
sizht place these figures at a half million
tons higher. ‘I'he output of 1590 and
1892 was 10,300,000 tons and this left a
surplus of unsold iron.

The situation is reyersed this year in
that consumption is equal to the pro-
duction, and there is no stock in hand.
The same statement applies to steel, but
there is a noteworthy exception in that
market. Railroad construction has been
of no passing account since 192 and haa
vot had any appreciable show in the
trade schedule. The promise for 1896 is
for an almost unexampled developement
in that direction, and between the demand
for structural steel and raii steel the year
will be a wonderful record-breaker.

There is & possibility of overdoing the
thing, however, as the figcures are now
dangercusly near the limit, where the for-
efgn product can be intreduced at a pro-
fit, and if manufacturers are wise they
will heed the signs and maintain the busi-
ness and demand atits present healthy and
paying condition.—P’hiladelphia Times.

Capt. John Smith’s Map,
There was exhibited at the Custom-
house, Baltimore, Tuesday, an ancient

ink, exccuted in 1606 by Captain John
Smith, the English hero who explored
Virginia and Maryland while yet a howl-
ing wilderness, and won his way to the
heart of the Indian princess, Pocahiontas,
much to the captain’s advantage on the
occasion of a little entertainment in the
way of a public execution which Chief
Powhatan proposed giving, and which
the copper-colored but bewitching prin-
cess broke up. The map exhibited Tues-
day was presented to Captain John S.
Bennett, of the York River Line of
steamers, by a Virginia lady, whose
family had long prized it as an heirloom.
Itisin fair state of preservation, and
faithfully brings out the exquisite pen-
work of the original, The Chesapeake
Bay sand tributaries, the Potomac River
and the James, with the country con-
tiguous, the domains of the various
Indian tribes and the forests are indicat-
ed with surprising accuracy when the
facilitics of Smith’s day arc considered.
The map’s borders are embellished with
a representation of Smith before
Powhatan, and a representation of a
Susquehanna Indian in war costume.
Capt. DBennett has had the map framed.
