EV. DR. TALMAGE PREACHES A SER-
MON TO YOUNG MEN.

ove of llomo—Industrious Habits—A Higlh
Ideal of Life—tespect For tho Sabbath,

WasniNGTox, Nov. 24.—In his sernion
today Rev. Dr. Talmage, preaching to the
usunl crowded nudience, took up o subject
Of universal Interest to young men.  lis
toxt was selected from T Samuel xvidi, 29,
S1s the young man Absalom safez*?

The heart of David, the father, was
‘wrapped up in his boy Absalom.  He was
n splendtd boy, judged by the rules of
worldly criticism.  Frow the crown of his
head to thoe sole of his fvot there was not a
singlo blemish. ‘Tho Bible says that he
had such a luxuriant shock of hair that
when onceo a year it was shorn whait was
cut off weighed over three pounds.  But,
:nutwithstnnding all his brillinney of ap-
pearance, he was a bad boy and broke his
futher's heart. 1o was plotting to get the
throne of lIsracl. He had marshaled an
army to overthrow his father's govern-
ment.  The day of battle had come. The
conflict was begun. David, the father, sat
between the gates of the palace waiting
for the tidings of the conflict. O, how
rapidly his heart beat with emotion! Ihwo
great questions were to e decided—tho
safety of his boy and the continuance of
tho throne of Isruel.  After awhile a serv-
ant, standing on the top of the house,
looks off and sces some one running. e
is coming with great speed, and the man
on top of the house announees the coming
of the messenger, and the father watches
and waits, and as soon as the messenger
from the field of hattle comes within hail-
ing distance the father cries out.

v Is it a question in regard to the estab-
lishment of his throne! Does he say:
tHave thearmies of Isracl been victorious?
Am I to continue in my imperinl author-
ity? Have I overthrown my cencmies?’
Oh, no! Thero Is one question that
springs from his heart to thoe lip and
springs from the lip into the car of the be-
sweated and bedusted messenger flying
from the battlleld—the question, *Is the
young man Absalom safer”  When it was
told to David, the king, that, though his
armics had been victorious, his son had
Leen slain, the father turned his back up-
on tho congratulations of tho nation and
went up tho stairs of his palace, his heart
breaking as he went, wringlng his hands
sometimes and then again pressing them
against his temples ns though he would
press them in, erving: O Absalom, my
son, my son! Would God I had died for
thee, O Absalom, my son, my soni’

Is Absalom Safe?

My frionds, the question which David,
the king, asked in regard to his son is the
question that resounds today in the hearts
of hundreds of parents.  Yea, there are a
great multitude of young men who know
that the question of thotext isappropriato
when asked in regard to them. They
know tho temptations by which they aro
surrounded; they sco so many who started
life with as good resolutlons as they have
who have fallen in the path, and they are
ready to hear mo ask the question of my
text, ““Is the young man Absalom safe?"’
The fact is that this life is full of peril.
He who undertakes it without the grace of
God and a proper understanding of the
conflict Into which he is going must eer-
tainly be defeated.  Just look off upon so-
cicty today. Look at tho shipwreck of
men for whom fair things were promised,
and who started life with every advantago.

‘Look at those who have dropped from

‘high rocizl position, and from great for-
tune, disgraced for time, disgraced for
‘cternity.  Ail whosacrifice their intogrity
como to overthrow. Take a dishonest
dollar and bury it In the centor of the
earth and keep all the rocks of the moun-
tain on top of it; then cover these rocks
with all the diamonds of Goleonda, and
all the silver of Nevada, and all the gold
of Californin and Australia, and put on
top of these all banking and mmoneyod in-
stitutions, and they cannot kevp down
that onoe dishonest dollar.  That one dis-
honest dollar in the center of the carth
will begin to heave and rock and upturn
{tself until it comes to the resurrection of
damnation. *‘As tho partridgo sitteth on
egys and hateheth them not, o he that
getteth riches, and not by right, shall
leave them in the midst of his days, and
at his end shall be o fool.””
A Safeguard.

Norw, what are the safeguards of yomng
mon? Tho first safeguard of which I want
to spenk Is a love of home. There aro
thoso who have no idea of the pleasures
that concontrate around that word
Shome.””  Perhaps your carly abodo was
shadowed with vice or poverty. Harsh
words and petulance and scowling may
have destroyed all the sanctity of that
spot. Love, kindnesa and self sacrifice,
which have built thelr altars in so many
abodes, were strangers in your father’s
house.  God pity you, young man.  You
never had a homo.  But a multitude in
this audicence can look hack to a spot that
they can never forget. It may have been a
lowly roof, but you cannot think of it now
‘without a dash of emotion. You have scen
nothing on carth that sostirred your soul,
=\ stranger passing along that place might
sco nothing remarkable about it, but ohl
how much it means to you. IFresco on
palace wall does not mean so much to you
as those rough hewn rafters. Parks and
bowers and trees at fashionable watering
place or country seat do not. mean so much
to you as that brook that ran in front of
the plain farmhouse and singing undep
the weeping willows. The barped gateway
swung open by porter in full dress does
not mean a3 much to you as that swing
gute, your sister on one side of it and you
on the other.  She, gone 15 years ago into
‘glory! ‘That scene coming back to you to-
day as you swept backward and forward

“on the gate, singing the songs of your

‘childhood. But there are those here who
have their sceond dwelling place. It is
‘your addopted homie. ‘That also is sacred
for evor. There you (~stul)li.~a}md the first
famlly altar. There your children were
born. In that room flapped the wing of
the death angel.  Under that roof, when
your work Is done, you expect to lie down
and die. There is only one word in all the
lunguagoe that can convey your tdenof that
place, and that word is “home.”’

After awhilo he gots
Impatient.  Hoe tries to improve his pen-
manship by waking copy plates of other
merchants’ signatures!  Never mind—all
is right In business.  After awhile he has
his estate.  Now is the time for him to ro-
tiro to the country, amid tho flocks and
the herds, to culture the domestic virtues.

Now tho young men who were his
schoolmates in boyhood will come, and
with thelr ox teams draw him logs, and
with their bard hands will help to heave
up the castle. That is no funey sketch. It
Is everyday life. I should not wonder if
there wero o rotten beam in that palace.
I should not wondor if God should smito
him with diro sicknesses and pour into his
cup a bitter draft that will thrill him with
unhearable agony. I should not wonder
If that man’s childron grew up to be to
him a disgrace, und to make his lifoa
shamo. 1 should not wonder if that man
dicd a dishonorable denth and were tum-
bled into o dishonorablé grave, and then
went into the gnashing of teeth,  The way
of tho ungodly shall perlsh.

Obh, young man, you must have Indus-
try of head or hand of foot or perish! Do
not have the idea that you can get along
in the world by genlus.  Thocurse of this
country today is geniuses—men with large
sclf conceit and nothing clse.  Who man
who proposes to make his living by his
wits probably has nat any. I should
rather bo an ox, plain and plodding and

uscful, than to bo an ecagle, high flying-

snd good for nothing but to pick out the
eves of carcasses.  liven in the garden of
Eden it was not safo for Adam to bo idle,
$0 God made him a horticulturist, and if
the marricd pair had kept busy dress-
ing the vines they would not have been
sauntering under the tree, hankering after
fruit that ruined them and their posterity!
Proof positive of the fact that when people
do not attend to their business they get
into mischief. *‘Go to tho ant, thou slug-
gard.  Consider her ways and bo wise,
which, having no overseer or guide, pro-
videth her food in the summerand gather-
¢th her meat in the harvest.””  Satan is o
rearing lion, and you can never destroy
him by gun or pistol or sword. ‘Tho
weapons with which you sire to beat him
back are pen and type and hammer and
adze and saw and pickax and yardstick
and the weapon of honest toil. Work,
work or die.
A High Ideal.

Another safeguard that I want to pro-
sent to young men is o high ideal of life.
Sometimes soldiers going into battlo shoot
fnto the ground instead of into tho hearts
of their enemics. They are apt to take aim
too low, and it Is very often that the
captain, going into conflict with his men,
will ery out, **Now, men, atm high!'’ The
fact is that in life o great many men take
no anim at all. The artist plans out his en-
tire thought before he puts it upon canvas,
before he takes up the crayon or the chisel.
An architect thinks out the entire build-
ing before the workmen begin. Although
everything may scem to bo unorganized,
that architect has In his mind every Cor-
inthian column, every Gothic arch, every
Byzanting capital. A pocet thinks out the
centiro plot of his poem hefore he begins to
chime the cantos of tinkling rhythms.
And yet there are a great many men who
start the important structure of life with-
out knowing whether it is golng tobea
rude P'artar’s hut or n St. Mark’s cathe-
dral, and begin to write out the intricato
poem of their life without knowing wheth-
or it is to bo a Homer's **Odyssey’’ ora
rhymester’s botch. Out of 1,000, 999 have
no life plot. Booted and spurred and
caparisoned, they hasten along, and I run
out and say: **Hallo, man! Whither
away?”' “Nowhere!” they say. O young
man, make overy day’s duty a filling up of
the great life plot. Alas, that there should
be on this sea of life so many ships that
seem bound for no port! They are swept
every whither by wind and wave, up by
the mountains and down by the valleys.
Thoey sall with no chart. They gazo on no
star. Thoy long for no harbor. O young
man, have o high Ideal and press toit,
and it will bo o mighty safeguard. There
never were grander opportunities opening
before young men than are opening now.
Young men of the strong arm, and of the
stout heart, and of the bounding step, I
marshal you today fora great achievement.

Respect For Sunday.,
