! GEROME'S GREAT PICTULES.

They Cover a Wide Range of Subjects and
Are World Renowned.

Gerome has painted so many huiportant
pictures having o worldwido reputation
that it is impossible to go Into many par-
ticulars about them in the present articlo.
The illustration of **Napoleon Before the
Sphinx'® will, however, give somo idea of
his remarkable powers of invention and
his fortility of ideas. Tho incident wng
suggested by the Egyptiun campaign of
tho great emporor.  On the vast plaing of
tho desert, rising solomnly up from the
burning sands, stands tho great mysterl-
ous stono figure the origin or the meaning
of which no man has yet beon able to ex-
plain.  In the distance wo seo tho legions
of the French army, while on his horse,
calmly and with speculativo eye, sits the
marvel of his age. The little man, hum-
blo of birth, without influence or moncy,
rising by the forco of clircumstances and
his own strong will and character to the
mightiest position among therulers of the
earth, gazes steadfastly at the storm beaten,
tiie worn monument of past ages.  The
contrast is full of suggestiveness.

Or let us take his *“’I'hirst.”* What
wonderful strength is here! On the hot,
shimmering, sun dricd sands crouches tho
mighty King of beasts, o very baby in his
wenkness, overcomo by the desiro to wet
his parched tonguoe and panting for a drop
of water.  What awful loncoliness!  What
fearful solitude, and what a dreary waste!

It were moro pleasant to turn to the
glimpse ho gives us of the grest oriental
city whoso house tops, minarets and spires
gleam under tho brillinnt castern sky,
where the pious Mussulman ealls the faith-
ful to prayers. Here may boe noted tho
artist’s wonderful powers of observation
amd the extraordinary finish, nsthing ap-
parently eseaping his attentlon.  So, too,
in the “Pacha’s Runners,”’ where thoe re-
productions do not, of course, give an
fdea of the color, though Gerome’s color-
ing is not always {ine.  His best skill ap-
pears in drawing and in the arrangement
of his compositions.  In the *‘Bull Fight-
er’ wo find that the artist Is quite as
much at home in Spanish scenes as in
clussical, oriental or modern French life.
Ho enters into the brutality of the ball
ring, and, showing us tho coarse picadors
and the excited andience, brings the inci-
dent before us very vividly.,

In short, no matter what he undertakes,
he prepares himself for the task with much
carnestness and  great deliberation.  Ho
makes careful studies, ho looks well into
his subjects and ho tnkes no end of pains.
Pictures do not como of themselves, nor
aroe they executed without almost endless
trouble. Artists are generally supposed by
thoughtless people to be more or less in-
spired and to dash off masterpicees at wlill,
but the truth is o picture that has any
claim to livo and to deserve high apprecia-
tion is undertaken with as much fore-
thought as the building of o ship. First
the painter makes a sketch, searching out
ina general way the best method of put-
ting his idea on canvas. Then, after many
changes and alterations, studies are mado
of the principal figures, of tho draperies
und of the accessories. Now the schemeo of
color must bo arranged, and finally comey
the painting, and ths painstaking cumplcg
tion of all the parts.—** A Famous Frencl
Jainter,”” by Arthur Hoceber, in St. Nich-
olss.

The Shawls of I{ashmir,

The beautiful arts and manufactures of
Kashmir ought to bo and, in fact, nre a
source of wealth. But this wealth does
not for the most part fill the pockets of thoe
artisans. The trade is ahmost entirely in
tho hands of a few large firms.  These ro-
ceivo the profit, while the workers get only
u fixed and very low wago. 1 have visited
tho shawl manufactorics. They are very
curivus pluces.  The delicate shawls thas

‘used to be so fashionable are made almost

in the open air and mostly by boys of 12
or 13. Tho looms aro set up in rough
wooden sheds, open on three sides, and
the hoys sit- close together. In front of
each boy are pinned his instructions on a
dirty little scrap of paper. Theso are most
luconic—**T'hree red, five white, one blue™
—that is all. The looms might have come

out of the ark, so antiquated and clumsy

are they. Everything is done by hand, and
I could not discover o single contrivance
for saving Iabor. A fortune awaits him
who can introduce machinory into Kush-
1ir.

The moro elaborate patterns take an ex-
traordinary time to make—threo years is
not thought too long for o good shawl,
and one day’s work is practically invisi-
ble. Another odd arrangement is that the
best shawls are mado In a great number of
small pieces, and these are then so skill-
fully sewed together that the joins are im-
purceptible on the right side, though quité
visible on the wrong. 1In some shawls the
pattern is worked inon the loom, in others
o plain piceo of material is taken aud em-
broidered by hand so lavishly that the ma-
terial ftself completely disappears.—Corn-
hill Magazine.

When Harvard Was Young.

At first it was truly a school only and

Every huinan being has his pet supersti-
tion. It came to him almost in the cradle
ndd has remained with him, by a strange
pertinacity, all his lifo.  Man is too proud
to admit & governing influence which has
no real foundation and must fall to picces
when its stability is tested, but no matter
Low silly 4 superstition may bo, once fm-
Ledded in memory by a single instance
when it camo true, all its signal failures
will generally fail to loosen its grip upon
the human being who has been taught it
in childhcad. A pet superstition will loso
not a jot of its influenco should it fiiil ov-
ery time in a hundred, provided it proves
truie in ono instance only. Ihis fact shows
how men are joined to their superstitious
idols.

“Sing  before breakfast, cry before
night,”” is tha most ridiculous of all old
bogies and the most destruetive of mirth,
Inughter and happiness. 1t is not ditlicult
to prove its fallucy. Let overy man, wom-
an and child stand up sgainst it, sing,
howl, if they eannot give forth melodious
soumds, laugh merrily and rejoice st tho
coming of day, like the birds, whese first
thought upon waking on the appcarance
of the first streak of dawn is to sing hap-
plly with pure joy for the return of anoth-
er day.  Let cach be as happy as the birds
and make everybody clse-happy, and thus
will this detestible superstition retire to
the gloom of its inception and be heard of
110 more.

Why “Timothy” Grass Is So Called,

The forage grass knoivn to the farmers
of the United Statesas timothy is so called
because first introduced and extensively
cultivated in this country by one Timothy
Hanson, a farmer of Maryland. ‘I'his
species of grass Is well known in England
and all over western continental Kurope,
where it is grown extensively by most
farmers between the Mediterranean and
the North sen.  The botanical namoe of this
grass is Phlowmn pratense.  Timothy is
known in the British isles as cat’s tail
grass and In several of our eastern states
ay hord, or hord’s, grass. It was grown
in large quantities in Maryland and Penn-
sylvania long before o spear of it had ever
been seen in England, the first sceed of it
