the benefit of creditors by such actlon.

Transfer of Lighting Franchise.

The Mayor and City Council of this
city have closed a contract with the Ca-
tonsville Ice, Light and Power Company
for the lighting of the town for a period
of five years, furnishing an all night ser-
vice. The price to be paid is $2,000, for
the good will and franchise, the old com
pany retaining the plant, to be disposed
of #s the company chooses. The con-
tract begins June 1, 1898, and in the
meantine it is stipulated that the Ca-
tonsville Company will build the power
house in or near Ellicotl City, which, it
is said, will cost §$40,000. ‘The company
proposes to furnish Woodstock College,
St. Charles College, the large hotel here,
Prtapsco Heights, and also Reck Hill
College. 'The present company, which
hias been in operation for the past six
years, will continue to supply the city
from its plant until the new one is fin-
isiied It is stated the new plant will be
able to furnish electricity for 18 miles
around.

TS PROPOSED STONE ROAD ACT.

The proposed method of raising mon-
ey for extensive road bullding in Howard
connty, embsdled in a bill introduced in
the Senate by Mr. George D. Day, As at-
tracting wldespread attention.

That all may be informed as to the ex-
net features of the bill we give it below,
in fuli:

It is entitled “An Act to provide for
the building of stone roads in Howard
county, the appointment of a Stone Itoad
Commission, the issue of Fifty Thousand
Dollars in Howard county bonds a year
for each of six years, ana to provide for
the payment of the principal and interest
thereol.”

SkcrioN 1. Be it enacted by the Gener-
al Aszembly. of Maryland, That there
sha!l be and i3 hereby constituted A
Bosrd of Stone Rosd Cominissioners of
Howard couuty, to consist of three citd-
zens of Howard county,who shall be ap-
pointed by thie Governor by and with the
adviceand consent of the Senate, in which
Board there shall be one member belong-
ing to a ¢ilferent political party fromthe
Governmor who makes the appointment.
The terin of service of said Stone [Road
Commissioners shall be six years from
the date of their appointment and contir-
metion by the Sennte; sandtheircompen-
sation shall be two hundred and fifty dol-
Inre, ench, per annum; and said Stwone
Road Commissioners, or a msajority of
them, shall be authorized to setect and
appoint one person to act as Secietary
and Treasurer at an annusl salary of
