Brain Welght and Genius,

and intellectunl distinetion have been
weighed and ascertained fo be from
fifty-five to sixty ounces. In a few ex-
ceptional eases, as in the brains of Cn-

vier and Dr. Abercrombie, the weight -

has been more than sixty onnces, hat
it should also be stated that brains
weighing sixty onnces and upward
have occasionally heen obtained from
porsons who had shown no sign of in-
tollectual eminence. On the other
hand, it has been pointed out that if
the brain falls bhelow a certain weight
it camnot properly discharge its
functions. This minimum weignt for
civilized people experts have placed at
thirty-seven ounces for men and thir-
ty-two ounces for women.

It has bheen scieatilically proved
that n woman's color perception much
exceeds that of a man, while men, a3
a rule, have a keener senso of smell.
Women’s training in the details of
dress doubtless accounts for much of
this superiority.

* -
Prodding Tiurnplke Cotupanles.

A law hias beeu pussed by the Michi-
gan Legislature requiring the turn-
pike compaunies in the State “‘to cone
struct, reconsiruct, repair and maine
tain their roads in good repair, and
of the same material aud in the same
manner as required by their charter,
within six months after the passage of
the Aet.” If they fail to comply with
the law. the roads are to be considered
as abandoned, aud no further toll can
he charged on themn.

How It Helped the Farmers.

“Phe beauty of goud roads was ex-
emplified Saturday,” says the Quinecy
(1.) Herald, “‘when the farmers of
Riverside and Ellingten townships
came to town with ioads of hay and
straw and produce, and the farmers of
other townships haid to stuy at home.
The Riverside and Ellington township
farmers came to town via the Loeust
street telforded boulevard.  ‘I'he farm-
ers of the other townships had to re-
main at home, beeanse the roads wero
teo muddy. 'To start meant to be
mired, and s0 no start was made. And
all because of lack of enterprise in
providing good roads.”

Fower Reqiiired oni Grades.

American highways have often close-
Iy followed the old Roman model, and
riy straight ahead regardless of ob-
stacles. 1t seems not to have occurred
to our road-builders that less power
is cxpended in going {hreo miles
around a hill than one mile up it, or
that it is easier to cut down a hill once
than for all travelers to climb it thotu-
sands of times, or that no heavier load
can be hauled thau can be drawn ap
the steepest part. To attain higher
levels the precipitons sides of hills
have been scaled, requiring extremne
grades, when such could have been
avoided, and more circuitous courses,
not materially longer, would have ar-
rived at the same spot with less ex-
penditure of energy. Mountain roads
can be kept in order only with extreme
difticulty. The work on them, the
time and unnecessary energy wastod
in surmounting them, and the half
loads that only can be hauled on them
are sources of great and constant loss.

In foreiga countries every effort is
made to keep grades down to four per

cent., that is, a rise of four feet in

every hundred, as this has been shown
by experience to be the maxiinum on
which loads ean be advantageously
hhuled, anid even it necessitates the
expenditure of as much energy in onse
mile as in traveling three on n level,
30 that but one-third as heavy a load
can he drawn,  As the grade increzses
above this pereentage the Isbor in-
volved hecomes so excessive that a
maximum of ten feet rise in n hundred
is used abroad for mountain roads,
and on this less than one-half can be
hauled of what is possible at four in a
hundred, awd but one-sixth as much
as on the level.

~ Ho little aitention has been paid to
this subject here that a rise of ten in
one hundred is often found on main
roads which are constantly used by
heavy traflic, and even twelve and
tifteen in o hundred are by no means
unecommon., _This is wrong. The
courses of old reads could be slightly
altered in mauy eases {o their great
advantage, and in other cazes new
roads could be laid ont.  These points
ought to be thoroughly looked into be-
fore making hilly ronds permanent hy
maecadamizing them.—1i. A, W, Bual-
letin, .

Why Stale ALl i3 Necessary.

(n addressing the Maryland State
Grange recently, Generel Stone spoke
of conditions which may exist in other
States as well.  He said in part:

“I find that the question of State
aid is eliminated in Maryinnd by a
coastitutional provision which  pro-
hibits the use of State funds for such
a purpose. Get up 2 sentiment strong
enough, andamend your Constitution,
like other States are doing. It is a
vicious system that requires loealities
to keep up the roads. It is a work
that concerns the people of the whole
State, and is not a local qgunestioun.
Rouds arc of vital interest to the cities.
Blockade your conntry roads to-day,
and to-morrow your city will begin to
seatter. The benefits of good roads
are eqqually sharved by the cities, but
they must assist in the work of con-
struiction before they ean reap the ad-
vantages.

“Abont three-fourths of the wvrop-
erty interests of the country are to be
found in the cities,€and held by the
corporations.  Now, the farmers, repre-
senting about one-fourth of the prop-
erty interests, have heen endeavoring
to keep up the roads for the whole
country. 'The result is obvions. The
burden was too much, and bad roads
are to be found everywhere.

‘“Ihere exist in some places strong
objections to employing convicts upon
public roads. A happy solution of
this difliculty, however, presents it-
self. Fmploy your conviets in pre-
paring matevial for building good roads,
This has been tried in o number of
States, nud has proved to be an econom-
ical as well as a healthful wayof work-
ing convicts. Iam satistied that Mary-
lIaud eould employ its short-term
prisoners and House of Correction in-
mates in this way, and deliver road
materinl at fifty cenis a ton in any
part of the State.

“You must couvince your legisla-
tors that the State of Marylund is en-
titled to just as good legislation as any
other State of the Union.  You must
stir thom at home, and follow them to
Aunapolis. ¥ * *  You can fell
them what you want in a general way,
that is:

“First—A complete reform in the
local rond administration, so that yon
will get your money’s worth for the
Moley yoil Now pay. )

““Second—You want more moncy
for roads, without more taxes on farm
property.

“Third—You want an efficient
State supervieion to make sure that
the new money spent on roads shall
he spent to the best possible advan-
tage,

“Fonrth--You want to make sure
for the future that all property, and
all the people interested in or bene-
fited by good highwaysshall contributa
their proper share toward.” building
and maintaining those roads.”
