An Impressive Death Scene In a Pallman
Sleeping Car.

Tho Morgan ferry station has produced
many good storles. 1t has furnished its
quota of tragedy and comedy in rallrond-
ing, but nover wias a more pathetic vi-
gnetto of real lifo portrayed than was fur-
nished by tho arrival of the through train
from the west tho other morning.

When tho trainmen ontered the sleeper
from San Francisco, they found a young
man in his berth who was unable to leave
it aml who was then in the last stage of
consumption. Although a day train, he
had been allowed to occupy his berth all
the way from Houston, having takon tho
train at San Antonio. e carried o ticket
for Juckeon, Miss. That was all the
trainmen knew of the stranger. A physi-
cian had been a passengeron thoe train and
had administered what comfort ho could
during the journey cast of Houston. When
Algiers was reached, ho advised that ig
would prove fatal to take the young man
from his berth. Acting upon this advice,
the sleoper was detached from the train
aund pluced on the ferry, a thing that is
not usuanlly done. Bringing it to this side,
tho stranger, who, by the way, was abous

85 yeara of age, was seen to bo rapidly

sinking.

Dr. Formento was summoned, and ar-
rived in o short timc. Ho said nothing
could bo done. A stimulant was admin-
istered, however, in tho hopo of reviving
lifo until the patient could bo got from
the car.

Harry Abblott, clty passenger agent of

the Southern Pacific, was in tho car long
before this. Seeing the sleeper on this side
attracted tho attention of the Rev. Mr
Ahrens, who happencd along at this time.
aml ho climbed on the coachr.  Dr, For-
mento, Mr. Abrens, the Pullman con-
ductor and the two negro purters were now
surrounding the berth of the dying man.
The dector said he could not live many
minutes.  Mr. Abrens said it was teo bad
to sce the man die without a word ofiered
up in his behalf.
- Knceeling at the head of the Pullinan
berth, there was then enscted o seene
which was probably never before witnessed
in a ratlroad car.  Trainmen, who are not
persistent churchgeoers, felt the strange,
impressive moment, and, as though by in-
stinct, they all knelt about tho couch
which bore the spirit struggling between
life and death. Mr. Ahrens was at tho
head, whiis Harry Abbott knelt at the foot
and the Pullinan conductor and the por-
ters bowed the knee in silence by the side.
The prayer offercd up in behalf of the dy-
ing man was ono of the most beautiful
and most touching ever said in behalf of
any soul.  he gpirit of the supplication
was that, although this man was unknown
to those who knelt by his side, yet ho was
a common brother and hound to them hy
the tic of brotherly love. For this reason
all men are interested in each other, and
for that reason the last and parting prayer
wis offered up in bebalf of this dying
Lirather. As Mr. Abhrens elosed his sppeal
for divine mercy all of tho watchers by the
bedside joined in repeating the Lored’s
Prayer, even to the porters.

In ten minutes after the closing of this
pathetie servico tho spirit of tho man touk
its flight. Ho was afterward conveyed to
the hospital, and it was then learned that
the stranger was W. 1. Covington of Jack-
Fon, Miss,, and that he was of a good Mis-
sissippi famsily. 1o had been a long time
a sufferer from consumption, and finally
determined to go to San Antonlo, Tex.,
to seo if hecould not find some relief. This
change was successful for a time, but, as
is the case with such patients, the cffect
soon wore off, and M. Covington deter-
mined to make his way back to Missis-
sippi.—Now Orleans Times-Democrat.

At Ardmore the spaco between two
brick buildings is inclosad by walls across
the front and rear of the lot. A roof par-
tially covers the inclosure. The gable ends
are open, and adriving rain or snow storm
wets the interior. The mud of the dirt
floors is often ankle deep.  Such is one of
the United States jails of the territory.
Under this shed and in the mud the fed-
eral prisoners awaiting trisd are herded
by guards who patrol thie front and rear
day amd night.

At South McAlester Is the secand of
these nationnl disgraces. It Is a stone
building 50 feet wido by about 80 fect
long. Thoe sides of the building are with-
out openings of any kind. 1In one end is
w deor. In the opposite end aro two win-
dews.  The only air that can enter is by
the deor and the two windows.  Men and
women prisoners arecomfined in thisstone
building. Recently the number thus
housed was 176. The smell that comes
from the interior i3 such that few persons
can approach the door without being slek-
ened.

At Muscogcee 13 the third of theterritory
jails. A\ fire destroyed the old building in
uze, and a new structure, erude for such
purposes, but a marked immprovement on
the oiher two jails, is now in use.  These
three places, two of them without coun-
terparis in tho whols country, are cinploy-
ed to hold Lietween 700 and 800 prisoners.
cither awalting trial or under sentence.
They are the only jails for & population of
360,000 white people.  To keop the 700 or
su0) prisoners within these “black holes™
tho United States pays 510,000 & year to
Inilers and keepers.—Washington Cor. St.

Hints For Yeung I'hotographers,

To squilgee prints to a ferrotype plate
in order to make a gloss finish have the
plate perfectly clean and free from grease.
1t is Letter to wash it with scap aud warm
water each time it is used.  Turn a little
benzine on the surfuce of the platennd rab
it thoroughly with a sofs cloth, repeating
the operation if the plate looks streaked.
Let cold waier run over the surface of the
plate, and then lay the wet prints face
down upon it and roll them down with o
rubber rolier until all moisture has been
forced out. A picce ef blotier should be
placed over the picture to absorh the wa-
ter.  Bedore the prints are toned they can
be trimmed, and before they are removed
from the plate n coat of thin paste can be
applied to the back, and they can be taken
from the plate and mounted at onee.  If
they are mounted dry, a thin cont of paste
should be applied to the back of the pic-
ture, but if they are to be burnished afier
mounting they may he damp when
mounted.—Harper's Rouinl Table.
