Cooking Utensils of Aluminjum—A Tent
That Is Wind, Water and Moagiito
Proof—Commercial Rivairy Between Se-
attle, Portland and San Francilsco.

[From Our Epecial Corres;umdent.] ’
SEATTLE, Wash., March &,

Let ma tell you sométhing dbont Klon-
dike outfits. ‘ ;
~ We take as little clothing as seems
likely to answer our absolute needs and
of the best quality. Even the best nu-
thorities differ widely as to the kind of
clothing needed. 1'or instance, Captain
Brainerd, formerly with the famous
Greely arctic expedition, with whom I
had a talk the other day, does ngqt ap-
prove of skin clothing because perspira-
tion will not pass through it. On the
contrary, Mr. Clements and Mr. Brown-
fie, both practical and experienced men,
think otherwise. The latter says:

““What & man needs are skins and
fors. When you are out in the snow
and ice, woolens and blankets will do
you little good.”’

My own opinion is that it isadvisable
to take fur garments, but they sheuld
be large enough to bo used as an outer
covering only. One may exercise quite
a choice in the selection of his outfit
and yet not go far astray. If you nccept
all the advice that is offered, however,
you may as well buy out an entire cloth-
ing store. Buse your pluns on the idea
that the mercury range is wido and that
in the long winter it runs down from
zero to 60 degrees below. Consider the
kind of clothing you would need if you
were to live at home and largely out of
doors in such weather.

They are of different sizes, so that one
or wmore suits of underwear, shirts,
sweaters, coats and pantaloons inay be
worn over those next the skin if needed.
A suit of Russian dogskin, with a hood
sapplied with apertures for the eyes,
noso amd mouth, is taken for use in the
coldest weather.

the coast. It may not all be accurate or
reliable news, but it goes. Her chamber
of conerce has strewn the country
with maps, price lists, steamboat and
railroad folders and other literature to
sghow that the city is the natural point
of departure for the gold seeker and the
only place in which to look for outfits.
Scramble For Klondike Business.

Finally some of the other coast cities

slowly opened their eyesand then began
a merry scramble for business, with
Seattle nlways far in the lead. One
form of warfare is the price list of out-
fits. Seattle issues a list of prices; Port-
land follows, going her one Letter, and
then come San Francisco and Tacoma,
all offering goods of the sscune name at
least, but with a curious difference in
price and of course in quality. For in-
stance, observe the ascending scale of
sleeping bag prices:
Portland, sleeping bags from..... § 0 upward
Seattle, slecping bags from....... 120 to 0 W
Tncoma, sleeping bags from ISWto3H W
Ban Franciseo, sleeping bhags.. .. 45 0

The above figures are taken from au-
thorized lists. The £i5 bag is of fox-
skin. The $18 to £35 bag is ¢f goat or
doyg skin, while the £12 to $15 bag isa
combination of flannecl and duck, which
is practically worthless in very cold
weather. Even the most unsophistocat-
ed would bardly care to invest in one at
as low a figure as $2.50.

Of course a diffcrence in  quality
makes a difference in price, so the lists
are utterly useless for comparison when
nothing is known of the quality of the
goods.

The same may bo observed in the case
of other articles of clothing, as will bo
scen by the following taken from ofticial
lists of the cities naumed:

But where the
matter of freight is not of serious ac-
count I should advise prospective Klon
dikers to outlit in their own localities.

QUEER AMERICAN RIVERS.

Que Florida River That Scems Undocided
Just What to Do,

F. IH. Spearinan tells of *Qucer Ameri-
can Rivers in St. Nicholas. I'he author
Bays:

Every varicty of river in tho world seems
to bave a cousin in our collection. What
other country on the fuco of the globe af-
fords such an assortment of strenms for
fishing and boating and swimming and
skating—Dbesides having sany number of
streams on which youn can do none of these
things® Oneccan hardly Iimaginorivers like
that, but we have them, plenty of them,
as you shall see. .

As for fishing, the American boy may
cast his flies for salinon in the arcticcirolo,
or angle for shurks undera troplieal sun in
Florida, without leaving the domain of
tho American {lag. But tho fishing rivers
are not the most curious or the inost in-
structive as to diversity of climate, soil
and that sort of thing—physical geography,
the teacher calls it. -

For instanco, if you waunt to get a good
fdea of what tropical heat and moisture
will do for a country, slip your canoe froin
a Florlda steamer into the Ocklawaha
river. It is as odd as its name, and ap-
pears to be hopelessly undecided as to
whether it had botter continue in the fish
and alligator and drainago business or de-
vote itself to raising live oak and oypress
trees, with Spunish moss for mattresses as
a side product.

In this fickle minded state it does a lit-
tle of all these things, so that when you
aro really on the river you think yon aro
lost in tha woods, and when you actually
get lost in thoe woods you are quite confl-
dent your canoc Is at last on the river.
''his confusion i3 due to thelow, flat coun-
try and the luxuriatice of a tropical vege-
tation.

To say that such a river overflows its
banks would hardly boe correct, for that
would imply that it was not behaving it-
self. Besides, it basn’t any banks—or, at
least, very few! The fact is, those peace-
ful Florida rivers seem to wander pretty
much where they like over the pretty pen-
insula without giving offense, but if Juck
Frost taukes such a liberty—presto, you
should see how the people get after him
with weathor bulletins and danger signals
and formidable smudges. So thoe Ockla-
waha river and a scoro of its kind ronm
through the woods—or maybe it is the
woods that roam through them—and tho
moss sways from the live oaks, and the
cypress trees stick their knees up through
the water in tho oddest way tmaginable.

Bookmaking In the Middle Ages.

It required o mnn of great parts to be
& successful publisher at that time, as
much as or even moro than it does todsy.
Such an institution, for example, as the
Sorbonne or University of Paris required
the highest guarantees of chaiacter, capi-
tal und literary capacity in the licensed
bookscller. He must be an adept in all
the knowledgoe and scionce of the perlod,
as well ns perfectly skilled in the mechan-
ical needs of his business. The university,
too, which was always in close touch with
the ch:urch, even when its studies had be-
gun to broaden, exercised n jealous censor-
ship, lest somo religious heresy should
oreep in. Whenever an orror of this or
even of a more trivial sort was found, the
transcripts were burned and the booksell-
er heavily fined. Sometimes his privileges
might be entirely revoked, indeed, and he
himself imprisoned. The bookseller could
not even {ix a price on his own produocts.

Four of the guild in Paris, for example,
wero sworn as uppraisers by the authori-
ties of the Sorbonne to fix the selling value
of a boek, and any deviation from this was
a penal offense. To students the price was
fixed at two-thirds of the charge asked of
the goneral purchaser. Tho booksellers
could not dispose of their entiro stock and
trade without the licenseof tho university,
which must also approve the purchaser.
Asan additional help to students, the Sor-
bonne in thomiddle of the fourteenth cen-
tury fromed a law compelling, all book-
gellers to keep books to lend out on hire,
and this example was imitated at Tou-
louse, Bolognn, Vienna and Oxford. In
this way circulating libraries were estab-
lished in  tho middle ages.—Harper's
Round Table.

Voting In Gl.-cnter New York,

Election day dawns, and it is a busy one
for the police. 7o the avernge eitizen of
New York and to every small boy who can
help build a bonfire an election means a
holiday, but the policeman rejoices that it
cotnes but once a year.  For weeks previ-
ous to election they, too, have been busy
in preparatory work. Every registration
has been veritied by o personal visit, and
in cases where fraud seems to have been
committed the evidenceo has been carefully
prepared and warrants issued. Thoe lodg-
ing houses, cheap hotels and like places
have been under tho most rigid surveil-
lance for weeks in order to detect and pre-
vent colonization. No person can vote
from oneof these places unless ho is known
to have heen registered there at least 30
days prior toelection day and to have lived
in tho county at least four months. When
it is remembered that 12,126 men were
registered in licensed lodging houses of
New York on Oct. 2, 1897, and 14,805
moro in the cheap hotels and unlicensed
lodging houses, an idea can be obtained of
the amount of this kind of work which
falls upon the police. 1t is interesting to
noto that of this total of 26,5621 floating
male population only 10,665 registered to
vote, and of these only 9,193 actually voted
on clection day.—**''he Police Control of a
Great Election,’ by Police Commissioney
Avery D. Andrews, in Scribner’s.

Eat Slowly and Be Merry.

F. A. Burrall spoke of the amount of mis-
chief done by the very common habit of
eating the meals rapidly, nccording to the
farmer’s motto of “‘quick to eat and quick
to worlk.” Thorough mastication was of
tho utmost importance, and, of course,
this presupposed a proper condition of the
teoth, QGastric digestion was often wenk-
ened sind much distress was caused by the
ingestion of too much fluid with the food,
particularly at the beginning of the meal.
Another factor in causing dyspepsin was
tho habit of cating food in silence, or
without that mirth and good fellowship
80 necessary to insuro a nervous condition
favorable to the normal action of the di-
gestivo organs.  These little details might
scem trito and unimportant, but it was
the duty of the carcful physician to in-
struct his patients in regard to them. The
long continued and free uso of digestivo
agonts ferved to mnko tho digostive or-
gans lazy and inactive.—Medical Record.
