CIENEGA’S DARK HISTORY.

Tho Band of Cutthroats That Once In-
fested the Arizona Station.

Thoso who can remmeinber back to 1873
and thereabout in this part of tho terri-
tory reeall that Cienega Station had a re-
markably tragic history. .

1t was once the nbode of a simall though
desperato band of cutthroats—inninly the

-employees of the stago company—who

posed as honest hosts while operating a
private graveyard for unfortunate travel-
ers, not unlike nor inferjor to that which
has clothed tho name of Bender with its
worldwide terror and abhorrenco. It was
the most important station between Tuc-
son and Silver City on the old Buitterfield
stage route that ran between San Diego
and El Paso.

The tragic mysteries of Cienega Station
wero never entirely cleared up, for mur-
ders and robberies and hold ups followed
so swiftly on the Lcels of each other that
the real miscreants were never dealt with
by the authorities.

That their crimes were avenged, how-
evor, as crimesalways are, is shown in the
Indian massacre which oceurred thero in
the fall of 1873. One datrk night the
Apaches gathered in silenco on the su-
rounding hills, and at daybreak, with o
whoop and yell, they rushed in on tho lit-
tlo band at tho station and massacred all
If any escaped, no one knows who it was
or where ho went, and the presumption
is that all wero killed. On a litile knoll
back of the station are tho mounds of 18
unknown graves marked by a singleshaft
that tells the work of the avengers. Most
of tho crimes perpetrated by the white
men at Ciencga were laid to the door of
tho Apaches, and it was afterward found
that moceasins were kept by the rohbers
as part of their highway paraphernalia.

The most widely known crimo of the
Cienega flends was the capturo of $75,000
en route froin El Paso to San Diecgo in
charge of n small government guard.

*Pheso were funds of tho United States

paymaster, and the threo men who at-
tempted to convey thomn in a buckbonrd
past Cicnega Station were murdered on
the spot. It was known that this crime
was perpetrated by Americans disguised
as Apaches.

At this timo it was impossible for these
Cienega Benders to get out of the country
with their treasure, o most of it was
buricd in gecret. Then came tho Apache
aveinpgers. Often sinco then idlo prospect-
ors have made vain searches for the hid-
den treasure.—Arizona Gazette.

'DREYFUS' PRISON LIFE.

Mmbsolute Loneliness Without a Human te
Speak To.

I learn on very good authority that
Dreyfus is now practically unrecognizable,
writes n Parls correspoitdent to the Lon-
don Telegraph. His hair has turned white,
and he is a complete wreck. Ieo existg,
and that is all.. The only wonder is thas
he still lingers on.  Countless persons en-
dowed with strong constitutions would
already have succumbed to the system to
which he is subjected. Such isthe opinion
of those who have watched him on the
spot, as a letter just recelved from French
Guianna abundantly testifles. Since he has
been settled at the Ile du Diable, Dreylus
has only been rarely visited by the govern-
or of the colony and other oflicials. Elev-
en warders are told off to guard him night
and day, a couple at a time, who are re-
lieved every two hours. They are strictly
enjoined never to speak to the prisoner
unless there is some imperative reason for
their doing so, and then as briefly as pos-
sible. Thus Dreyfus spends days and
weeks together precluded from converso
with a fellow creature.

Until tho month of July he dweltina
hut situated in the lower part of theisland,
but he was then removed to a plateau
higher up. The structure which he now
inhabits is about 30 feet in length and 10
feet in breadth. It is divided into two
roomns of alimost cqual size. One, with
but two windows looking out on a sort of
courtyard, is reserved for Dreyfus, egress
from it being through a door in the parti-
tion which separates it from the other
chamber, where the warders are posted.
In front of this hut is a bit of ground
some 40 square yards in arey, inclosed by
a very thick palisade six feet in height, so
that the prisoner cannot catch a glimpse
of the surrounding scenery, but has only a
dead wall to gaze upon.

The wretched man tried to convert the
ground into a little garden, but the soil is
#o poor and pebbly that he bad to give up
tho idea. When he arrived at the Ile du
Diable, he used to beguile the time by
working out algebraical problems on a
slate, but after awhile he abandoned tho
practice, and he now passes hours together
in reading and writing letters. As for tho
provisions with which ho is supplied by
the authorities, they are reduced to the
simplest expression, fresh meat alternat-
ing with bacon, while bread, vegetables,
salt and pepper, the last even regarded asa
favor, complete the miserable list.  Owing,
however, to the money which he is per-
mitted to receive from France—&20 a
month, as is believed—Dreyfus is able to
supplement this meager diet and to pro-
vido himself with good wine, cognac, pre-
surves and also with cigars, which he
smokes continually. Such is the lifo or
rather existence led by this unhappy man,
and from which his relatives and friends
are endeavoring with might and main to
free bim, while clearing his character ns
well.

The Heir to the Austrian Throne.

The heir apparent to the throne is tho
nephkew of the emperor, Archduke Francis
Ferdinand of Este, a weakling in hody and
mind, whom nobody knows, for whom no-
body cares, who has not one single quality
to cnable him to grasp the reinsof the un-
ruly dual team and lead it safely oand
successfully on its dangerous road.  Most
likely Ferdinand will find at his aceession
to the throne—Ilike his uncle in 1818—the
whole country in uproar and revolt, some
wiscacres advising him to drive the state
carriage as a German-Magyar-Czech troy-
Eka; others clamoring for a Czech-1*olish-
Magyar-German four-in-hand, and the
majority of his subjects shouting wildly
for a *“go as you please’’ stecplcchase.

In well informed court cireles it is whis-
pered already that Ferdinand, who isof
delicato health and not able to stand the
climate of Vienna, will never sit upon the
throne of tho Hapshurgs, and even if he
should attempt it would not occupy it
long. Since ho is a bachelor, the reins
would pass to his younger brother, Arch-
duke Otto. 'Then goodby, Austrin! This
fmperial prince—if all bo truo that is cur-
rently reported—despised alike by all the
people, regardless of nationality, creed or
party, for his principles, morals and man-
ners, could not find a scoro of decent men
to unfold his banner. Neither could any
other member of the Hapsburg family—
most of them afllicted with hereditary pre-
dispositions to cpilepsy, Insanity or de-
bauchery—concentrate upon himself such
popular sympathics a8 would make his
accession to tho throne o lasting success.

THE RAVAGES OF BANQUETS.

A Yopilar Former Mayor of Haitimore
Telis How to Withstand Them,

In theso days, wheil many of tho flls
which flesh is heir to aro sald to bo attrib-
utable directly o tho ealing of too miuch
good food or the drinking of too mich
good drink, it 1s diffeult to find ninan
who, in tho course of twao deeades in puk-
1lic dife, has attonded, nt a conservative es-
timate, not less than 600 banquets and
still maintains n comfortable avolrdupols
and shows no ill effectsof an ordeal which
inight well mnke many a gourinaind shud-
tler.

Sueh a man, hiowever, is ex-Mayor Fer-
dinand Claiborne Latrobe. For 14 yeurs
he sat in the mayor'schair, and during all
ef that time he was subject to an unwrit-
ten Jaw which declares that o part of
mayor's dutles is to go to banquets.  Be-
fore he was ever clected mayor of Balti-
more he was n public oflicial, baving been
speaker of the houso of delegates, and held
other oftices, and during that time his
quota of banguets was not small. And
sinco he has retired to private life his
friends, who, during seven years as mayor
bad honored him with invitations to han-
quets, have not forgotten him, and he has
conitinued to grnce tho tables which have
known him in his ofticial capacity.

Say, then, that there are 20 years dur-
ing which General Latrobe has been a
regular guest at public banquets. e him-
self snys that ho must have attended at
least 80 n year during that tiine, and that
makes the total of 600 banquets. What is
the sceret of doing this without shattering
health and happiness, without even being
interested in the Zurich (Switzerland)
operation of having one’s stomach re-
moved? Perhaps it would bo best to give
it in his words.

“I never found the task arduous,”” enid
ho yesterday. “‘I have attended all kinds
of banquets and dinners, at which thoe
dishes of many distinctive nations were
served. But the fact is that I never ate
much and scldom drank anything but
mineral watér. I would always cat n
goad dinner before 1 left home and wonld
when I arrived at the banquet table par-
take of perbaps o few things and then sit
still and enjoy myself until it came timo
for me to respond to that abused toast,
‘The City of Baltimore.’ v

YA mayor can make no greater mistake
than to try to o to two banquets in one
night. ‘I'his is o thing that I never did.
When I received an invitation, 1 wrote it
down, and if another came 1 informed the
secoid coiners that I was already engaged
to cat and drink. Asfar as the speech-
making wns concerned, that never both-
cred ine miich. When the time come to
talk, 1 would get up and tell iny hearers
gomething about the city govermment,
which, 1 must confess, I knew a great deal
about at one time.”’

1t struck General Latrobe asrather fun-
ny when the national complexion of the
banquets which he had attended was ealled
to his attention.,  There were the German
celebrations, for instance, with very Teu-
tonic dishes and wine and beer. ‘Fhen
there were the incetings of the Hibernian
gociety, where the gons of the <od of Erin
had the eatering in charge.  The St. An-
drew’s socicty served him haggis piping
hot and equally hat Scotch whisky and
the St. George’s society stuck to the reast
beef of old England and other things
which go with it.

All of these General Latrobe attended
assiduously and regularly, and thero were
others. ‘There was the bangucet of the He-
brew Benevolent society, where the dishes
of the prophets met the eye, the bangucts
af the City college, and other cducational
tn-titutions, and last, but not least, the
annual gatbhering around the festal board
of the Merchants and Manufacturers’ as-
socintion, where orators of national fame
usunlly discourse upon topics of timely in-
terest.

“ really enjoyed it all,”’ cantinued the
ex-mayor. *I like to go not only to the
banquets which yon have mentioned, hut
to mnny others, I always had o good time
whenever I went.  But I didn’t eat much
~—banquet goers should remember that—
and I didn’t drink much, and that is why
I have not developed any of those many
diseases which are lurking in tho atmos-
phere surrounding the gourmet.

“A public man must needs attend a
great many of theso functions, but at all
of them he is almost sure to meet 4 num-
ber of pedple whom he knows, and it is
always pleasant to talk to one’s friends.
T'hus 2 man may combine pleasure with a
duty which might at times scem disagree-
able on account of its frequent recurrence,
but if he would have peace of body and
avoid surgeons, who have a hankering to
remave stomachs, he should follow my
exnmple—never cat muchand never drink
much.”’—Baltimore Sun.

Library Tickets Given With Dog Licenses.

Some time ago the Kansas City council
passed an ordinance giving tho publie li-
brary H0 per cent of all money derived
from dog licenses.  This will amount to
about £2,500 per year. The membership
feo to the public Jibrary is §1 annually,
The promoters of the free membership
scheme elaim that by virtue of the ordi-
nance giving the library half of the dog li-
cense money the poor people of the city
practically  support the library.,  They
argue it is not the rich people who keep
dogs, but the poor classes.  ‘ilie license on
a female dog is §2.50, while it costs $1.25
per yenr to harbor & malo deg. It is
claimed that 95 per cent of the money de-
rived from dog licenses comes from the
laboring people, and, inasmuch as their
money supports the institution, they think
it is no more than right that they should
bo allowed free acceess to the library.

The ordinance will grovide that when a
person takes out a dog license the city
clerk shall issue with it cne membership
to the librmy.—Topeka State Journal.

Chinese Nervelessness,

A north China paper says the quality of
‘““nervelessness’ distinguishes the China-
man from the European. The Chinaman
can write all day, work all day, stand in
one position all day, weave, beat gold,
earve ivory, du infinitely tedious jobs for
ever and ever and discover no nore weari-
ness and irritation than if he were a wa-
chine.  This quality appears in early life.
Thero are no restless, naughty boys in
China. ‘They are all appallingly goed, and
will plod away in schocl without recesses
or recreation of any kind. The Chinanan
can do without excercise.  Sport or play
scems to him so inuch waste labor.  llo
cun sleep anywhcre—amid rattling ma-
chinery, deafening uproar, squalling chil-
dren and quarreling adults.  He can sleep
on the ground, on tho floor, on a bed, on o
chair or in any pesition.

Westminster Abbey Customs,

Burinl in Westminster abley is not, of
course, a question of money, hut there aro
certain fees charged for interment within
that ancient pilo. Formerly the fees
amounted to £150 or £160. Dean Stanley
introduced many reforms in the scalo of
charges, with the result that the maximum
cost is now £111 4s. 2d. It may, howover,
bo £20 less.

I'he variations in the cost ariso in con-
nection with thoe contribution demanded
for the fabric fund, which is £26 or £306
or £46, according to the placoof interment.
Other items in tho bill are £34 23, 241. for
fees to the dean, eanons, choir and vergers
and £31 2¢. on nccount of silk sgearfs, hat-
bands and gloves to the clergy, choir and
vergers, which were formerly provided by
the undertaker and charged in his account.

AN ECCENTRIC ACTOR

PHE CAREER OF GEORGE JONES, BET-
TER KNOWN AS “COUNT JOANNES.”

A Lawyer, Lectirer, Writer and Histrionie
Star —For Maby Years the Butt For Rid.
lcule—Riis Buit Agalnst Sothern—Died at
Last In FPoverty.

Ono of tho cceentrlo characters of old
Now York, o faimiliar figure to its citizens
during moest of the interval between the
carly thirtles and his death in Deceinber,
1879, was Georgo Jones, or, us ho styled
himself, **Count Joannes.'’ Ho was one
of those jersons occasionally met with
now as then whose idiosynerasies marked
him out for almost constant public atten-
tion and ridicule. Tothe attention he was
by no ineans averse, but he was an in-
tensely soleinn individual when consider-
ing himself, and there is no doubt that bhe
often sufferad keenly from being made the
general butt for New Yorkers® ninusement,
1t becaino the fushion when hae appeared
on tho stage in his later years for audl-
ences to hoot, how), jeer and almost mob
tho peor old *‘count,’” in their ferocity of
ridicule. Mo usunlly bore it all with much
courage, oxhibiting concern moro for the

-supporting members of his company than-
for himsalf, fearing lest they should be in-
volved in his own disaster. Unquestion-
ably the public had some excuse, too, for
its behavior. The “count” grew to bea
very bad actor as he advanced in years,
and his personal appearance was grotesquo
in the oxtreine. lle was tall and large,
with a scholarly steop. Iis faco was long
and showed the traces of age, though ho
alwnys dyed his heavy mustuche.

He wote a wig which fitted oxeerably.
The elder Sothern said of it that ‘‘you
could put two flngers between it und his
head and twist it all around.”’ One lock
was carefully arranged to fall upon his
forchead and the halr at the back hung
down to his coat collar. e was anything
but neat in his ordinary dress. A heavy
felt hat and clothes of black broadcloth,
decidedly shiny, were his usual costume.
For a necktio he wore a red ribbon with
his *order’” of nobility attached to it. His
aged black kid gloves were carried in one
hand, and the other was thrust meledra-
inatically fnto the bosom of bis coat. His
attitiides were nlways studied and tragle,
and he resented tho least atteinpt to triflo
with bis dignity. y

The **‘count’s’’ carcer was a remarkably
varled one. He was of Welsh descent and
\cas borgy In England in 1810. 1o is said
to have beguin his stage lifo in that coun-
try, but his experienco there iust have
been short, for ho was playing in America
in 1831. 1lo bad sccovdary parts in vari-
ous plays, most of them Shakespearcan
tragedies, and his reputation as an actor
at that timo was creditable.  An incldent
which happened one New Year’s night at
about this period provesthat the‘‘count,’
or Jones, had a good share of courage. 1lv
was playing at tho Bowery theater in
“Richard 1II' with the clder Booth.
Booth was the king and Jones had the
part of Richmond. Booth had been drink-
ing heavily, and as the play proceeded
fancied that ho was the actunl King Rich-
ard. Under this delusion he came upon
tho stago in the last act in a frenzy and
made desperate cfiorts to kill Richmond
in fight. Jones saw the condition of af-
fairs, inet Booth coolly nnd by his excel-
fent swordsmanship succeeded in disarm-
ing him and bringing him te the ground.
Tho public applauded wikily, not compre-
hending tho situation, but knowing that
they were witnessing n splendid contest.

While at tie Bowery theater Jones mar-
ried Melindn Topping, the daughter of a
Now York builder. She was an actress ot
soine ability and plaged inany cngage-
ineinta in this city and through the coun-
try. Sho afterward separated from Jones
and took their two daughters, Avonia and
Caroline, to live with her. Avonia becamo
herself an actress, and on ono oceasion re-
fused to support her father in a play in
which Lo requested her to take a part.

In 1841 Jones left the stage and went to
England, where he delivered a seriea of
lectures on tho Bible. Me subsequently
traveled about Europo, and it was in Ger-
many, according to his story, that the title
“eount’ was conferred upen him for his
literary achicvements. This was never
proved, and few belioved bim. e wrote
saveral books on historical subjects at
about this time.

Upon his return to America began un-
other phase of Count Joannes' carcor—
his legal aspirations. o was admitted to
the bar in Boston, and, coming from there
here, was admitted to the New York bar
jn 1866. Ho Lecnme a constant attendant
at tho courts, frequently for the purposo of
bringing suits for libel. 1In these actions
he was generally his own cliont. Some-
times his grievance was that an aspoersion
had been cast upon his title. But his most
famoussuit was that ngainst ¢ Dundreary?’
Sothern, for caricaturing him, as ho com-
plained, in tho play of “The Crushed
Tragedinn.’’ This suit occupled tho court
for a few days, during which the specta-
tors extracted infinite anmusement from
tho proceedings, but tho judge declided
that no injunction could be served upon
Sothern to prevent himm from continuing
the play. Sothern declared that he had not
the slightest intention of carfeaturing the
count nnd that he scarcely knew him.

After some years' absence from thostage
Lo appeared in April, 1876, at tho New
York Academy of Music ns Hamlet. He
wore black cotton gloves ané ashaky littlo
coronct and with his old wrinkled fuce and
dyced mustacho presented a ludicrous yeb
pathetic spectacle.  Ho met storme of ridi-
cule from tho audience, which had assem-
bled solely for thet purpose. He played oc-
casinnally thereafter, but keptsinking con-
stantly lower and finally died in poverty
at the-West Side hotel on Dee. 30, 1870,
11is funeral was on Jan. 6, 1880, at **The
Little Church Around the Corner,”’ and
his body was Iaid in Maple Grove cemo-
tery, tho nuthorities of which offered a plot
for tho burial.—New Yeork Tribune.

Wolf Hounds and Wolves.

A pair of Irish wolf hounds, imported
recently, will receive systematic training
on o treadmill and in other ways this win-
ter in Louisville, and in the spring will be
furnished an opportunity to show their
ability in killing the Amcerican wolf. The
outcome of the cxperiment is said to be
eagerly awaited by tho cattlemen in the
far west, who suffer much loss through
the depredations of wolves. Russian wolf
hounds and American decerhounds have
been tried in vain.  One of the great difli-
culties in the way of killing the American
wolf is tho peculiar thickness of the ani-
mal’s neck and ihe large quantity of mat-
ted hair thercon.  This renders it almost
impossible for a dog to choke a wolf, and
in o battlo with dogs tho wolf’s phenom-
enally sharp teeth usually cut the dog to
pieces. ‘Then they have such a phenom-
enal spring that they can frequently jump
a distance of 10 or 15 feet and Iamd on the
dog’s back, tearing their opponent’s head
and face with their fangs. Owing to these
facts Kontucky dog funciers do not gener-
ally believe that theru is o breed of dogs in
existence capablo of exterminating tho
American wolf or to even interrupt him
in bhis marnuding expeditions on the great
cattlo plainsof the west.—Now York Post.

He Louked Young.

Tho Hon. Clifford Sifton, Canadlan
minister of the interior, is very youthful
looking, n fact which gave rise recently to
the following amusing story. When the
government party to visit the Yukon oem-
barked at Vancouver on the steamer
Quadru, Mr. Sifton appeared at dinner in
a Yukon traveling suit, the prominent
features of which are described as ‘s hlue
flannel shirt and copper riveted overalls.”’
Tho captain, who did not know the min-
istor of the interior by sight, appeared at
dinner dressed in his full uniform, and
after waiting somo littlo whilo began
fidgeting and glancing continually to the
entrnnee of thesaloon. When the soup was
getting cold, the eaptain heard one of tho
purty nddress the young looking gentle-
man as Mr. Sifton, and turning to him
sald, I beg your pardon, Mr. Sifton, but
