OLD PIECES OF MAHOGANY TO BE
" PICKED UP GHEAP.

Luck That Comes to the Buyer \Who Knows
How to Huant For Oid Furniture—Soures
of a Solid Malogaiy Table and a Side-
!:oll'd of the Same Material.

Here and thero in the shims or in little
frequented streets aro the old metal and
furnituro shops whero real bargains are to
be bad. That imoro real bargains do 1ot
comno out of them is duo to the fact of
their being known to few persons who ap-
preciate their treastres. :

What ono fihds in theso shops is no bet-
ter than the stock in the antique stores of
reputation which are becoiming common
up town and line oiic avenue in particu-
1ar, but it selis for fractional prices. 'I'ho
up town deanlers know tho valuo of their'
jnahogaby hnd brasses, and thoy aflix a
price alniost jnvariably well in advanco of
that valuo. Their supply is pretty regular-
Jy drawn from the saino kind of sotirce.
Soine man whose house is handsoinely fur-
nished dies or faile or inoves away. His
houschold goods aro sold at auction. . Un-
der tho red flag gather representatives of
the varlous antiquo stores to buy whatever
§s guod in massive furniture and odd or-
naments at prices averaging about one-
third of the price which will be asked
whoi the articlo is transferred to the shop.
With the sinull, unknown storo tho caso is
quite differont. Soinetlines the dealer pays
alinost nothing and so can afford to sell
for coiwparatively simnll prices. Somne-
tiines ho is himself ignorant of the values
of his inerchandiso, and then his customer
gathers in the dividend of superior knowl-
edge. Agnin, his wares, particularly in
tho caso of sinall goods, inay have coine to
him through devious ways. Honosty al-
ways gots its heavy percentage in dealing
with dishonesty. ) ‘

On the edge of the negro quarter on the
lower west side is a littlo shop that dees a
gort of hybrid business inold ietals, wood
and iniscelluneous junk. Without ovet
getting into the polico records it is still a
place of occasionnl police surveillance. Ona
of its customers, whoso dealings with it
are of tho kind which do not interest the

- police, bought two years ago a very beau-

tiful and inassive mahogany table from
tho proprietor of the plavo. Recently ho
found otit where tho tablo came from.

“If you sec anything good in mahogany
dinfixg rooin tables,’” he had eaid to tho
half breed Itnlinn proprietor, ‘‘hold it for

ORIGIN OF PANHANDLER.

JIts Invention Attributed to Mink Dusen-
. hoffer of San Franolsco.

One of thoso slabg words which, at first
frowned upon, become regular and recoy-
nized individuals in the verbal comnmunity
because they express something for which
thero is no otber adequate expression, is
the noiin *panhandler,’”’ and its offshoot
is the verb ‘“to panhandle.”” A number of
lctters hnve recently beon received asking
by iwhat nuthority the word panhandler
was used and whence it came. The an-
swer was that it established itsclf by au-
thority of its being the only word to ex-
press that forin of- beggary which is char-
acterized by the implied or actual threat of
violence. As for the sourcoe of the word,
tho suggestion was mndo that a panhan-
dler is onv who handles a pan or can or
growler, somothing used for carrying
drinks.

Other correspondents objected to thison
the ground that in this city, at least, u
growler 1s frequently called “‘can’ or
st fick’’ or ‘“pitcher,” but never a ““pan.”’
On shipboard the term pan inight be used
in this sehso, but panhandleis not a marine
word. Another suggestion was that the
word caine from the west whero the tough
trainps wko follow the line of tho Pan-
handlo railrond are called panhandlors.
Froin a Californian who is visiting in town
a Sun reporter got another version of the
word’s origin.

st About ten years ngo,”” said the Cali-
forpian, *there was a chap called Mink
Dusenhoffer in San Francisco who started
a bLar and ‘caffy,’ as ho called it, down
near tho water front. 1lis place was pretty
tough, but ho had good things to cat, and
tho ‘caffy’ did a big business. Ono night
his entire force of waiters struck for high-
er wages ond Mink turned ‘cmout. In
their places he got a gnng of scattermouches
and mulligrubbers that didn’t know bean
soup fram charlotte russe,ceinonly order-
ed under the naine of Charley Ross.

st he Buccaneers of Our Coast’ is the
gubject of a series of sketehies by Frank R.
