COURT PRUOCEEDINGS,

The sult of Joshia N. Warlield againat
Randolph Layton and George Layton
for $500 damages, which was commenced
on Thusrday before a jury, was declded
Saturday afternoon, the jury rendering
a verdict of 10 for the piaintiff. Thesuit
was for trepass, which was virtually to
settle the title, which hasbeeu in dispute
for a number of years, of a tract of land
in the Fourth district of Howard county.

T'he Grand Jury concluded its work on
Saturday and banded fu the following
report:

REI’'ORT OF THE GRAND JURY.
To the Honorable Judges of the Clrcuit

Court of Howard County:

'he Graind Jury having tinished sll the
busliiess brought before them and having
complied with the Instructions of the
Court as given them on the first day of
the sessicn, respectfully report that they
have beenin session six days, have inves-
tigated 28 cases, exumined 75 witnesses,
fouud 19 presentments, 19 true bills and
dismissed 9 cases.

A speclal committee appoiuted by the
foreman examined the books of the
Cuuaty Commissioners, Treasurer, Coun-
ty Clerk, School Board and Reglster of
Wills and found them carefully and cor-
rectly kept, and in our opinion the busi-
ness through these oflicers {seconomical-
lv end consecientiously conducted in the
interest of the tas-payers.

in the County Cowinissioners’ ofilce
we found the following balances still
diie the county from the following named
persons, late tax collectors: From Wm.
F. Brown, levy of 1891, $191.49, \WWm. D.
Crapster, levy of 1893, $28400; Thomas
Bateon, levy of 1895, $9000; A. II. Earp,
levy of 1894, $550 00; John T. Ridgely,
levy of 1895, $150.00, which in our opln-
fon should be collected, if possible at
once.

The Grand Jury in a body visited the
jail and found it in first class condition,
Everything was cleau, in good order and
the prisoners well cared for. We, how-
ever, repectfully recomnmend au addition
to the jall equipment of & bath tub, to be
placedin one of the cells, there being
plenty of wate: and ample room, but no
adequate means for bathing, and that the
jail be further supplied with six addit-
jonal beds.

The case of Emma Miller and ber hus-
baiid, Sylvesier Miller, against John G.
Rog.ts, administrator of the late Anna
C. Fisler, of Ellicott City, involving a
guit for services, occupfed the attention
of the Court Monday, and was concluded
on Tuesday.

Judge Jones Tuesday afternoon heard
argument in the Circuit Court here on a
motion for a new trial in the damage as-
sailt case of Horace B. Day against Ed-
ward L Crist.

A motion for a new trial in the tres-
puss case of J. N. Warfield against
Randolph and George Layton, which
was declared in favor of Mr. Warfield at
the present terin of court, was also ar-
gied. Judge Jones held both cases un-
der consideration.

On Wedinesday the jury in the case of
Mris. Emina Miller and  her husband
against John G. Rugers, administrator of
the Inte Mrs. Anna Fisler, involving a
suit for $1,100 for services, returned a
verdict in favor of the plaintiff for $690.
The case was given to the jury about 4
o'clock Tuesday afternoon. They re-
mained locked up all night, but reached
an agreement Wednesday morning.

The ciiminal docket was called, the
first case’considered being that of Charles
Myers, colored, charged with themurder,
near Cuvoksviile, this county, last Sep-
tember, of Frank Grooms, also colored,
by kicking him in the stomach., The
two men lived in adjoining houses, and a
quarrel arose, it was alleged, over threats
made by Grooms against Myers' wife.
Myers, in his own behslf, teatified that he
remonstrated with Grooms, when the
Iatter driew a pistol and threatened to
shoot him, whereupon he (Myers) slapped
Grooms, at the same time kicking him in
the groin. The disturbance occurred in
the morning, and Grooms died from the
effects of the kick, it was alleged, the
night following. Several witnesses tes-
tified to the good character of the accused,
and to the quarrelsome disposition of
Grooms. The prisoner was represented
by Mr. Charles K. Dorsey, of Ellicott
City, and Mr. Andrew I. Mettee, of
Baltlinore, and the prosecution by State’s
Attorney Joseph D. McGulre, of Howard
county, and Mr.J. Donaldson Parker, of
Baltimore. The jury, after being out a
short time, returned a verdict of man-
slaughter.

On Thursday the case of the State
against Alexander Brown, colored, for
assanlting with intent to kill Frank
Grifith on his farm, near Roxbury Mills,
in this county, on July 9 last was tried.
Mr. Griflith was found on the evening of
that day lylug unconscious in the house,
and Brown, who was a laborer on the
farm, was miesing. Mr. Griffith on re-
gaining conscfousness sald Brown had
assaulted him. The County Commis-
sioners offered a reward of $100 for the
arrest of Brown. Chief of Police Van
Sant arrested him on October 18 near
McDonogh, on the Western Maryland
Railroad. The jury was out only 30
minutes, and brought in a verdict of
guilty. Judge Jones immediately sent-
enced Brown to three yearsin the Peni-
tentiary.

The case of Seth W. Warfield, living
mear Cooksvilie, was then taken up. He
tis eharged with keeping a disorderly
dhouse. About forty witnesses have been
summoned In the case and it i{s thought
that it will consume the best portion of
today (Friday.) As we go to press the
jury returns a verdict of acquittal. *

BALE OF THE CUOLUMABIA AND MARY-
LAND.

The Eitire Froperty and Franchises Bring
but $450,000—Tutil Cost of the Baiti-
more and KEllicott Clty End $389,-
0001 he Washington End to
be Cowmpleted First,

The Maryland and Columbia Rallway
was sold at public auction on Friday of
last week by Merryiman & Pattison, auc-
tloneers, for $450,000,t0 Nicholas P. Boud,
president of the Baltimore Becurity and
I'rading Company,subject to the ratifica-
gﬂn of the Circuit Court of Baltimore

Aty. il

The salo took place at the Buflders’ Ex-
change, Baltlinore, and attracled a large
number of rallroad men and other capi-
talists. ‘The bidding wasnot very spirit-
ed, and was confined to three or four men,
most active among whom was Mr. Bond,
the sole receiver of the road. 'The sale
was inade on behalf of Willlam L. Mart-
bury, trustee. .

The properly was first offered in seven
lots, the first Lhree comprising the Botile-
vard Line and its equipmnents, franchises,
&ec.. and the last four, real estate in the
city and county. Lots Nos. 1, 2 and 8,
when offered singly, brought $335,000, bid
for them by Mr. Boud, but later, when
they were offered as a whole, and Mr.
Bond’s bid of $450,000 was not ralsed, Mr.
Marbury rejected the separate blds, and
accepted the bid on the whole.

Lot No.1inclulded allthe rights of way,
property and franchises designed for the
road from Howard and Saratoga streets
to Ellicott City. The total double track
of this system 3 10 884 miles, of which
9.17 miles have been completed; about 9
miles lald, but not completed. and aboit
24 miles have been graded only. A out-
lay of over $389,000, including material at
track side for its coimpletion, has been
made on this division. This lot also in-

cludes the uncompleted power-hoiise at | €

Tichester, with machinety costing over
£151,000. The highest bid on this lot,
when offered separately, was $150,000,
made by Mr. Bond.

Lot No. 2 included 10,625 shares (par
value £30), out of a total issue of 13,040 of
the stock of the Eckington and Soldfeis’
Home Railwav Company, of Washington
City. Second, 5,003 shares (par value
#i0). being more than a majority of the
stock of the Belt Railway Company, of

that city and District, a horse road. |

Third, 200 shares of stock (par value $100)
and $430,000 in bonds, being all the stock
aind bonds of the Maiyland and Wash-
fugton Railway. Also the rightsof way,
railway lines, rallway property, material
along trackeide and franchises of the Co-
lJumbia and Maryland fRailway from
Washington toCatonsville,together with
the power-house and machinery near
Lskeland, Prince George's county. The
highest bid on this lot also was $150,000,
made by Mr. Bond. )

Lot No. 8 included the stocks and
bonds of the Catonsville 8hort Line
Railroad Commpany, and when it was of-
fered separately Mr. Bond’s bld of $35,-
000 was the highest received.

Three of the real estate lots were
bought by Mr. R. 8. Carswell for $4,500,
and the other was secured by James E.
Clayton for §3,000. This last named,
known as “Lot No. 6,” consisted of an
irregzularly shaped plece of ground,
southwest corner Baltimore and QGreene
streets, fronting 26 feet on Greene strect,
with a depth of 12 fett, improved by a
three-story brick building, and a brick
stable in the rear. '

The three Jots bought by Mr. Carswell
were: Lot No. 4, consisting of an {r-
regularly shaped plece of unimproved
ground fronting 24 feet on the west side
of Monroe street and 75 feet on thesoiith
side of Franklin strect; the price was
$500. Lot No.5,an irregularly shaped
plece of unimproved ground, originally
fronting 16 feet on the north side of Sar-
atoga street and 75 feet on the east side
of Monroe street; the price pald for this
was $400. Lot No. 7 consisted of a tract
of land in Baltimore county, khown as
“Alhambra,” on the Westchester road,
near Ellicott City. From this tract of
laud, containing 5} acres, was taken and
excepted in the sale a strip 60 feet wide
and 400 feet long, through the whole
tract, for the use of the railway. The
land is improved by a twe and one-half
story frame biilding. This plece of
property was sold fot £3,600.

After the sale Mr. Boad sald he could
not tell when the Boulevard Line from
Balthihore would be completed. He sald
the first thingto be done was to equip
the Washington end with underground
electriecity, and then the road would be
pushed to connect Laurel with Wash-
ington. The next thing would be to
complete the Baltimore end from How-
ard and Saratoga atreets to Ellicott City.
These two ends of the line would be run
in the near future, and ultimately -the
connection between Laurel and Ellicott
City would be made, thus completing the
connection between Baltimore and
Washington. The fate of the Catons-
ville Short Line 1s undecided.
