HISTORY OF A" SHO'.
THE PART IT PLAYED IN SAVING THE
LIVES OF 201’ PERSONS.

jt Carried a Life Line to the Foumdered
Ship Ayrshire, and Ail Save One of Its
Passengers and Crew Got Ashore—How
It Is Honored For Its Noble Bervice.

A 24 pound round shot, with a short
chain attached, now lying on the table of
General Superintendent Kimball of the lifo
saving servico, calls up a noted occuirrence
long since forgotten, oxcept by a few old
people, which was in its thne a celebrated
case. Tho ball is no less than tho first
shot over fired in the United States for tho
purposo of saving life, and after perforin-
fng its most noble service it lay for over
20 years in the bottom of the sea.

On tho 26th of Decomber, 1849, the
British ship Ayrshiro sailed from Nowry,
Ireland, bound for New York, with 203
persons on board, mostly iimmmigrants, seek-
ing homes and fortune in thoe States. In

those days transatlantic steamers woro not ’
numerous, tho first regular line, the Cu-

narders, having been established only nine
years before, and thousands of immigrants
wero transported in the fainous saillng
packets of the time. Six weeks later tho
Ayrshire was off tho port of destination in
tho midst of a northeast tempest, which
rolled and pitched her about with great

fury.

About midnight of Jan. 12, 1850, sho
struck bottom with terrific force, heeled
over toward the beach and the sea begun
to sweep over her sides in grcat volumes
that dronched and torrifled all on board.
Many of tho passengers were women nnd
children, who woro either crowded into
one of the small deckhouses or lashed to
tho bulwarks and rigging to prevent their
belng swept overboard. ‘T'he night was
dark and bittercold and for two hours de-
spair reigned on board, for thero was littlo
hopo that the ship would hold together un-
til mmorning and no hope of escapo should
she go to picces before that tiine. )

Ilowover, about two hours after sho
struck tho half frantic company beheld a
flash of light inshore, then detected o
sound as of a inufiled cannon, and a inin-
uto later heard a heavy iron ball crash on
board. That was tho ball referred to. At-
tuched to it was a lifo line that was to bo
the means of rescuing all save ono of tho
entiro number on tho Ayrshire. A larger
lino was soon drawn to the ship by the
sailors, and then cameo the life car, then a
new and untried device. It was a small
iron boat covered over so that it was very
nearly alike on both sides and having in
the top an opening through which persons
to the number of six or seven coiilld crawl
and then shut themselves up, when they
would be hauled ashoro. To some of the
inore timid tho reimedy gecined alinost as
bad at the disease, but all finally conclud-
ed that in the little ark was to be found
their only safety, and eventually all savo
ono were taken to the land without the
smallest mishap. The person lost was a
Mr. Bell of New York, whoso sister and
her two or three daughters had been placed
in tho car and wercabout to bosent ashoro
when he insisted upon accompanying
them.  As there was no room for hiin in-
sido tho car ho foolishly undortook to
cling to tho outside of it and as a matter
of course was washed off and drowned.

Soon after the storim was over the hulk
of the wreek began to settle down in the
sand and was finally wholly covered up.
Thero it lay for 28 years, when a heavy
gale set up a strong current along shore
that dug away the sand and oico moro ox-
posed the skeleton of tho old wreck to
view. A party of wreckers wero soon on
board and in scarching the cabin came
across the old mortar ball.

There was no doubt of its identity. and
1t was returned to tho companionship of
tho little isortar which sent it whizzing
seaward on its errand of huinanity more
than 20 years before. Since tho recovery
of the ball it and the mortar have been on
exhibition at all the great interstato and
international expositions.

Whon the Ayrshire was wrecked, the
lifo saving scrvico of the United States,
now so important, was littlo moro than o
nume, and many o ship’s company was
theareafter lost on the black and ugly
coasts of Long Island and New Jersey.

1t is known that during tho 20 ycars
from 1850 to 1870 as many lives were lost
by shipwreck on the two coasts named as
were lost under the present life saving
system in the next 20 years on all the
ocean and lake coastsof the entire country.

Tho old life car bas been superseded by
a lighter, though larger onhe, and for ordi-
nary rescues n dovice known as the brecch-
es buoy was adopted. By this agency two
persons may bo taken ashore at a time,
and when tho number on board is small,
us is usunlly tho case, it is much the han-
dier and preferable appliance.

A modern line firing gun, too, has taken
the placo of tho old mortar. This gun is
the invention of Captain B. A. Lyle of the
United States army and a zealous member
cf the life saving board on devices for res-
cuing the shipwrecked. Lo its design and
perfection he devoted himself as to a labor
of love, and with the result that today the
lifo saving service of the United States has
the most farreaching gun and tho best
equipments pertinent to it of any similar
establishment in the world—the gun, the
powder, shot and line being manufactured
expressly for it.

The old round shot and mortar had their
day and are entitled to respectful attention
and tho gratitudoe of many arescued casta-
way, but the Lyle gun, with its extended
range and unfailing reliability, Is as much
ahead of the old timo applinnce as the
modern cannon is in advanco of the an-
cient carronade.—Washington Star.

A FRENCH PENAL SHIP.

The Floating Prison Which Conveys Con-
victs to Pennl Colonles.

Tho French transport ship Caledonioe is
an abjeot of much curiosity. This grimn sea
prison annually conveys about 2,000 souls
from the land of the living — tho gay
French republic—to an enduring death on
the Safety islands.

The Caledonio is an iron ship of 4,460
tons. For the last ten years it has been in
the employ of tho French government
transporting eriminals from France and
Algerin to the penal colonies on the Safety
islands, 30 miles off the const of French
Guinnn.

Four steel cages, ench with a capacity of
150, are ready for the male prisoners as
they come aboard, while a much smaller
one, capablo of holding only 81 persons, is
suflicient for the female convicts. This
Iatter cago is in the aft of the ship, and is
widely separated from tho others. The
women are treated with a great deal more
consideration than the men. ‘They have
regulur berths and are given better fare.
The men sleep in eanvas hammocks nnd
are given tho ordinary seamen’s ration,
which is substantial if not claborate.

A very interesting feature and one hor-
rible to contemplate Is tho facility with
which the steam can be used upon thecon-
victs should they attempt to tako posses-
slon of the ship. Pipes aro so arranged
that were such an attempt to bo mado it
would bo possible for the oflicers of the
vessel to seald every prisoner to death in
less timo than it would take to count them.
Captain Dano never has had such a case
ariso on bonrd his ship, but it often be-
comes necessary to give them a littlesteam
to quell discontent. As a rule, howerver,
tho 80 gunrds who are regularly detailed
for service on hoard are suflicient to keep
the prisoners docile, 1 ,

Should an outbresk at any tinie occur n
signnl of alarin calls all hands to the mid-
ship scction of the vesse), and then all tho
Indders leading to the upper deck of - this
section are drawn up, the Jower doors bar-
ricaded, and the rightful commanders havo
n quickly improvised but n strong fort,
which ombraces the boilor and engino
room, tho arsennl and provision rooms, tho
ofticers’ hendquarters, tho chart and steer-
ing rooms, and tho bridge. Tho convicts
sannot come near enough to scale tho walls
or to batter down the doors on nccount of
thosoalding stenm, while from the fortresa
tho gunrds and crow can shoot them ns
thoy appear.—Atlanta Journal,

BURIED BY SAND.

How Dunes Are Forined and Bulldings
Are Covered by Wind and Wave.

~ Along tho shores of oceans and other
Inrgo bodies of water, especially i the re-
glou of tho estiiuries of large rivers, thero
aro usunlly linmense masses of shifting
sand. 1t is not within the scopo of this
articlo to describo the formation of these
sand banks. 1t is suflicient to say, thero-
fore, that they usually bogin as long sund
bars, behind which there aro sheets of still
water. 'Iheso shallow bays in thoe courso
of timo fill up with mud, becoming sale
marshes intersected by thoroughfares,
salt ponds and winding crceks. In tho
meantime thoe long, flat sand bars have de-
veloped into sea islands or beaches. Whein
tho tide falls, thosand of tho shore, ground
into powder by tho waves and drled by
tho sun and wind, is blown in the dirco-
tion of the prevailing winds, usually. in-
lund.  The sand moves lko snow until it
meets an obstruction, when a dune or
sand hill forms, cqual in height to the ob-
struction. A section through a dune shows
a beautiful stratification, tho sand having
been deposited in thin layers, always vary-
ing, however, with tho nature of tho sand,
the velocity of the wind and the obstriic-
tlons, largo or small, which it encounters.
T'hese duines are not hurled bodily by the
bLreezes, but little by little, formming and
reformming, forward and backward, chang-
ing, In fact, with every caprico of the
wind, gentlo and alinost fmperceptible
during a light sea breeze, but a stinging,
blinking sand blast in times of galo. In
spite, however, of all these minor changes,
tho sand mass is generally moving, per-
haps only a few inches o year, in the dirvee-
tion of prevailing winds. A great deal de-
pends upoir the day winds, -in that at
night the sund is damp and firiner. And
so mountains of sand are forined which
are often held temporarily by hardy plants
which have gained a precarious footing,
but which sooner or later, unless watched
and fixed, begin to shilt, engulfing mead-
ows, furm lands, lakes, bays, inlets—in
fact, anything unable to check its course.

There are several instances where light-
hottses have been increased in height bo-
cause of the snnd which had engulfed
thein.  In one place on the New Jersey
coust I onco stumbled upon the corner of
an old rail fence which had been buricd
and exposed again on tho ocean side. It
inarked the sito of an old field. On the
North Carolina dunes, chimneys project-
ing above the sand belong to tho houses
of an old fishing village. In France aml
other parts of Europe villnges have been
At Soulae, in Gascony, a cruss
was discovered projecting above the sand.
Further investigation showed that ic was
attached to a steeple, and later o well pre-
served church of the thirteenth century
wus excavated. The church is now in use.
—Engineering Muagazine.

A Cans Made Froin Wood Fromi the Span.
ish Warahip S8an Pedro,

‘Y have In my possession,” says Mp
Willinin W, Birth, the senlor member of
the Oldest Inhabitants’ association, ‘‘a
walking stick tho history of whioh is at
the present timo very interesting. - It was
a part of the hand rail of a stairivay lead-
ing to tho cabin of the cominander of the
Spanish warship San Pedro, which was
blowis up in the Caribbean sea off the coast
of Venczuela or Colombia the year beforo
tho terinination of the long continied and

-persistent struggles of the South Amerl-

can states for their freedom froin Spain.

“1n 1819, I think it was, the San Pedro
was seit froin the mother country with
soveral bundred troops to take the places
of a siinilar nuimber who had served their
allotted time and were to be roturned to
their homes. There was also on board the
ship about 1,000,000, sent to pay off the
troops and inoet other demands. While
tho ship lay off the coast, transferring
troops, a firo broke out on board and
reached tho magazine. How many persons
perished I have now no means of nscertain-
ing, but the presuinption is there was a
very great number.  ‘Thoe money all went
dowi with tho ship and was at the bottom
of tho sea undisturbed for more than a
quarter of a century. A wreeking com-
pany of DBaltimore got perinission of the
South Americon government off whoso
coast at a kinown locality the ship lay to
search for treasure, paying probably n per-
centage of the result to Venczuela or Co-
lombia. Tho findd was thoe recovery of some
£25,000 or §30,000 in silver. Several years
after this effort another attompt was made
to recover something of value, but the
motion of the sea had so covered the ship
with heavy mnsses of sund ‘thot only a
small ainount was secured.

“On leaving tho wreck the mahogany
rail of the stairwny was taken off to be
made into canes. ‘The treasure, together
with the rail and a sinall brass cannon
found on hoard, was deposited in the
Union Bank of Maryland in Baltimore. I
had then living a lifelong friend, an oflicer
of the bank, who was presented with ono
of the canes inade from the rail of tho
ship’s cabin. He had the stick mounted
with a silver eye and silk cord and tassel
and presented it to mmo. And for a num-
ber of years I have beon and am now using
it.

¢ saw at the bank black inasses of tho
coin recovered, which the intenso heat of
tho burning ship had melted and mmixed
with coal ashes and cinders. ’—\Washington
Star.
