12,
Last week, in the abzence of full data,
we briefly mentioned the death of Dr.
Shepherd. Since that we are indebted to
Dr. W. M. Sheldon, of Middlebury, Vt.,
for the following clipping taken from a
California paper:

SANTA Rosa, March 30.—Dr. James
Avery Shepherd died at his little home on
Cherry lane in this city this afternoon.
Dr. Shepherd was a native of Vermont.
In his youth he spent much time in Bra-
211 with bisfather. Whilethere helesrned
the language spoken in the South Ameri-
can countries. After his father’'s death
at Rio Janelro he returned to Vermont
with his mother. e gradusted at Mid-
dlebury College and soon after studied
for the ministry.

Fifty-six years ago he was ordained at
Louisville, Ky., by Bishop Smith of the
Episcopal church. Previoustothat time
he had been president of St. Andrew’s
College, in Mississippi, which position
he accented at the request of Bishop
Green of Mississippl. It was while pre-
siding over that institution that he mar-
ried Miss Evelyn Turner of Baltimore, a
lady noted for her grace of manner and
otler accomplishments.

Dr. Shepherd taught school in Kentucky
a while, and from there went to North
Carolina, where he lived nine years. He
csme to California in 1854, and for sever-
al years conducted very successfully a
school foryoung ladies in8an Francisco.
He was a very intimate friend of thelate
Bishop Kip and the two were much to-
gether.
Dr. Shepherd was in Alabama when
the Civil War broke out and was In
Montgomery when the Confederate Con-
gress met for the first time. He it was
who fnvoked thedlyine blessingupon the
opening sessiop of that hody. Hecon-
tinued the condnct of his Alabama sghool
and with signal success, considering the
turbulence of the times.

Shepherd turned all of his Confederate
