SPOILED HIS STORY.

ZEAL FOR TRUTH THAT WAS A RE-
PORTER'S RUIN.

Why the Enterprising Newspaper Man,
After the “Littie AMir® Was Declarcd
Of;, Was Aunxious That Somebody Should
Give Hlm a Kicking.

Newspaper reporters aro  sometimces
thrown agalnst strange expericnces in got-
ting the news that other folk comnfortably
read next morning. DBut, believing him.
self In a falr way to obtain n narrative
which no other news writer is aware of,
tho reporter is willing to go sleepless and
feodless and to undergo all kinds of peril
in order that by oll means bo may get his
plece of exclusivo news.

Such a man was Ezra Hemming, who
worked on a westorn pager and frequent-
ly thrilled his town with startling stories
of fact. Hemming had a reputation for
alertness which was second to none, and
as he had a large circle of friends who
made 1t their business to inform him upon
privately known affalrs ho was seldom at
tho short end of an “‘oxclusive’ story.
Ono duy John Boyd, who was tho sherift
of the county, capturcd a horso thief wha
was badly wanted by a community in the
interlor of the state. The deputy fromn the
county the oflicinls of which were aitor
the thief cano down to thoe metropolis and
in his conversation with Boyd intimated
that there would bo a lynching when he
got homo with his prisoner. Boyd told
Hemming of tho threatening aspeet ot
things, and the reporter had a long talk
with thedoputy. ‘I'o hisdismay he learned
that the prisoncr would not reach the
rural commenity which wanted to do
business with him until 2:45 in the morn-
ing, an hour which precluded the possibil-
ity of u good story. Heinming was a man
of resources, though, and as there secined
to bo little question of the details of the
coming event ho went to the oftice and
wrote a threo column account of the
Iynching, mentioning the names of prom-
inent vitizens present and adding flourish-
es und ornamentation. To stretch out to
imposing length he caused one man, whom
ho was prudent enough to designato as
“unknown,’” to mount a box and make
an appeal in behalf of the culprit.

“espite the prayer of Higginson’s ton-
der hearted advocate, however,”’ Heming
wrote, ‘‘the farmers who had suffered from
his depredations insisted on wreaking
vengeance.” And he went on in that
strain for several pages, making the inter-
cession a strong point.

Ho explained to Crawford, tho city edi-
tor, that there was no doubt of the thing
coming out just as he had written it, bus
to be sure he would wire n**Yes” or**No*’
from tho etation whon his train reached
the town, for ho planned to accompany
the deputy.

At 3 o’clock In the morning Crawford
recolved this jubilant bulletin:

“Big thing. Five hundred people. Mile
or more of rope. Now headed for tall syea-
more tree.”’

And just as tho foroman was sending
to the pressrcom the pago with Hem-
ming’s glorious exclusivo story, camo this
announcement:

Hemming camo back looking like a
madman. Ior two days he roved around,
stopping at odd times to butt his head
against something hard. At last he was
induced by Crawford to oxplain.

*“\When we got there,”” ho said, *‘it was
a sure thing. They had it all ready and
took Miggzinson away from the deputy
with a yell. ‘fhen 1 sent iy first bulletin.
They rushed him to the sycamore and wera
Just about to swing him up when it oc-
curred to me that it would spoil the story
if somebody didn’t rise up and mako an
appcal for merey for the thief. I waited,
hoping for the usual intercession, till tho
danger line, and then, as nobody else
showced a sign of talking for bim, I jump-
ed up on something and started in on it
myself.

Tho Abbey Scckau is situated among
the mountains of Steiermark, in a thick,
wild forest, and in 30 years has united to-
gether Benedictine monks belonging to
the best known families, celebrated for
nohility or riches or distitguished in the
arts. 'This monastery, where the rales are
must rigorous, wis founded over 30 years
ago by two brothers, Maurus and Placidus
Wolter of Cologne, two learned monks
sent by Pius IX to Prussia to reorganize
the monasteries there, which were degen-
erating.—Pall Mall Gazette.

The Ethfcs of ook Thieving.

With respect to books, says Ilerbers
Putnam in Tho Atlantic, habit, if not
convention, has tended to establish o spe-
cial code of ethics, distinet from that ap-
plicable to ordinary properties. It may
well be that tho property right in a book
is o limited and provisional right—a right
which continues in the owner only until
it appears that the volume will confer o
greater benefit upon sume one clse.  This

In using the térm “theft’’ in con-
nection with books we should therefore
cexplain that by theft wo mean no more
than the dispossession of one holder in fn-
vor of another and set apart wholly the
question of moral turpitude in the trans.
action.

Aunts That Go to Sea.

Sometimes the arch is mndo of grass
and carth gurimed together by some seere-
tion, and again it is formed by the bodies
of tho larger ants, which hold themselves
together by their strong nippoers while the
workers pass undor them.

At certain times of the year freshets
overflow tho country inhabited by the
“driver,”” and it is thon that these ants go
to sca. The rain comes suddenly, and the
walls of their houses are broken in by tho
flood, hut insteatl of coming to tho surface
in seattered hundreds and being swopt oft
to destruction, out of the ruins rises a
black ball that rides safely on the water
and drifts away.

At tho first warning of danger tho little
creatures run together and form a solid
body of ants, the weaker in the center.
Often this ball is larger than a common
cricket ball, and in this way thoy float
about until they lodge against some tree,
upon the branches of which they are soon
safe and sound.—Dearson’s Weekly.

Early Caricaturists and the Wheel.

“The Stary of the Wheel”’ is the titlo
of an article by Irank H. Vizetelly in
St. Nicholus. The author says of the
onrly form of tho bicycle kuown as the
draisine:

It is claimed by gome writers that the
absurd drawings mado by the artist
Cruikshank, poking fun at the draisine,
or tho ‘“hobby horse,’’ as the Bnglish
called it, did much to prevent any
progress, and, in fact, an American
writer states that his vehicla was **kill-
ed?” thereby in England in 1818, In the
year following, however, ho says that
it was introduced into the United
States. Notwithstanding the fan mado
of it, the holby horse became very pop-
ular with very fashionable London.
Among the rich it was considered guite
the correct thing to devote some hours
duily to so pleasant a pastime as*‘drais-
ining,’’ and it was no uncommon thing
to find o bevy of girls, with their at-
tendants and o crowd of young dandies,
gathered together at Johnson’s Riding
academy in Golden square, cager to
prove their skill upon the draisine, the
idol of the hour.

Tho caricatures of Cruikshank and
others, though at first they discouraged
a pastitse that bad come to stay, failed
in the loug run to have any but a good
sffect on the new industry.

Coronets.

It is o mistake to suppose that dukes,
marquises and other noble Britons sleep
in their coronets. In fact, they never wear
them at all excopt at the coronation of the
sovereign, when they put on their coronets
ot tho precise moment when the primato
of lingland places the crown upon the
anocinted brow of the king or queen. And
when a peer or peeress dies, the coronet is
again used at the funeral, heing placed in
the coflin or borne on a purple cushion he-
hind thoe hearse by one of the attendants.
T'hat is the extent to which tho coronet is
used according to tho oflicial rules and
regulntions. But sometimes they are made
to scrve other purposes than those for
which they wero intemded. They aro mado
of silver gilt, edged with ermine and lined
insidewith o purple velvet cap topped with
n gold tassel and are quito ornamental
baubles. One belonging to n noble mar-
quis, which was sold at nuction in London,
hnd been cut in half and arranged to serve
as brackets for candlesticks. Lord Byron's
silver coronet fell into the hands of the
Inte George W. Childs of Philadelphia and
was put toan even moro ignominious use.
Divested of its purple velvet cap and cer-
mino border, hoturned it upside down and
found that it made a very serviceablo
stand for o chafing dish.—San Franecisco
Argonaut.

Americans? No Such Thing,

“Pho only thing you don't sco on this
streot,” snid a conductor of a street ear on
West Broadway, “is an Amurican. But
thore ain’t no Amuricans, anyway, except
tho Indians, and o schoolma’m told me
t'other doy that the Indians eame from
Norway nhout 4,000 years ngo.

" LUOLONNOIS THE CRUEL.

Me Was the Most Feroclous of All the
: Famous Buccaneers.

Frank R. Stockton s writing ‘‘The
Buccancers of Our Coast’’ in St. Nicholas.
Ho snys:

Among the buccaneer leaders who distin-
guished themselves as land pirates was
Francis 1,/Olonnois, a Frenchman. In
those days it was tho custom to enforce
gervitudo upon people who wero not able
to tnke caro of themselves. Unfortunate
debtors and paupers of all classes were sold
to peoplo who had need of their services,
Boys and girls were sold for a term of
years, somewhat ns if they had been ap-
prentlces, and it so happencd that tho boy
1,’Olonnogs was sold to a master who took
him to the West Indices.

‘I'here ho led the lifo of a elave until he
was of age, nnd then, being no longer sub-
ject to ownership, he became one of the
freest nnd most independent persons who
over walked this earth. He began his ca-
reer on the island of Hispaniols, whero he
took up the businers of hunting and butch-
ering cattle, but ho soon became a pirate
and enlisted as a connnon sailor on one of
their ships. Heve he gave signs of being
g0 bravo and unscrupulous that opie of the
leading pirates on the islund of “Tortuga
gave him a ship and crew and set him up
in business. Tho carcer of 1.'Olonnois
was much like that of other buccancers of
tho day oxcept that he was abominably
cruel to his Spanish prisoners.

Al the barbarities atiributed to the
pirates of the world were united in the ca-
recr of this wreteh, who does not appear
to be so good anexampleof tho true pirato
as Roe, the Brazilian. He was not so
brave, he was not so able, and it would be
fiposcible for any one to lecok upon him
as & hero. After having attained in a
short time tho reputation of Leing the
wickedest pirnte of his day, L’Olonnois
wae unfortunate enough to be wrecked
upon the const near Caumpeachy. He and
his crew came safely to shore, but it was
not long before their presence was discov-
ered by the people of the town, and the
Spanish soldiers attacked them. ‘Where
was o fierce fight, but tho Spanisrds were
stronger, and the buccancers wero utterly
defeated.  Many wero killed, wounded or
taken prisoners.

Among the wounded was L’Olonnois,
and when the Spaniards walked over the
battletield he was looked upon as Killed.
When the soldiers had rotired, he stealthily
aroso and mande his way into the woaods,
where he staid entil his wounds were well
enhough for him to walk about. Hoe di-
vested himeself of his great boots, his pistol
belt and the rest of his piratical costume,
and adding to his scanty raiment a cloak
and hat which ho had stolen from a poor
cottage, ho Loldly approaclied the town
and entered jit. e looked like o very or-
dinary person, and no notice was taken of
him by tho authoritics. lere he found
ghelter and something to eat, and he soon
began to make himself very much at howme
in the strcets of Campenchy.

A Song of Ecstasy.

In Tho Century thero is a paper on the
“Songs of American Birds,” by John Bur-
roughs. Alr. Burroughs says: )

A very interesting feature of our bird
songs is tho wing song or song of ecstasy.
It is not the gift of wwany of our birds.
Indeed, less than a dozen species are
Enown to ine as ever singing on tho wing.
It scems to spring from more intensc ex-
citement and self abandonment than the
ordinary song delivered from the perch.
When the bird’s joy reaches the point of
rapture, it is literally carried off its feet,
and up it goes into tho air, pouring out its
song as a rocket pours its sparks. The
skylark and the bobolink habitually do
this, but a few others of our birds do it
only on occasions. Last suminer, up in
the Catskills, I ndded another name to iy
list of ecstatic singers—that of the vesper
sparrow. Several times 1 heard a new
song in the air, and caught a glimpse of
the bird as it dropped back to the earth.
My attontion would be attracted by a suc-
cession of hurried, chirping notes, followed
by a brief burst of song, then by the van-
ishing form of the bird. One day I was
Iucky cnough to see the bird as it was ris-
ing to its climax in the air and identified
it ns tho vesper sparrow. The burst of
song that crowned the upward flight of 75
or 100 fect was brief, but it was brilliant
and striking and entirely unlike the lei-
surely chant of the bird while upon the
ground. 1t suggested o Jark, but was less
buzzing or humming. The preliminary
chirping notes, uttered faster and faster as
the bird mounted in the air, were like tho
trail of sparks which a rocket emits before
fts grand burst of color at the top of its
flight.
