Liquor Licenses Granted.

The protest agalnst the issuance of a
liquor licensetoJos. O’Malley, by anum-
ber of residents of Halethorpe, was over-
ruled by the circuit court at Towson last
Friday. Indecidingthiscasetheratherin-
teresting question was raised as to what
constituted a neighborhood. A number
of the slgners of the application resided
in diferent villages from that in which
the proposed saloon was to be established,
and as the law requires them to be resi-
dents of the neighborhood, it was held
that these villages were isolated com-
munities, to the extent that what would
be unbearable in one would not extend to
or affect theothers. Thecourt, however
did not, apparently, consider this objec-
tion as sufficient, as the villages of
Halethorpe, St. Denis, Relay and Ar-
butus are of recent origin and they may
all, if within a reasonable radius, be con-
sidered asonencighborhood. The license
was granted and protest overruled.

LETTER FROM HOKG KOKNG,

Perhaps some of our readers would en-
joy a letter as well as 1o know the where-
abouts of one of our Howard countains,
Herbert L. Crook, who has been in the
U. 8. Navy for the past three years.
Ho has been on several of cur well-known
war vessels. He was on the Texas when
ft went out of commission, for thorough
repairs two years ago. He wason the
Maine for three months, preparatory to
bis appointment on the U. 8. 8. Raleigh.
This protected cruiser has been in for-
efzn waters for over a year. He belongs
to the Captain’s staff which consists of
12 men chosen from the crew. They row
him to the ehore when they anchor at the
ports, and this hes enabled him to learn
a great deal about the customs of the
foreigners.

The letter from young Crook is of
especial interest at this time as the Ral-
eigh doubtless wasnot a whit behind any
of the vessels in the fierce onslaught
Commodore Dewey made on the Span-
ish fleet in the harbor of Manila Sunday
last. His friendsare in quite a state of
anxfety and will be so uatil Commodore
Dewey’s ofticiel report reaclhies this coun-
try detalling the casualities among his
men. A young man named Dorsey, also
from this county, was on one of the ves-
sels.

Some of the cities from which he has
gent some interesting accounts were
Gibraltar, Naples, Athens, Cyprus, Smyr-
na, Jerusalem, Aden, Colombo and Bom-
bay. His last letter was received April
27, and 18 as follows:

U. 8. S. RALEIGH, l
Hong Kong, China,
- March 14, 1898. §
My DEAR SisTER-We arrived here from
Singapore on the 19th of Feb. O. K. and
have been here every since. We coaled
ship the second week we were here 50
as to be ready to proceed to any port we
may be ordered. I intended writing
home when we first anchored but thought
I would go ashore first, then I could give
you some description of this place. Our
crew did not get liberty at Singapore
which was the first port of China, s0 we
did not make their acqualntance. 1 am
much pleased with Hong Kong, and
what I have heard from the other ships,
they say this is a fine port. We have
been ashore about five times, but did not
get liberty for about a week after we
came in here as the flag ship, Olympia,
was here, also the Petrel, Concord,
Boston and Kaleigh, and we had
Admiral inspection.

We are expecting the Baltimore here
to relleve the F. S. Olympia and she will
go to San Francisco for repairs. After
Admiral inspection we got twenty-four
hours and had  fine time ashore. Iwent
up on Victoria Peuk, 1850 feet above the
level of the sea. Then we came down
and rode all over the town. They have
but few horses here. You get a “rick-
asha” and they ride you all around for
about 5c. The natives here can travel as
fast as a horse. It is very hot here, you
would hardly know me.

Was not that sad news about the
Maine? We got a fullaccount. I was so
sorry to hear it, as I had some good
friends aboard of ber. I guess the peo-
ple in the States are wild over ft. When
we heard it cut here, every one was
wild in their demonstrations. They
painted placards and hung them up, such
as these: *We'll lick the Spaniards for
thefr insults.” **We want war.” “War
we must have to scttle it.”” etc.

We are looking for trouble out here
between Russia and Japan ss Japan
ordered the Russian fleet out of Port
Arthur, and I don’t think they will settle
it soon. 1 have received two letters
from you, and one fron Mama since 1
have been here.

Eatables are very cheap here, and we
live fine. Onec of our dollars is worth
two of theirs, but “monee go all samee.”
1 have seven pets now. Two white rab-
bits I got at Smyrna, and five canaries,
and they know me from the rest of the
boys. Fine, don’t you think? We are
bound for Yokohama but may stay here
awhile, so direct as before to Hong Kong.
