FHE EMINENT DIVINE'S SUNDAY
DISCOURSE.

An Appropriate Tople=The Qreat Nased of
Reform—Churches Must Change to
Work For GoodeRteligion That Wil
Make a Revolution in the Famlily.

Texr: “These that have turned the world
upside down aro come hither also.”—
Acts xvii., 6.

Thero is a wild, bellowing mob around
the house of Jason, in Thessaloni What
has the man dono so greatly to offend the
people?  He has been entertaining Paul
and his comnrades. ‘The mob surround the
house and cry: “Bring out those turbulent
{;rcachurs! They are interfering with our
usiness! ‘I'hey aro ruining our religion!
‘I'hey are actually turning the world upsido
down!”

The charge was true, for there is noth-
fng that so interferes with sin, there is
nothing so ruinous to every form of estab-
lished iniquity, thero is nothing that has
such tendency to turn the world upside
down as our glorious Christianity. The
fact is, that the world now is wrong side
up, and it needs to be turned upside
down in order that it may beright side up.
‘Che time was when men wrote books en-
titling them ‘““Apologies for Chrisflanity.”
I bope that day has passed. We want no
more apologies for Christianity. Let the
apologies be on tho part of those who do
not bellevoe in our religion. We do not
mean to make any compromise in the mat-
ter. We do not wish to hide the fact that
Christianity Is revolutionary, and that its
tendency is to turn the world upside down.

Our religion has often been misrepre-
sented as a principlo of tears, and mild-
ness, and fastidiousness; afraid of crossing
people’s  prejudices; afraid of making
somebody mad; with silken gloves, lifting
the people up from the church pew into
glory, as though they were Bohemian
glass, so very delicate that with one touch
it may be demolished forever. Men speak
of religion as though it wero a reflned im-
bLecility; as though it wero a spiritual
chloroform, that the people were to
tako until the sharp cutting of life were
over. ‘The Bible, so far from this, repre-
sents the religion of Christ as robust and
brawny—ransacking and upsetting ten
thousand things that now seem to bo set-
tled on firm foundations. I hear some
man in the house say, ‘I thought religion
was peace.” That is the flnal result. A
man’s arm is out of place. Two men come,
and with great effort put it back to the
socket. It goes back with great pain.
Then it gets well. Our world s horribly
distorted and out of joint. It must come
under an omnipotent surgery, beneath
which there will be pain and anguizh be-
foro there ean come perfect health and
quict. I proclaim, therofore, in the name
of my Lord Jesus Christ—revolution!

The religion of the Dible will make a
roevolution in the family. Those things
that are wrong in the family circle will bo
overthrown by it, while justjce and har-
meny will take the place. The husband
will be the head of the houeshold only
when hois fit tobe. I know a man who
spends all the money he makes in drink, as
weli as all the moaey that his wife makes,
and sometimes sells the children’s clothes
for rum. Do you tell me that he is to be
the head of that housohold? 1If the wife
have more nobility, more cournge, moro
consisteney, more of all that is right, she
sghall have the supremacy. You say that
the Bible says that the wife is to be subject
to the husband. I know it. DButthatisa
husband, not a masculine caricature.
There 18 no human or divine law that
makes a woman subordinate toa man un-
worthy of her. When Christianity comes
into a domestic cirelo it will give the do-
minancy to that one who is the most
worthy of it.

Again: Christianity will produce a revo-
lution in commervial circles. Find me fifty
merchants, and you find that thoy have
fifty standaras of what is right and wrong.
You say to some one about a merchant, “Is
he honest?”” *“Oh! yes,” the man says, ““he
is honest; but he grinds the faces of his
clerks. He is honest; but he exaggerates
the valuo of his gools. He is honest; but
ho loans money on bond and mortgage,
with the understanding that the mortgage
can lie quiet for ten years, but as soon us
he gets the mertgage, he records it and
begins a forezslosure suit, and the Sherifl’s
writ comes down, and the day of sale ar-
rives, and away goes tho homestead, and
the creditor buvs it in at balf price.” Hon-
est? When he loaned the money he knew
that he would get the homestead at halt
price. Honest? But he goes to the insur-
ance oflice to get a policy on his life, and
tells the doctor that heis well, when he
knows that for ten years he has had but
one lung. Honest? Though ho sells prop-
erty by the map, forgetting to tell the pur-
chaser that the ground {s all under water;
but it is generous in him to do that, for he
throws the water into the bargain.

The fraudulent man plles up his gaing,
bond above bond, United States security
above United States security, emolument
above emolument, until his property has
becdmme a  great pyramid; nm?, as he
stands looking at it, he thinks it can never
bo destroyed; but the Lord God comes, and
with His little finger pushes it all over.

1y all ehnaged within the last twenty years?
Does the passing awey of a gencration ac-
count for it? Oh,no. Does the fact that
thereare hundreds of honest men who go
down every year account for {t? Oh, no,
This is the secret: The Lord God has been
walking through the commercial streets of
our great cities; and he has been ndjusting
thingsaceording to the principles of eter-
nal reetitude,

The time will come when, through the
revolutionary power of the Gospel, a false-
hood, inctead of being ealled exaggeration,
equivoeation, or evasion, will be branded a
Jie! And stealings, that now sometimes
go under the hend of percentages and
commissions, and bonuses, will be put into
the eatalogus of State-prison offenses.
Sociciy will be turned inside out and up-
side down, and ransacked ot God’s trutll,
unti! business dishonesties shall come to
an end, and all double-dealing; and God
will overturn, and overturn, and overturn;
and eommercinl men in all cities will throw
up their hands, crying out, “These that
have turned the world upside down are
come hither.”

They are perfectly willing
to authorize the com:missioner-gonernt
to appoint a woman assistant, but
they do not see nny practical use in
having two separate and indevendent
organizations.  The ladies, however,
will insist upon offering an amnendment
in the Senate if the Appropriation
Committee refuses to comply with
their wishes.—William E. Curtis, in
Chicago Record.

Hand
mirrors at the chatelnine are preferred.
The thorongh-bred digit is 2!l that is
dainty, but it never attracts attention
through artificial means. But little
coloring is used, the polish amountsto
hardly more than natare’s gloss, and
the poiuted cut has given way almost
wholly to the less obtrusive crescent.
There are also variations in the
technique of manicuring. Where the
file with the sand-paper board as finish
was formerly used for paring the nail,
the sand-paper board is now used ex-
clusively. Everything tends to make
the manicuring process less of a sarg-
ical operation.  ‘The euticle knife is
rarely used nowadays, the slender oar-
shaped orange-stick accomplishing the
same purpose with less of force and
friction. Cuticle scissors are dispensed
with alinost altogether, save in the
case of scine very refractory ‘‘step-
mother.” That good old standby, the
pounnce, is in danger of banishinent.
For insuring the just-right degree of
nail polish, many manicures declaro
that there is nothing, after all, so ef-
ficacious as a good rubbing from the
fleshy part of the palm.—Harper’'s Ba-
mr.

Rooting Curraut Cutticgs.

It isvery easy to make cuttings of
either curront or gooseberry bushes.
A fuoot length of Inst year's growth,
with the end smoothed off and fixed
standing in the soil, will put ont roots
from its smoothed surface. 1t is best
to only leave onu “ud above ground.
This will make the stem for the future
plant.

Which Egis Aro Most Fertlle?

The statement is often made that
eggs from old hens are best for hatch-
ing.. Recent experiments at the Utah
Station indicate the contrary so far, al
least, as concerns the per cent. of fer-
tile eggs. 'The comparative size and
strength of the chicks is not stated.
The percentage of fertility was high-
est with the early hatched pullets and
lowest with the old hens, thongh the
results are not conclusive. The fer-
tility of eggs averaging five days old
was 300 per cent. higher than of egge
averaging twenty-two days old.—
American Agiiculturist.

Nations For Sheep.

TFor ground food a mixture of 100
pounds of corn meal, 100 pounds of
wheat bran and twenty-five pounds of
oil mea! has been found very satisfac-
tory. Oats may be substituted for the
bran with good results, if the quantity
of oil meal is slightly increased.
Ground corn and oats mixed in equal
proportions is not only a good food,
but a fattening one. To produce the
best results in fattering sheep they
should be regularly dipped during the
period. Corn isa highly carbonaceous
food and can only be fed to sheep with
safety when given with bran or oil
meal. With sucha ration they may
be fed during the fattening period tc
their full ecapacity, which would beun-
safe with a ration wholly or mainly of
corn.

Washing Trunks of Fruit Trees.

If the trunks of orchard trees, and
especinlly young trees, show siguns ol
the work of insect enemies, or are cov-
ered with a fungus growth, they should
be cleansed. ‘The best wash for the
purpose is made by dissolving one
pound of concentrated lye or potash,
obtainable at any grocer's, in five gal-
lous of water, and applying with a stif
broom. This solution is very strong,
and while it will not injure the trees,
it should not be allowed to cor.eic
contact with your flesh or clothing.

The trunk of the tree should be
washed thoroughly downward, apply-
ing the wash also to the large branches
within reach. This solution will kill
borers and borers’ eggs, which are rpt
to be concealed near the surface ol
the ground. Thia washing of tree
trunks may not be necessary, but the
work is quickly and inexpensively
done, and will do no harm. If there
is the slightest suspicion of diseass or
insecis, be on the safe side and apply
this wash as directed.

Manure For Strawberrles.

The strawberry plantation 1equires
very heavy manuring to produce its
best yield. Every yearon most plants
there is o sunccession of berries, the
first and second pickings being al-
most always larger and finer than
those that ripen later. But if the
later season is very wet, as it some-
times is, we have known the Iater
crop to ripen up and be very nearly
as good as the tirst.  This snggests
that in addition to the top dressing
applied in wianter there ought to bean
additional fertilization, while the crop
is formingz, and this last thould be al-
ways dissolved in water, so as to be
readily available. Nitrate of potash
is the best manure to be thus applied.
This is saltpetre, and costs five to six
cents per pound. But a very small
Inmp dissolved in warm water and ap-
plied freely will keep the vines fresh
and vigorous to the last, and will
make a great increase in the sizeof the
fruit. The labor of applying lignid
manure is more than its cost, and is
greater than can be generally afturded
for any other crop thanthe strawberry.

An Ensy Way to Grow Tomutoes.

The usual method of raising tomato
plauts and frait calls for mere work
and attenticn than the ordinary ran
of garden crops demand. Sowing the
seed early in hot-beds, the formation
and care of which is a matter demand-
ing much dazily attention to details,
and the repeated transplanting of the
young plants to render them stocky
snd vigorous, all this requires work,
perhaps mors work than many very
busy peonle feel like attempting.
While this eare and labor may be need-
ful for extra early tomato plants, which
are to give early crops. yet it is en-
tirely unnecessary for regular crops of
delicious fruit. One can sow the seed
directly in the open ground as soon as
weather is suitable, or what is still
more ecasily done, throw all good
specimens of the tomato (that become
affected with rot or are bruised in any
way, and so unfitted for sale) upon the
manure heap. These tomatoes furnish
plenty of seed in the manure to give a
volunteer crop of tomzato plants upon
the corn or potato field upon which
this same manure is used. Plenty of
good, ripe, late tomatoes, as well ad
green ones, will thus bo grown af
pracitcally no expense.—J3M. Summner
Perkins,

Scaly Legs.

A subseriber at Shougaloo, Miss.,
wants remedy for gout or sealy logs;
also best means of exterminating flens.

As regnrds gcaly legs, the remedy is
simple. 'Ths disease, if such it may
be termed, being caused by small
parasites that bury, themselves nnder
the skin end lay eggs there.

'The feathered-ley fowls are most
subjeet to the atlliction, but even they
can be kept free of it, if a little care is
given.

After {he rouzh scales have ap-
peared, cateh the birds and wash the
legs thoronghly in warm water and
soap—using o brush if necessary.
After this, rub the legs with a mixture
of one part sulphur and three parts
lard. Repeat the operation daily for
three days and the scales will disap-
pear. A few dropsof kerosene added,
will hasten the cure, but if used too
frecly will burn and irritate the flesh.
A friend of this paper suggests an
application daily of pureapple vinegar,
and says he has tested it with perfect
satisfaction.

If the roosts are given a cont of
kerosene every month throughon
the secason, not a case of sealy legs
will appear.

As for ridding the premises of fleas,
unless we knew the exact surround-
ings it would lie rather diflicult to
suggest 4 means, as one that could he
applied in the barn or outbuildings
might not be agreeable if used in the
residence.

A solution of crude carbolic acid
sprayed over the ground and on the
walls will drivo them completely away,
but if the residenco is imfested with
thom, powdered horax will perhapa be
the most effectual” remeldy. Keep the

doga, hogs and shecp away from the
barn, as it is absolutely impossible to
have them there without haviog fleas

VICTIM OF POLITICS.

General Mahone of Virgiaia Saw
Wealth Vanish with Fame.

More fortunes are lost than made in
politics. Some old friends of the late
Senator Mahone have united in ob
taining for his son, Butler Mahone, a
ronsulship in Mexico. It is not gener-
ally known that young Mahone found
It necessary to appeal to some of his
father's former assseintes in public life
to get something to do. He first tried
railroad employment. He was willing
to take a place as brakeman, for he is
not troubled with false pride. Like his
father, the son is of delicate physique,
and it was evident that he was nat
equal to the work. \When the late (Gen-
ernl Mahone entered political life in
Virginia he was probably the richest
man in Petersburg. If not a million-
aire, he was well on the way to a for-
tune represented by seven figures,
With great energy he had taken hold
of the material restoration of the
South, and bad 1dentitied bimself with
rallroad construciion, becoming presi-
dent of one of the principal routes to
tidewater. After he left the Democrat-
fc party of his State on the debt issue
and took the leadership of an element
which for sonre vears was dominant in
Virginia, hiz fortune began to shrink.

i'or a time General Mahone was a
wonderfully successful man in poli-
tics. But at the close of his service in
the Senate his State had become Dem-
acratie, and he took up his residence in
Washington. His estate meited until
it was reduced to one large holding in
this city. General Maihone tried to sell
this large block to the government for
the site of a new publie printing-house,
amd several times ahaost  succeeded.
The Senate repeatedly passed a bill to
buy the property, but the House reject-
ed it. Malione died without realizing
on this property., and leaving it so
heavily incumbered that it went under
the hammer. The purchase price was
gbhout $inH0,0C0, a fraction of what the
government would have paid if the
Senste bill had passed. When he dled
General Mahone owed an account of
some thousands of dollars at the hotel
where he had lived for several years.
His son was left to start in life with
nothing more than piuck. Had the
elder Mahone eschewed polities and de-
voted his splendid executive talents to
railrezd building he would have been
osue of the foremost men of the South.—
St. Louis Globe-Democerat.
