THE TAX LEVY.

Elsewhero in this issue we publish the
annual levy. There have been umnex-
pected demands upon tho resources of
the county for various purposes but it 1s
gratifylng to know that the Commission-
ers have been able to prevent an increase
of the tax rate over last year—75 cents
on the $100. Tha county basis is $7,-
678.087 and that for State purposes [s
computed at $8,957,307. The amount of
foreizn bonds and stocks 18 $1,452,180,
which at 30 cents on the $100 produces
$4.356.54. The Income from mortgages
is $19,183.25, which at three-fourths of 8
per cent. produces £1,151. The levy
statement shows the value of property in
the First district to be £1,047,587, on
which a special tax of 4 3-5 per cent. is
levied to defray the expenses for a po-
lice officer at Eilkridge. The value of
property in the county nct subject to
taxatton for State purposes is $172,900.
The total indebtedness of t.he county in-
cluded in the levy is $64,625 08,

T'he accounts against the county are
summarized as follows: Pensions, $4,-
075, insane hospitals, $1,987.50; Orphans’
Court, $911 90; County Commissioncrs,
$676; election, $2,836 87;sundry expenses,
$14,218 23; public schools, $14,000; public
roads, $6.8C0; court expenses, $3,000;
bridges, $3.000; contingent, £1,000; fuel,
$200; siatlonery, $250; janitor to Court
House. $240; prompt payment of county
tax, $2.000; County Treasurer, $1 6G0O;
clerk to County Commissioners, $700;
counsel to Comnissioners, $150; police
ofticer at Elkridge, $480; electric lightsat
Elkridge, $900; insolvencies, 2538.45;
stone crusher, $700. In addition, $4,-
263 13 was required to be levied to meet
extra expenses in 1897 for public im-
provements, etc. A number of improve-
ments at the county jail are now in pro-
gress under the supervision of Warden
Walter 8. Hinmon.

Essayswere also read by Messrs. D,
McMullen, B. J. Hanraban, Keith Reeves
and Anthony Lastra. Both sides were
equally and ably defended by their re-
spective members, when the tide of af-
fairs was changed by Mr. Rappanier and
Mr. Lastra, of the negative, who by their
logical arguments tcored many polints
for thelr side. After ashort deliberation
the judges, comprising Rev. Brothers
Abraham, Ambrose, Firminian, F. Mau-
rice and Frederick, declded in favor of
the negative side, the members of which
having the better argument.
