SLOWLY BUT SURELY.

Notwithstanding Admiral Cevera’s
fleet 1s belleved to be cooped up finthe
Santiago harbor, the war situsation re-
mains practically unchanged. Cowmmo-
dore Schley on \Vednesday engaged the
enemy’s ship, Christobal Colon, and the
batterles at the mouth of the harbor but
nothing definite was accomplished, ‘The
firing was heavy as long asft lasted, some
of the shots from our ships demolishing
parts of the Spanish defences. ‘l'hechan-
nel belng extremely narrow and mined
and the batteries being high and extreme-
ly close to hand, :he situation of the
Spaniards is very secure and nothipg but
herolc effort on the part of our fleets will
accomplish a reduction of the place.

It is belleved by the use of the dyna-
mite cruiser, Vesuvius, the triple row of
mines extending across the mouth of
harbor can be exploded. In that event
Admiral Sampson, who i now in com-
mand, will maeke a bold dash into the
harbor and engage the enemy’s fleet.

Every preparation {8 going on for the
{nvasion of both Caba and Porto Rico
and before many days from seventy to
one hundred thousand troops will be en-
route, and whatever the cost may he
there is no doubt of the result. None of
the Spanish fortified points can resist an
attack by sea and land of our forces. All
the bLombardment hitherto done was
done in the way of experiment or for the
purpose of reconnoitering, and to test
the capacity of the ships in actual en-
gagement.

Troops and supplles are speeding
toward Manila. Gen. Merritt 1s in com-
mand and when the full complement
reaches its destination a speedy capture
of the Philippines is expected.

In the meantime Spain is weakening
at all points. Herfinances are running
at a low ebb, and she is threatened by
revolution and with her all Is uncertainty
and despair.

EX-GOV. CARROLL FOR COXGRESS,

The Baltimore Evening News :—‘‘Dem-
ocrats from the Fifth Congresgional dis-
trict say that ex-Governor John Lee
Carroll of Howaré county will be their
party nomineee for Congress this year,
and that he will accept.

“Should ex-Governor Carroll make
the race against Congressmsan dMudd,
who will probably be renominted by the
Republicans, it will be one of the most
interesting contests this Siate has ever
witnessed. The ex-Governor is a man
of large wealth and strong personal fol-
lowing.
0“Gogvernor Carroll was Chief Execu-
tive of the State from 1876 to 1880.
Since that time he has passed his life to
a great extent in retirement at his mag-
nificent estate, Doughoregan Manor, In
Howard county. He has also made fre-
quent trips to Paris, where two ?t‘ his
daughters, who are married to French
noblemen, reside. Occasionally he has
taken a house in Washington for the
winter, where he and his family have
been conspicuous in the society of the
Capital. That he has been enxious to
re-enter public life has been well known
for some time.”

The News s speaking without war-
rant when it says Mr. Carroll is anxious
to re-enter public life. Doubtless he
would accept any honorable position the
people conferred upon him, but it would
be under a canvass to suit himself. The
eareer of the ex-Governor has been both
excellent and honorable. In him the
lustre of the name he bears has not been
dimmed and he would dignify the oflice.
The most serious obstacle, however, to a
successful candidacy on the part of Mr.
Carroll would be his financial views un-
Jess the questions which haye heretofore
agitated politics could be eliminated.

FUTURE OF CUBA.

It Cuba is released from Spanish rule,
her future will dcpend upon the capacity
of the people for self-government. Af-
ter the withdrawal of the Spanish garri-
son, there willbea scramble for tl e of-
fices and a struggle for the control of
the administration of the island.

The rebels in arms who have been
fighting for three years for the indepen-
dence of the island will consider them-
selves the rightful governing class. The
autouomiste, who have been acitating
for many yeara the question of home
rule, wil{demand a share in the respon-
sibilitles of power. The Spanish ele-
ment from which the volunteer force is
recruited will insist upon being represen-
ted in the new government.

The jealousies and strife of these fac-
tions will make the establishment of a
stable, trustworthy government in Cuba
a most difficult undertaking. This is
characteristic of most of the governments
of Spanish America. In one country
after another there have been revolu-
tions, political feuds, milltary conspira-
cles and constant turmoil. It is not
likely that Cuba, if left to herself, will be
an exception to the rule.

The worst trait of the Spanish-Ameri-
can character is corruption. Oflicials
are dishonest, accept bribes and arc false
to their trusts. The people of the island
have been accustomed for generations to
the idea that the possession of an oflice
of any kind includes the right to make
money in one way or another.

An independent Cuba means another
Bpanish American republic, exposed to
the risk of civil war and corrupt admin-
f{stration, and kept in order by a native
military force. There will be a revolu-
tion now and then, unless the fact that
our government will be In acertain gense
responasible for order, should deter the
uneasy spirits; and there will be stealing
and bribery all the time. hat hae hap-
pened elsewhere in Bpanish America
will be repeated in Cuba, after the regu-
Jars withdraw.

This seems & gloomy prospect, but

rhaps it ought not to be absolutely dis-

eartening. TheSpanish American re-
publics are not standing stiil, They are
making progress in their own way.
There revolutions are frequent and often
brutal, but they may be steps to perma-
ment and orderly governments. The
ple are displaying energy in many
directions, and are enthusiastically pa-
teiotic. )

An {ndependent Cuba would stagger
along like other Spanish American re-

ublfcs, let us hope, from darkness to
ﬁ.m. The prospects under Indepen-
dence, If not encouraging,are not hope-
less.— Youth's Companion.

be but a vast cemetery. People are flee-
fug from the {sland more by fear of hun-
ger tLan war. I left on a steamer which
had only capacity for 40 passengers and
we numbered 389.”

The graphic story of Adiniral Dewey’s
defiance of & menace of force from the
German Consul at Manila, as narrated In
recent cablegrams, furnishes a key to
the character of the man. Bluff,
whether personal or internaticnal, could
have no effect whatever upon the com-
mander of the American squadron at
Manila. Not all the warships of the
German navy could have convoyed a
merchant vessel through Dewey’s block-
ading fleet without firat sinking every
craft ander his command.

Whatever may be the fecling of the
German government, and of the people
of Germany, with regard to the war be-
tween the United States and Spain, there

is no questfon as to the attitude of the
German-Americans. There sare no more
patriotic citizens in the United States
than these.

The President of France expresses the
hope that the efforts of the neutral pow-
ers will succeed in restoring peace. The

neutral powers may save thelr efforts.
Peace will come when we have whipped
Spain into asking for it, and agrecing 10
accept it upon our terms, and not before.

A FOX HUNT IN THE FIRST DISTRIOT OF HOWARD OOUNTY—1871 or 1873,

*Twas early on a chill November moml‘l:‘g
‘When the frost, with wondrous skill had been ulomh:s'
The lovely landscape, all o’er with lace of sllver thre
Whilst yet the stars were twinkling brightly o’er our heads,
‘When in front of a quaint old mansion stood
The Colonel and I. Its carved wood i
Told that not in our degenerate days
Was built the house which met our gaze.
In seventeen hundred and thirty-eight
An ancestor of the Colonel, in state
Almost regal, here lived, and hoped and dled
A‘nd now lies burled by an old oak’s side.
‘The queer old porch, and the staircase broad,
The deep cellars, where rich wine was stored,
And the rare paneling in the parlor grand
Marked the palmy days of merry Maryland.
The fields and woods, 8o far as eye could reach
Would call the Colonel owner if speech
Were given them, but the deep sllence round

Soon it was by others joined and then began
The strains which fox hunters love so we

He gave those last notes, there's Abe, there's Grant,
Speed and Belle are too fat, see how they labor and pant.
Tickler I see and Mary and Rose,
‘Whilst straight to the dam off the fox goes.
Old Rock too old too pack with the rest
Listens and of many ways takes the best,
Cross lots he will go, and sharp corners he'll turn.
‘Was't instinct or reason which made him thus Jearn,
The way to be at the ‘‘death,” not the last
When his time for straight running had passed?
Off we ride, thro’ the bushes, guided by sounds
And the eye of faith, straight after the hounds.
The twigs are so thick, each lowers his head,
‘The Colcnel and I by rare Tommy led;
Up the road, cross the fields, thro’ the gate,
Into the woods, over a stream, straight
As an arrow weride; for nothing we stop.
Through a fence goes Tommy or over the top
- No matter to him, he’s safe on his mare -

Out of the woods with wonderful bounds

When he first caught a sight
Of the fox in his flight.
Then came from his throat
His deepest bass note

Turned around
Over the ground—
They all flew,
The fox in full view.
‘The fox is gaining as he crosses the hill,
But his time’s fast coming, they’re running to kill.
Into a marsh he dashes, near Wilhelm’s door,
Hes tiring fast and then with a roar
bich makes each heart beat,
Oh! what music so sweet.
‘The hounds, Belmont’s ahead,
No! 'tis Pink, see her keen head;
No: 'tis Uncas, Countess it is;
It’s Trailer, that deep note is his,
Rush after him! For two minutes or more
They chase him, but his agony’s o'er.
One burst, and deep silence reigns
And when we get to the hounds the stalns
Of blood on their mouthsshow that the fox
Has gome to his death, and old Rocks,
One of the first of the pack his master to greet
With Traller. For tho’ the young ones are fleet,
Still after a cunning old “gray,”
Knowledge and skill carry the day.
The “brush” to the Colonel is then willingly given
The tropby for which he has so gallantly striven,
“Colonel, I'm thirsty,” I hear Tommy cry,
Quoth the Colonel “so indeed boys am 1.”
And whilst near us, the hounds rest on the ground,
We each smile as the flask passes around.
Twenty-two short minutes only had passed
From Traller’s first cry till the fox breathed his last.

L1PPINCOTT'S MAGAZINE FOR JUNE.—
The complete novel in the June issue of
Lippincott’s, “Mere Folly,” 18 of some-
what unusual length for the Magazine,
and of a high order of merit. Its well-
known author, Maria Loulse Poo), has
done nothing hetter, either in story tell-
ing or character-drawing. The two
heroines are strongly contrasted,and the
hero’s vacillations between them make
most of the plot. W. Bert Foster tells
the tale of “The Man who hung on” to
a dead Western town and its newspaper,
and found his account therein. Flenry
Holcomb Bennett's article, “In Time of
Peace,” is of special Interest just now,
for it describes the National Guard and
the high degree of efliclency to which it
has been raised of late. ‘Klondike and
Climatic Reflections,” by Felix L. Os-
wald, is another timely paper.

MR. GLADSTONE'S LAST LITERARY
Wonk.—The last finished literary work
of Willlam E. Gladstone was hiseloquent
and tender tribute to the memory of Ar-
tliur Henry fallam, the friend of his
school-days, and thereafter until his un-
timely death. The article was the last of
five which Mr. Gladstone had at differ-
ent times written expressly for The
Youth's Companion, and appeared re-
cently. The fiial revision of the article,
in the venerable statesman’'s own hand-
writing, was concluded in November,
1897. Suchatributefrom a man ofeighty-
eight, whose statesmanship has made a
profound and enduring impression upon

the clvil history of the world, to a youth
of twenty-two who had been sixty-four
years in his grave, is probably unexam-
pled in literature. Theentire manuscript
of this article 1s perhaps the most pre-
clous of the many rare nnu‘)anhl pos-
sessed by the publishers of The Youth's
Companion.

“The Spaniard In History* isthetitleof a
valuable historical work recently issued
by the Funk & Waanalls Company, New York,
The book is written by Rev. James C. Fer-
nald, of the editorial staff of the *“Columbian
Cyclopedia,” author of A study of the In-
quistion,” and numerous other important
vocks. Mr. Fernal is well known also, as
Editorof the Student’s 8tandard Dictionary,
and associate editor of the great Funk &
Wagnalils Standard Dictionary. He has made
the history of Spain and her colonies a special
study for many years,and will give a brief
resume, in this work, a sketch of the origin
and character of the Spanish race, the rise of
the modern Spanish monarchy,the conquests,
methods of warfare and diplomacy, the settle-
ment, government, and treatment of colonies
and coloniats of Spain from the discovery of
America to the present time. His work shows
conclusively that the leng series of oppress-
fons and cruelties in Cuba are but the consist-
ent development and outcome of Bpanish
policy. and in acoordance with the character
of the Spanish nation, as manifested in its
history for more than four hundred years, and
especially in the oppressions and massacres in
the Netherlands, and the devastating and well-
nigh extermlnnln(f conquests of the West
Indics, Mezico, and Peru. The book will be
attractively bound in cloth, with a cover de-
sign by George Wharton ﬂdwlrdn. and will
contain two large maps, each 14x91, printed in
five colors, one of Bpain, and the other of
Cuba. The book was issued on May 14, and
sells for 756 cente.
