County Commissioners.

Our road supervisors time and agaln
have called attention to the practlee of
persons making the public roads adump-
ing ground for refuse they ob_'it‘zcl to hav-
in;r on their own property. I'he drains
are frequently found obstructed by
bramble cut from the fence corners and
in some instances very objectionable
filth and trash are found impairing the
efliclency of a well made piece of road,
besides being an annoyance to thetravel-
ing public. These obstructions often
cause the roads to wash more than they
otherwise would. Tke practice has be-
come 8o much of an evil that the County
Commissioners have determined 1o take
action with a view to its sbatement.
Coungel to the commissioners, R. D.
Johnson, on ‘Tuesday was directed to
look up the law relating to the matter
and he reports that any one obstructing
the road in the manner aforesaid is liable
to a penalty of $50.

A commnitiee, composed of residents of
Elkridge, called upon the County Com-
missioners Tuesday and asked thataction
be taken for the location of the proper
line of the old Washington road through
the villageof Elkridge, from the Patapsco
bridge to a point opposite Harwood. It is
the object of the property-owners of the
village to make importanttown ifmprove-
ments after the road line has been le-
gally established.

OUR DILATORY AUTHORITIES.

SBince the war began with Spain
the people of this country, and of other
countries also, have had occassion to la-
ment the dilatory tactics displayed by
the heads of our departments, When
situations are absolutely known, men
whqQ know their business and wish to
transact it in a consclentious manner re-
quire no supertluous time tc decide upon
what to do. ‘The failure to order the re-
moval north of the trcops around Santl-
ago immediately upon receipt of infor-
mation of the outbreak of disease in
many forms, is the last instance of this
hesitancy and almost criminal neglect on
the part ot those in charge at \Washing-
ton. ‘The underlying cause for all this
imbecllity seems to e in the fact that
our great men have not been praciicaily
educated and are unable to make that
application of knowledge to carermstances,
which the emergencies demand, without
long drawn out cquivocations. As the
farmer takes fmmedinte nction when dis
ease appears among his tlocks or herds,
80 should our public men, who profess to
be qualitied for the management of larger
concerns, be able to decide at a glance
upon all questlons presenting only one al-
ternative. ‘Fheir present conrse temisto
put a damper on the patriotisimm of the
people.

FOLLY OF PLEACE PREACHERS.

The peace socicties of this and other
countries have been acting in a manper
that dispiays their ignorance hoth of
Christian and of natural law. Christi-
anity tells us that wars and rumors of
war will continue among the nations of
the world until the day comes, when, as
the poet says.

“The lamb and lion at one crib shall mset,
And harmless serpents lick the pilgrim’s teet™

On the other hand, while “war is hell,”
8o I8 life generally also. Every young
man who starts out in life is checred on
by his parents, his minister and his
teacher to go forth manfully to‘‘tight the
battle of life,” and, sure enough, it is a
fight from hopeful youth to hoary age.
To stand on the business streeis of our
citles and watch the expressions on the
faces of the business men who pass will
convince anyone that the war of conipe-
tition is ever on calling for the same
grim determination that braces the sol-
dier on the field of battle. And when
we ook at “the tricks of trade,” at the
rascalities and the criminalities of it,
what do we sce but a continual evidence
of “man’s inhumanity to man?” Foods,
drinks and drugs are edulterated, and
thousands die saddenly or lugeringly
every year—die deaths just as excrutiat-
ing and just asuncalled for as those of
the battlefield. Our courts are enother
battle ground. Peaceloversmust change
the hearts of men before they can the
counditions.

SOAPSTONE IN FLOUR.

The people of the South have hereto-
fore been consldered comparatively guile-
less in the matter of fraudulent mercan-
tile transactions, and the Yankees and
the Westerners have borne that palm; but
the Maine board of agriculture has just
sent out a bulletin, entitled, “A Wicked
Adulteration,” which intimately concerns
all bread-eaters. This bulictin states
that The American Grocer has furnished
evidence that a firm in Greensboro, N.
C., is looding the millers of the country
with a circular letter advertising in the
most barefaced manner a new adulterant
Jor flour, which they call “mineraline.”
It is offered at $20 a ton and has for its
clalm that 25 per cent of tke welght may
be added to flour without detection, and
that aton, used this way, will bring the
user a profit of from $100 to $1,600 ac-
cording to the amount used in each 100
pounds of flour. Analysis shows this
“mineraline” to be simply groumd xoap-
stone, positively injurious to the heslth
of the user. I get this information from
the widely read Farmers’ Voice of Chica-
£0, of July 30th. It would beinteresting
if the editors of the Greensboro papers
would ferret out these parties. Two
Methodist papers are published there—
the Christian Advocate and Church Rec-
ord, also two Democratic papers—the
Record and Patriot.

THE BOYS AND THE GIRLS.

The Medical Summary for August, of
2321 Park ave., Philadelphia, contains an
editorial by Dr. Andrews on “Nervous
Diseases,” in which he well says: “The
increasing tendency to nervous diseascs,
observed of late yeurs by every worker in
every department of medicine, is believed
to be principally due to the errors of par-
ents. There is a growing tendency to
remove the barriers between childhood
and age. This naturally results in the
fecling that children should enjoy the
same pleasures and indulge in the same
pastimes as their elders.  Such recreation
Is frequently of a character far too stim-
ulating for the sensitive nervous organ-
fem of thechild. The prevailing tenden-
cy of the times is to over-stimulation of
children. This tendency pervades our
whole educational system.” Yes, and it
might be added, that after we force na-
ture iplo certain channels, as above, we
perceive our mistake in the fruits and set
about crcating laws forthe very suppres-
sion of that which we have created. As
8 sample, we zee the precociousness of
youth In sexual matters and seek to raise
the law of consent to 18 years: in this
State we have rafsed it to 16.
