MILITARY OFFICERS.

THE VARIOUS RANKS FROM COR-
PORAL TO GENERAL.

Only Four Amerieans Ilave So Far Sue-
ecoeded In Obtaining the Much Coveted
lighest Military Title — The Rank and
File of the Army.

To begin with the military unit, pri-
‘fate is aAn adjective that has become
toun. Originally the man in the ranks
tvas a private soldier. The word soldier
has been dropped, for brevity’s sake, and
now the man with the gun is simply a
private.

The rank and file is what the private
belongs to. A rank is a lincof men stand-
fng side by side; afile is a line of men
standing ono behind another. The front
of a file is always one man; its depth may
be any number. When men are formed in
two ranks, o file consists of two men. The
rank and file therefore constitutes the body
of a force of soldiery.

The title of the lowest noncoramissioned
ofticer is corporal. He has charge of o
squad, posts and relicves sentries and has
certain disciplinary control in camp and
barracks. Sergeant (which §s properly
pronounced sargent) is appointed to pre-
serve discipline, teach the drill, command
detachments of escorts and the like.

The lowest grade of commissioned ofli-
cers js licutenant, and the title comes from
the French lieu, place, and tenant. (from
the Latin tenens), holding., A licutenant
therefore is one who holds or supplies the
place of his superior in the performance of
any duty or in his absence and conse-
quently the oflicer is one who acts for his
captain.

The titlo captain, applied to the com-
mander of a company, is from the Latin
caput, a head.  In the Bible the title was
given to kingsor princes, generals or com-
manders of armices, governors of provincees,
eto., and Shakespeare used it in the sense
of o chief commander.

Major is the title of the oflicer next in
rank above n captain.  He commands a
battalion. ‘Iho word is compounded with
the titles of certain noncommissioned ofli-
cers to show that they are the chiefs of
their ranks, as sergeant major, drum ma-
jor, cte.

A lieutenant colonel is an officer who
holds the same relationship to a colonel
that o licutenant holds to a captain.  In
some European armies the licutenant col-
onel is the actual commander of his regi-
ment, the coloneley being honorary. For
example, Queen Victoria and the Prince
of Wales are honorary ceolonels of certain
regiments in the German army.

Colonel was originally coronel and was
{ntroduced into Englizh from the Spanizh
about tho middleof the sixteenth century.

With each regiment are a number of
staff oflicers, commissionad and noncom-
missioned. A commissioned oflicer is one
to whom the head of the national or state
government has given a document con-
ferring upon him authority to perform the
various functions of his rank. A non-
commissioned company oflicer holds his
place by appointment of the company com-
mander with the approval of the com-
mander of the ng:iumut; a member of the
noncommissioned staff is appointed by the
regimental commander.

A very important commissioned oflicer
of the regimental staff is the adjutant,
whose title comes from adjutans the pres-
ent participle of the Latin verb adjutare
(to assist), and whose province it is to aid
his commander in the dischargo of the de-
tails of his military duty. The records of
tho regiment arc in his charge, he re-
ceives the returns from company com-
manders, receives and commuricates or-
ders, forms the parades, ete.  His dutics
are multifarious, and he is altogether the
busiest oflicer of a regiment if he performs
them all faithfully.

I'he functions of the regimental com-
missarind in the United States army are
divided between the quartermaster and
the commissary of subsistenceo. These ofli-
cers are usually, like the adjutant, lieu-

tenants.  The quartermaster furnishes
transportation, quarters, clothing and

camp and garrison equipage, fucel, horses,
forago and stabling, and the commissary
of subsistence provides food supplies. A
quartermaster is literally an oflicer in
charge of the housing of troops. Head-
guarters is naturally the quarters of the
head or commanding oflicerof a company,
battalion, regiment, brigade, division
corps or army and may be in tho field or
elsewhero.

‘I'he noncommissioned staff includes the
gergeant major, who is an assistant to the
adjutant, the quartermaster sergeant and
commissary sergeant, assistants to the
quartermaster and commissary, the hospi-
tal steward, assistant to the surgeon, cte.

Otlicers nbove the rank of colonel are
called general ofticers.  ‘The holder of a
general commission came to be called o
general, and general commissions wero in
course of time granted to oflicers lower in
rank than a commander in chief. A
brigadicr general ranks next above a col-
onel and commands a brigade, & major
general is the next step higher and iy
command a division, & corps, an army or
a department. A major genersl is tho
highest permanent rank in our army. In
the British and German armies, however,
major generals are the lowest permanent
genernl officers and in action usually com-
mand brigades.  In modern European
sriies the specitle rank of genceral is usual-
Jy subordinate to a marshal or ficld ar-
shal. In this country it is tho highest
military rank jttainable.

The president s titulage commander in
chief of the armies of the United States,
but the rank of genernl has been conferred,
under temporary laws only, upon four
Amerlean  oflicers—Washington,  Grant,
Sherman and a short time bhefore his
death, in 1858, Sheridan. The rank of
Heutenant general is, like that of genceral,
honorary and conferred by net of congress,
Jt has boen held by Waskington, Grant,
Bhermare and Sherldan and is now held by
Schofield, who is on tho retired list. Gen-
eral Scott was only brovetted licutenant
general,

he United States army hns at Wash-
ington an adjutant geneval, s quartermas-
ter general, & paymaster general, & com-
missary general, 0 surgeon general, an in-
ppector general,  judge ndvocate general
(the chiel law ofticer), o chicf signal ofli-
cer, n chlef of engincers and achief of
ordnanco, all with the rnk of brigadier
general, and cach of these departments is
reprosonted on the stalls of commanding

enernls by oflicers of lower rank than s
grlgudiur.-—xnw York Press.

Dlgaised, Many Have Served For Months
Without Discovery.

Military records contain quite a number
of instances in which women, disguised
ns men, have entered the army and distin-
guished themselveson the battlefield, their
sex not being discovered for many years
afterwand,

In 1872 a soldier who had enlisted under
gho name of Paul Danicel attracted the at-
4ention of a sergeant while drilling a body
of recruits at Portsmouth. At the conclu-
sion of the parade he sent for Daniel and
stated his suspicions in regard to the re-
cruit’s sex. On seeing that the game was
up, Daniel confessed to being a femalo
and burst into tears when informed that
she could no longer continue with thoe
regiment. It appeared that her husband,
after getting through a lurge fortune, had
fled to Germany, where ho had enlisted,
and his wife performed the deception in
the hope that as a soldier she might be dis-
patehed for servico in that country ani
thus discover her unfaithful partner.

A most remarkable woman was found
to be serving as an ordinary soldier in a
certain German corps toward the end of
the last certury.

DOGS AND A MAD DOG.

5ANE ANIMALS QUICK TO RECOGNIZE
HYDROPHOBIA.

A Curious and Righly Interesting Illus-
tration of the Intelligent Sense That Is
Poasessed by Canines and Not by Human
Relungs,

I'hat dogs poszess certain attributes of
sense which are lacking in the human be-
ing is generally recognized by scientific
men, A curious case which occurred in
Brooklyn last summer exciplilios this
trait in a very clear manner, showing how
canine instinct warns of danger where hu-
man intelligence is at fault. It was a very
hot evening, the thermometer having flue-
tuated in the nincties all day. A pug dog,
which had been lying on o doorstep arose
and began to walk to and fro on the side-
walk, whining in a peculiar tone.

A policeman appeared and entered
into the discussion, taking the side of the
pug’s owner, who declared his willingness
to sacrifico his animal if there was any
reszsonable ground for belief that the trou-
ble was reaily rabies.  'resontly another
dog appeared, wandered around uncon-
cernedly until it heard the pug’s howl
and then ran away shricking shrilly, a cir-
cumstance which went far toward bring-
ing the policeman around to the sport’s
opinion. He got out his revolver, angd
none too soon, for without warning the
pug sprang into tho air and began whirl-
ing around, uttering short, choking snarls
and snapping at the air furiously.  That
sottled it, and two shots from thoe revolver
cended the dog's sufferings, while the by-
standers {led in all directions.
